To the Postmasters ofthe United States ?

I take the liberty to tread, so far, in Mr. Ken-

dall's footsteps, as to address, to all the Post-

masters in the United States, this circular and
Prospectus. I do this, because, although Mr. Ken-

dall gave a different construction to the law, 1 hold

it to he the duly of Post-masters to treat with
respect, communications which relate to newspa-

pers, contributing so much to the revenue of the
Department. 1 do so because, in the most vio-
lent party times, I have found the.great body of
Deputy Post Masters courteous, and respectful,

and I know that Mr. Kendall has not superceded
every gentleman, whom he found in office. 1

am further emboldened £o do so because, although

there arc some, (I Jiope there are but few) who
are so much the slaves of party and of prejudice,
as to treat this communication in an improper

manner, the signs of the times portend a change,

and such men arc not regardless of consequences.
The introduction of steam-boats in transatlan-

tic navigation, And the bearing which it willne-

cessarily have on the interests of all classes of

American society, give new importance to for-
eign news. The experience of the last sixteen
years shows how important are the proceedings
of Congress, and how much it is the duty of

every citizen to become well acquainted with
federal legislation. The PILOT has been es-

tablished at Baltimore, after much reflection, as

the best point at which a newspaper can be pub-

lished. So long as Government rewards parly

services as it now does, and a3 it has done for

many years,?so long as the patronage of the

Executive can, directly or indirectly, bestow the

public printing, which is now worth from fifty to

one hundred thousand dollars per annum, the

press at the seat of Government will be rcg da-

ted by the hope of obtaining, or the fear of losing

it. It cannot serve the Executive and Congress

and be faithful to the people. I speak fr ui ex-

perience; and I consider the press at AVashing-

ton, under its present relation to Congress and

the Executive, as the most dangerous engine of

corruption, in this or any other Government.

The patronage of the party, cannot yield less

than one hundred thousand dollars, clear profit, to

the Globe, during the present year. How can

the people expect a press to be free and faitlilul

to them when the breath of the Executive can

and does give such reward for subserviency ?

Can the creature of the Executive will,receiv-

ing such a priee for political prostitution, be

relied on to warn the people of Executive en

croacliracnts?
The great and fundamental difference be-

tween ours and monarchical governments, is

that, wc have reserved the right, peaceably to

chungc our riders-, but if we permit our Execu-

tive SO to use the public press, which is the lever

. <Jf public' as to perpetuate itself, by

re-ctcction, a.od the nomination of a successor

the great principle which lies at the foundation

of the government, will be defeated.

1 cannot expect the partisans of the present ad-

ministration to interest themselves to obtain sub-

scribers for the Pilot, nor are they expected to be-

come political correspondents. They are, how-

ever, authorised by the Department to frank let-

ters, covering money, and relating to newspapers,
and I respectfully ask such to hand over the en-

closed prospectus, and circular to some one

who may be disposed to give the information
asked for.

The PILOT will he a valuable family and conl-

mercial newspaper, and there may be found in
almost every town and village some merchant
who will consent to act as agent; where they
have correspondents in this city, itis desirable to

obtain such agents, but you are respectfully re-

quested to use your own discretion, and it is hop-
ed that the selection will be made in good faith;

where that is done, your act will be recog-
nised and gratefully acknowledged by your obe
dient servant, DUFF GREEN.
