Pupils are charged from the time ofentrance, and no
deduction will be made for absence, except in eases of
long protracted severe indisposition.

The building provided for the institution is well situ-
ated for bealtn, airy and capacious, and is ia every way
suited to the comfort and accommodation of lite in-
mates.

The academical year commences on the first Monday
in September, in each year, continues during forty-six
weeks, and is divided into four successive terms ofequal
length.
