The public sale in New York last week, of the Navi-
gator's cargo, was well attended, and went off with spi-
|rit; the whole was sold, and at an advance of about 20
per cent on previous prices.

Correspondence of the N. Y. Express.
GUAYAMA,P. R. July 15, 1840.

I improve this opportunity, per Candor, via Ponce, to
advise you that our crop has entirely closed, and the last
cargo hence f*r the States, will sail this evening, (brig
Ann Smith, New Haven.) There are yet some sugars
in store, already purchased for the French market. We
made last year 18,000 hlids Sugar?about 14,000 ofwhich
were shipped to the Stales. While this year our crop
will not exceed 12,000 hhds, of which not inore than

half has gone to the States; the balance to France, Eng-

land, and the British Provinces. Probably one third of
the entire cropoftliis Island has been, and willbe, ship-
ped to France this year. The weather is excellent for
the canes, and should it continue, without u hurricane,
we hope to make in 1841 a larger crop than ever?say
20,000 hhds. And if any thing like an improvement
shall take place in the market of the United States,
most of the fine qualities will be shipped there; other-
wise most of it will go to Europe, as much better sales
have been returned from there than from America. We
have now two French vessels in port, and cargoes pur-
chased for those yet to come. Business generally dull.
Sales of American produce limited, though generally at
higher rates and long credits.
