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FOREIGN ITEMS.
LIVERPOOL CORN MARKET, July 28.? [From

:the Circular of Messrs. James Scott and Son.]

iSince Tuesday last, the imports of grain, flour,
and oatmeal, from Ireland, have again been very
?trivial; indeed, tlicyhave for some time past been
almost exceeded by the exports thither; of wheat
and flour, from foreign parts and from Canada,
the arrivals have also been to a very small ex-
itcnt.

The weather during flic past week has been
almost as rainy as in the four preceding ones,
and nearly equally deficient of sunshine and
lieat, so that, although favorable for potatoes,
turnips, the pastures, and second crops of grass,
it must be becoming injurious to no small por-
tion of the bay still unsecured, and the crops of
grain are progressing very slowly to proper ma-
turity, but further than protracting the com-
jnenccment of harvest, no serious injury has
(recently been done; and this account is applica-
ble to a great portion of the northern district
of England, and of Scotland and Ireland, but
reports are much more favorable of the weather
Slid of the crops in almsst all the influential

\u25a0southern districts.
'The duty on wheat from foreign ports was

decreased on Friday last to lbs 8d per quarter,

and on flour to 10s 64d per barrel, as expected;
on all other grain it remains unabated; it is con-

fidently anticipated that on Friday, the 7th of

August, the duty will bu further reduced on

wheat to 13s Sd per quarter, and on flour to 8s
2i per barrel; and on Friday, the 14th of Au-

gust, that it will be still further reduced to 10s

8d per quarter, and to 6s 5d per barrel.
STATE OF TRADE?MANCHESTER. ?There was

no material change in the market yesterday, as

compared with that of the precediug Tuesday;
\u25a0the demand both for goods and yarns was mode-
rate, but steady, and prices without alteration.
Within the lastifew days some purchases have
been made for American account; but they are
generally of an exceedingly limited character,
and produce but little effect upon the market.

ROCHDALE FLANNEL MARKET, Monday, July
27th. ?Wc have had rather more doing in the

market to-day; yet the business lias been limit-
ed, and the prices very low. In the wool mar-

ket there is nothing new to report; prices are
givingway, and manufacturers buy for immedi-
ate use only.

HDDDER.VFIELD MARKET, July 28.? There
were more buyers in this market to-day, than

last week; but the amount of business done was
comparatively trifling. What may be the effect
ofthefine weather cannot of course be ascertained;
but hopes are entertained that a good harvest
\u25a0will greatly improve the withered state of trade,
and, as all prospect of a foreign demand is at an
end for the present, this seems to be the only
ground of hope. Prices are merely nominal.

Lovett and Collins, two of the imprisoned
Chartists, were liberated from prison on the 27ti<
ult.

The cavalcade then moved onwards to Gosta-
green, the scene of Mr. Fcargus O'Connor's
previous displays. On arriving at the spot the
mob almost completely filled the green. The
carriage of the "victim" was drawn up aside,
and on order being somewhat restored he treated
Itis auilitorsto a long tiiaile upou the sufferings
lie had endured during his imprisonment, the
villany of the government, the conduct of Lord
J. Russell, and his own unabated attachment to
the principles of chartism.

He was loudly cheered in the course of his ad-
dress, and the multitude having dispersed, prepa-

rations were made for a dinner, which afterwards

took place in a vacant space at the end of Bhad-
well, street.

A Mr,Catler took the chair, and from the num-

ber of tickets issued it is computed that about
1800 persons sat down. Collins went into a more

detailed statement of the horrors of prison disci-
pline and miseries of jiil allowance, and after a
number of speeches in the true chartist style, the
party broke up.
