It is. indeed, more like ancient Holland,than
Holland itself, for Holland has progressed with

the tines, while Bergen has (remained whenc.it
was in the beginning.

We will not pretr nd to deny, however, that

Bergen lias given birth to some great reformers,

who at one time or-othcr attempted to turn lhe 1
village topsyturvy, and to make the old lights
surmise tlial fliey had arrived within a week's

journey or so oi the end of the world. On one
occasion, a justice of the peace . repudiated IKS

old Dutch pipe in lawr of a cigar, which created
a great-sensation. On another, aiMiss Van W 11-

klc mounted a pair of orsets, ami three flounces.,
whereby the whole female portion of the village
was thrown into an uproar, and two sermons
preached on the following Sunday, the u-ne in

Dutch and the other in broken Eijrglisli, on the

enormity.of the existence of sucli a spirit of re-
bellion, "vanity, and innovation. And on a third,
I lie presumption of a French dancing master,!
who opened an academy, for the propagation of!

the mysteries of cotillions, See., threw tlic place
into such a fever of wonderment and indigna-

tion, that a public meeting was calledyrMolutions
passed, and.the oflendcr. banished the .village by
the proclamation of the bell man, who added
sundry awful words to the effect that if he was
caught tliore again he would be set in the stocks,
.and have his ears cropt.

After this occurrence, tlm i|Uiet and antiquated
notions of Bergen and its inhabitants remained
undisturbed for nearly a (piarter of a century,

when they were again invaded by an attempt to

erect the county court house on the brow, >1 the

hill. This naturally stirred up all hearts like

the throb of an earthquake; the more so, as pecu-
niary motives induced some of the mynheers to

take sides with the enemy, and to talk of the pro-
posed building as an improvement. However,

Hie public voice was against it; ministers, de-
nounced it irom the pulpit; judges from .the
bench; orators from the forum; the bell man vytts

again put in requisition to call the village to

arms; rusty muskets, some without stocks?oth-
ers without locks, and not a few without bar-
rels, were shouldered in all dkcctions; and ar

old field-piece, which, for any number of years
Bad formed the domicile of an antiquated Dutch
rat, and lur respectable and numerous family,
was bunted up, and cut quite a ferocious and

blood-thirsty appearance, as it was borne up and

down the main street on a wagon; albeit, it was

discovered that it could be made no use of, otlier

than that of striking (error into the hearts of the
court-liouseites, by reason of the fact'that it had
been spiked so long ago that the memory of man

runneth not back f o the time- when it was known
to have rejoiced in the possession of,an open
touch-hole. And, besides, these dreadful notes
of preparation, this memorable occasion drew
forth a number of petitions, three of which

emanated from the Van \Vlnkk's alone; and it is
rumored, though we cannot say on what authori-
ty, that one of these petitions was addressed to
his Majesty, the King of Holland, and signed bv

twenty-nine of that illustrious family w ho de-
clared themselves to be his ''majesty's very loyal
subjects."

Such a demonstration naturally led to the .than-

dsnment of the idea of the court huiise, and the j
muskets were again resigned to their positions
of inglorious quietude?the field-piece to the rats

and all things returned back into their proper I
channels. And then it was that Bergen became [
herself again in all her purity, for his honor had
returned to the affections of liispipe; "the lady
had dismissed her flounces and corsets," and a
stout gentleman, one of the Van Brunts, who
hud broken his leg in a fierce attempt to cut the
"pigeon wing," thoroughly vetoed the cotillions;
so that, as we indicated, Bergen was Bergen once

more: and as much unlike any other place in the
world out of Holland, as a Dutch bum-boat is
unlike a Baltimore clipper, or a sea gull.

And in this manner 'our village,' continued for
seven years after the last hubbub. Even railroad
or steamboat had no effect on it;?nor that yet
greater revolutionist, the penny press; and for

this r-special reason, that there is no penny paper
published in Dutch; and a real Bergenite would
as lief undertake to turn a double somerset upon
a slink rope with Herr Cline, or to dames the
Cracovietme with Fanny EUsler, as to read a
paragraph Oi the Queens English. Duringthis
time we paid a visit to it, and found it as natuiul
as the year it was horn.
