And, among all of them, none more
powerful,none a more potent lever of civilization,
and of universal amelioration,than this very sy
tem of Exchanges. Our city of Baltimore is pecu-
liarly well situated to further its objects. Its cen-
tral position, facility of access, and vicinity to
the national metropolis, are favorable eircum-
stances. It is proposed to establish twenty-seven
associations, me in each state—and a great
National one that shall annually meet at some
one of our Capitals. All the authors of onr
country will send their works to Europe, to be
deposited in their most public and frequented
places. The laws eof the Union, and those of
the States will be sent to various Governments
and Mounicipalities, and receive suitable ex-
changes. Catalogues in each Association will
be carefully attended to, so that all things sent,
and all r ed in exchange, may be at once
known. By the unien of the Academy of Arts—
our Library, aad our Museum, an excellent nu-
cleus for the proposed Association is at once in
hand. Inconclusion I have only to state thatthe
Direetors and Stock-holders of the Baltimore
Library will doubtless concur most cheerfully
in this great enterprise, and I beg leave to submit
to that effect the resolutions 1hold in my hand.

BY THE LAST SOUTHERN MAIL.
IMPORTANT FROM MEXICO.

We are indebted to the New Orleans Bulle-
tin of the 13th, for news from Mexico up to the
27th July. There had begn much fighting and
loss of life. The partizans of Bustamente were

said to be coneentrating a great force in the city,
+ while a letter from Bustamente admits that Ur-
rea and Gomes Farias were at the head of their
Infantry, and in pessession ef the city of Mexi-
co. The following are propesitions said to have
been made by Urrea and rejected by Bustamente.

Further particulars to-morrc

The following are the conditions on which
Gen. Urrea proposed to conclude an armistice,
and which President Bustamente says were inad-
missible:— P

1st. Both armies shall retire to positions with-
out the walls of the city.

2nd. 1t is deemed proper by both armies, the
Constitutional law of 1836, shall be annulled.

3d. A Convention shall be called to form a new
Constitution, which shall be in force immediate-

4th. The clection of the members to the Con-
vention shall be elected in the same manner as
deputies to Congress are eleeted.

5th. The actnal President shall form a Provi-
sional Government, he being the chief, until the
preceding articles shall be fulfilled.

6th. No person shall be molested on account
of his political opinion expressed from the year
1824 to tins date. Of course their persons, pro-
perty, and occueations, shall be inviolate.

7th. In order that the first article shall have
effect, the Government shall afford the necessary
means to both armies.
