| yyill, in the noxt place, Mr. Chairman, claim
flip attention of U;e qomnfittbp to'the testimony
given by a portion of the surviving members o|
the Petersburg (Virginia) Volunteers, who had

served under Gen. Harrison. Before, however,
I introduce this testimony, I will furnish some

evidence of its high worth and character, by
reading the discbarge given to that "patriotic
and gallantlcorps" of citizen soldiers, Ity flriga
dier fJeuerai (jass. ffesqys;

"in granting a discharge to tltis patriotic and
gallant corps, the General feels at a loss for
xyords adequately tq convey his sense of their
exalted merits. Almost exclusively composed of
lntßvidqals who had been nursed in the lap of

eqse, lljeyhave, for twelve months, Ijorne the
hardship* and pwvations of a military life, in
the midst of an inhospitable wilderness, with a
cheerfulness and alacrity which has never been
surpassed; their conduct in the field has been ex-
celled by no other corps."

Let us how see what the brave and gallant
men say :

"We, the undersigned, a portion of the surviv-
ingmembers qf the Petersburg (yirginia) Volun-
teers, now residing in Petersburg, have seen in
some public prints, with much surprise, the im-
putation of cowardice attempted to be cast upon
our old commander, Gen. W. H. H.iiißison. ?

We, as an act of sheer justice to that individual,
deem ita duty to state that, during the seige of
Fort Moigs, in the spring of 1813, we frequently
saw Gen, HARRISON placed in dangerous and pe-
rilous situations; and one day of the severel st>r
ties, (sth of May, 1813,) we as frequently saw
him coolly and deliberately encouraging his of-
ficers and men to do their duty. No coward' wc
think, could act with coolness and deliberation
tn such occasions.

"In September following, we crossed the lake
and landed on the Canada shore, a few miles
below Maiden, in which neighborhood wc ex-
pected to meet the enemy. At and after the land-
ing, on our march towards Maiden, Harrison and

Shelby were seen at the heads oftheir respective
pqnqmands, in the nclive discharge of their du-
ties. And at the Thames, in October, it was
conceded by all that Gen. Harrison's couduct
wqs brave and meritorious.

"In February or March, of the same year, the
time of service of tlie militia was about to expire,
and, had they left the army, we should h;tve been
left with but a lew volunteers and regulars, ux-

Soßcd to the combined enemy. At that time

feigs was not fortified. In this situation, the
General rallied the troops together, and address-
ed them in a feeling and patriotic manner, im-
pressing upon them the necessity of remaining
only a few days longer, at the sante time pledg-
ing himself to see them paid Irani his own pri-
vate resources (should the Government refuse to
do it) for the time they might serve after their
legal time of setvice had expired.

| ".though oqe rose from the dead,® General Har-
rison had in ids army several thousand men from
Western Pennsylvania. Many of them are Mow
residing illmy district, men as bold and brave as
ever breathed the "breath ,of life," and if thy
gentleman dared to tell
Harrison a jputticoat 4iero," lie would very
quicklyhive his mouth stopped. Indeed, I never
in my life saw a man who had fought under Har-
rison that was not his %varm feienu. But stay, 1
almost take tfiaA rack; I did hear once of six
men in the'county of Fayette, in Pennsylvania,
who had'beeh in his army! and yet were violent-
ly opposed to'his ejecfjqn; 'hut, oil inquiry, it
turned qtfe Riqt the whole six had been deserters
and notorious scamps, insomuch that the Gene-
ral had printed a handbill offering a reward for
the apprehension of every (hem, These
men who deserted the stars and stripes of their
country are tlie only political deserters, I ever
heard of, from the Harrison standard.

But now let us look a little at the cj, jlquali-
fications and service' oj Gen. Harrison, for he is
sti'l Uftuo distinguished forlds Capacity and eon-
duet ih the efvil offices he has filled than for hisqualifications as a military chieftp.;n. As the
Governor of the Nortbweitv.n Territory, which
then embraced a region of country that lias since
formed five States ofthis Union, qqd afterwards
as Governor of the Stqto of Indiana, he won for
hiiy.seK the iUustrious title of the "Father of the
Western Country." As a member, both of this
House and of the Senate, and not less when
Minister ta the Republic of Columbia, be con-
ducted himself in a manner to lecqre hfe o,\yn re-
putation, and to reflect bcni upon his country.??'

In every situation the polar star that governed
all his actions was the love of justice. When he
was a member of Congress, and a bill wqs qp to
increase the pay of its members, lyfrefused his
vote to take up this lull until justice had been
done ty, the men who had been bis companions
in arms, by passing that pension hill qf whfeh he
was the earnest, ardent,'inflexible, persevering
advocate, He refused to do justice to himself
till he had seen justice done to the old heroes
who had fought for the national liberty. Who-
ever wishes to form a correct opinion pi ytgard
to ibis portion of the life of fqo*l. Harrison, ai>d
to peruso a coiqpeudinin of tlie speeches be de-
livered, and tlie principles he advocated in this
and in the other House, has only tq consult a
series of editorial articles, fyhfehfe'ere prepared
by Mr. Gale?, the editor of the Intelligencer,
where they will see, as in a picture, the honest,
manly, patriotic, feeling character of the venera-
ted hero whom the People of the West so enthu-
siastically admire, A'O" m!>" consider what
was th| weight qf responsibility imposed on Gen-
Harrison when lie was appointed Cumiuatider-iii-
chief over the whole Northwestern Territory,
by President Midfeet whose election Mr.
Van Buren so zealously opposed. Hear what
the Secretary of War, by direction of tlie Presi-
dent, wrote to him on that occasion: "You will
"command such means as may be practicable,
"exercise YOUR OWN discretion, and act in
"all cases according to YOUR OWN judg-
ment."

Here is cartt blanche unlimited ?discretionary
power over the whole West; the country and its
interests were placed at his disposal. Such was
the confidence reposed in him bv James
Subsequently, Mr. Monroe, acting Secretary of
War, wrote (ieneral Harrison jnrelation to the
invasfn of Udper Canada aa follows:

"No person can be so competent to that deci-
sion as yourself, and the President has great
oonfidence in the solidity of the opinion you may
form. He wishes you to Weigh maturely this
important subject, and take that part which your
judgment may dictate."

Such an amount of power was never entrust-
ed to any other officer ot this Government. And
did Harrison betray the trust? Did he basely
violate this confidence of the Chief Magistrate ?

No. Never; never in a single instance.
Do you know how it was that this same man

acquired, insa eminent a degree, the affections
and love of the officers and soldiers in the army?
He himself has disclosed th# secret in four lines:

"Bytreating them with affection and kind-
ness; hv always rec.cdleating thgt they were fel-
low-citizens, whose feelings I was bound to re-
spect, and by sharing, on every occasion, the
hardships which they were obliged to undergo."

"Wo cannot forbear acknowledging a'debt of

fralitude of long standing, and yet due to (Jen.
larrison, for his kind and personal attention to

In addition to all the testimonials I have here
enumerated?testimonials from friends and from
foes, some of whom havo since gone to their
rest?l will now present the committee a few
others, same of whom have never Been extensive-
ly before the public. In September, 1836, there
was a convention of the citizens of Western
Pennsylvania held at Pittsburgh. A committee,
consisting of officers who had served nearest the
person of Gen. Harrison ir\ the Northwestern
army, during the lftto war, was appointed to
"report to, th*convention their personal know-
leitgc of hi*courage and ability us a command-
erP At the head of that, committee stood Col.
John B. Alexander, a brave and gallant officer,
who was equally distinguished for his legal and
scientific attainments as for his accurate and in]
timate acquaintance with military science and
the art of war. With him were associated Gen.
Joseph Markle, Major Reeves, Colonel Daily,
tnd Dr. McGheehan, all gentlemen of admitted
gallantry, intelligence, and high character. And
now, sir, let me read you a short extract from
he report of that committee)

"That they served as officers in the North-
western army, under the command of Gen. Har-
rison, in the campaign of IKl2?'l3. They have
had many opportunities to observe the character
and tendency of his orders and arrangements,
and were witnesses of the obstacles presented
by an extensive wilderness and dreary swamps
to the transportation of the materiel of the army
and the accomplishment of his views. Yet his
industry and perseverence overcqrap these diffi-
culties.

were prepared to return hofne, our six luonths'
tour of dufy-expired; 'but,' b'y your solicitations
in a letter addressed to General Crooks, and that
of the Staf'e pJoverpment of which we arc citi-
zens, together with tlie impending dangers that
threatened all around by our hostile foes, we
again engaged ourselves in the service of. the
United States for the fifteen days past, and to-
morrow we expect again to be discharged from
the service, the danger threatened appearing
principally to have abated. Reinforcements
paving arrived, and the nreparattoha much In-
creased,- we shall retire irom the field with pe-
culiar satisfaction, asking of Heaven its protec-
tion for you, your army, anfl our ehuntry; trust-
ing tlfql oqV weqtefn enemies will fie taught a
lesson of submission net to te forgotten, and that
tlie inhabitants of otir Western frontier will
qgailllenjoy the peaceful pleasures oj tlif.llhomes.

These gentlemen were alike distinguished for
patriotism, heroism, and all the sterling virtues.
One of tliera, Major Orr, some years after the
termination of the war, had tlie honor of a seat
on this floor.

But Martin Van Buren's official organ still
vouches that General Harrison is a "coward,'" a
"granny," and a "petticoat hero."

Major Willoek, of Pittsburg, has borne wit-
ness to the bravery and courage of Gen. Harri-
son. "He had been preseuton the field of battle
when British balls were flying thick around
the head of Harrison, and tlie qld hero never
blanched or quailed in that hour of peril."

John D. Davis, Fdsq. of Pittsburgh, testifies
that lie was ah "eyewitness jo the sepvices of
Gen. Harrisqn on tlie field of battle?to his cour-
age, humanity, and devotion to tl;e interests of
tlie troops during some of the most tryingscenes
of the last war, and that his conduct towards
his suffering soldiers was that of a lather in Ins
family."

Mr. John W. Lynch, of Pittsburgh, testifies
"that on the field of battle and in the army, no
man ever questioned the courage and benevo-
lence of Gen. Harrison."

Major Willock, John D. Davis, Esq. and Mr.
Lynch, are brave and patriotic citizens, and had
served in the Northwestern army under General
Harrison.

Yet Martin Van Buren's "official organ" de-
nounces Gen. Harrison as a "coward," a "gran-
ny," and a "petticoat hero,"

Mr. Pollock, ol' Muskingum county, Ohio, in
a recent debate in the House of Representative*
of that State, speaking relative to the battle of
Fort Meigs, said:

"I was in the battle. I saw a cannon ball
strike within two feet of Gen. Harrison, during
that light. I was there, I saw bomb shells and
chain shot flying thick around hint. Horses were
shot down under him. I saw Gen. Harrison there,
and he was In the hottest of the light; and where
balls flew the thickest, and where steel met steel
the fiercest, there you would find Gen. Harrison.
I speak what I know my eyes have seen. Gen.
Harrison is not a Coward; and those who call
him a cowaid, knew nothing of hint. He was a

brave, prudent, and fearless general. He took
the right course during the last war; he acted a
noble part, and his country has honored him for
it. Ask tlie soldiers who fought by ins side,
whose hearts aeie cheered by bis valor, and who
were led to triumph and to victory Jby his cour-
age, and bravery, and skill, if Geo. Harrison
was a toward; and they, sir, will tell you NO!

But Martin Van Buren's "official organ" still
hesitates not to proclaim Gen. Harrison a "cow-
aid," a "granny," and a "petticoat hero."

Gen. Tipton, late of tlie U. S- Senate, from
the State of Indiana, who had served as an en-
,sign inthe battle of Tippecanoe, testifies in re-
gard to Gcu. Harrison's courage and behavior in
that engagement, inthe following manner:

"I think him as brave a man as ever lived?-
no man could liave behaved with more true
courage than he did. While tlie engagement
was hottest, and when the bullets flew thickest,
he was to be seen speaking in his ordinary tone,
and giving commands with the greatest preci-
sion. 'The company to which I belonged,' said
General Tipton, 'went into aetion eighty strong,
and only twenty survived. Tlie firing upon us
was most tremendous. After the General had
made his arrangements for repelling the attack
of tlie Indians at either point, lie rode up to
where I was, and made the following inquiries:
'Where's your Captain? 5 'He is dead, sir.'?
'Where is the first or second Lieutenant?' 'They
arc both dead,' was the reply. 'Well, where is
the Ensign," 'He stands before you, General.'
'Well, my brave fellow,' said Harrison, 'hold
your ground for live minutes longer, and all will
be safe.'" In fifteen minutes the enemy was
repulsed on all sides; Tipton gallantly led on
his few remaining comrades to the charge, and
victory perched upon the American banner.

"As an evidence of Harrison's coolness in the
midst of fiangcr; General Tipton stated that, at
the moment tlie conversation ended betwen bim-
sell and General Harrison, and as the liorse on
which was mounted his aid, tlie late General
Taylor, of Indiana, was in the act of turning, a
rifle ball pierced him through the body, and
brought him to the ground, catching his rider's
leg under hiin. It was a favorite black horse of
the General's, and lie exclaimed, 'Ah! is my ggl-
lant old black gone! Well, rfep and mount again,
for we have nq time tq mourn fee loss of a lmrse
when so many brave ones are exposed to a simi-
lar fate'?and, having remounted his aid, he
dashed into the midst of flic danger, Ip q few
minutes the battle was oyey."

Notwithstanding fee statement of Gen. Tip-
top, Martin Yap Buren's "official organ" con-
tinues to connect the name of General Harrison
with"coward," "granny," and "petticoat hero."

Mr. Will, of Ross county, Ohio, in relation la
the battle of the Miami Rapids, states ae fedfows:

Tlie
blood Was then gushing out of my shoes. I in-
formed him of my situation, and he rushed on
into the worst dangers of the figlfi. jaqme de-
nounce him as a ciiwaftl.' ft is q figse sfander
upon a good anq a_braye map. ' 1 knqw and feel
tyhat I Rm'saying!" He was a brave mail, ami a
better officer J never saw."

Joseph Loranger, a respectable citizen of
Monroe, Michigan, jjivc; his jfAlimony' Wfa'vor
as follows;

'idle feilotving extracts of a letter from the
hero of Broxenstown, Gen. James Miller, affiird
additional evidence of tlie "bravery, skill, and
judgment" of Gen. Harrison. At the time of
the battle of Tippecanoe, Gen. Miller vvas at
Fort Harrison, about seventy miles up the Wa-
bash. Ife says:?

"Altliough'l was not in tl;e battle, stilt I took
great interest in it) had much conversation with
all tlie officers on their return, and made every
inquiry 1 could think of respecting their move-
ments and encampments, the attack aqd defence,
and the operations of fifehMtie throughout; and
I made up my mind, unhesitatingly, that tlie
campaign had been conducted with great brave-
ry, skill, and judgment, and that nothing was
left undone that could be done, consistently with
the General's express orders hum the War De-
partment, which' I saw and read. Nor have I
ever known or hcaidof any act of his which has,
in tlie least degree, altered tlie opinion J fken
formed of liiat,. 1 will aflfl, thai it I ever had
any military skill, ( qm more indebted for it to
Gen. Hqrrjson than to any other man."
- "In those days I neyer heard tliaf. Cjeip Harri-

son was a covvard, or wore petticoats."
"To conclude, 1 lively express my opinion, af-

ter following him through all his civil and mili-
tary carter, after livingwith hint in life family
more than six months, that Gen. Will,am Henry
Harrison is as free from stain or blemish as it
falls to the lot of man to be."

This is the testimony of as brave an officer as
ever wielded a sword; of the officer who, at the
battle of Lundy's Lane, gqyg t|;e memorable re-
ply, try," to Oen. Brown, wlicii the latter
inquired, if Millercould dislodge the British ar-
tillery from their commandingposition, and forth-
with accomplished his purpose by the aid of his
favorite weapon, the bayonet,

And yet Martin Van Buren's "official organ"
calls Harrison a "coward," a "granny," and a
"petticoat hero."

The followinggeneral, field, and staff officers
of the Northwestern Army, gave to the world
their testimonial in writing, in which they ex-
press their surprise and regret "that charges as
improper in form as in substance" have been
made against Gen. Harrison. And they conclude
by statmg that, "with a ready acquiescence,
beyond the mere claim of military duty, we are
prepared to obey a General whose measures meet
our most deliberate approbation, and merits
that qf his country."

General Harrison possessed the confidence and
approbation of every Presideut of the Uaited
States, from George Washington down to the
election of General Jackson.

In 1791, when 13 years of age, he was ap-
pointed by Washington an ensign in our army.

Shelby and Gen. Cass, concluded the celebrated
treaty of Greenville.

In 1815, he was again appointed such com-
missioner, with Gen. McArtbur and Mr. Gra-
ham, and negotiate'd a treaty at Detroit..

In 1816, he was elected a member of Con-
gress.

In January, 1818, he introduced a resolution
in honor of Kosciusko, and supported it in one of
the most feeliug, and classical, and eloquent
speeches ever delivered in the House oT Repre-
sentatives.

In 1819, he was elected a member ol the Ohio
Senate

In 1834, he was elected Senator in Congress,
and was appointed in 1825, Chairman of the
Military Committee, in place of (sen. Jackson,
who had resigned.

In 1827, he was appointed Minister to Colum-
bia, and in 1829 wrote his immortal letter to
Bolivar, the deliverer of 8011 th America.

These, sir, are some of the public stations
which General Harrison has tilled with so much
honor to his own character and with so great ad-
vantage to his country-
