THE FRUITS OF FAVORITISM AND CORRUPTION!!

We have, on several occasions, identified Mr.
Poinsett’s plan, with the “BLOODY BILLY of
General Jackson. We did not then expect that
the reality would have been so soon enacted; that
the Governor of a petty province, himself, the
creature of corruption, the spawn of execu-
tive favoriteism, weuld so soon demonstrate the
truth of all our objections to that fatal measure.
By reference to the extraordinary news from
Florida, it will be seen that at the very time
that the Indians were murdering our citizens
and desolating an entire settlement, Goverror
Reed, the chosen instrument of executive cor-
ruption in Florida, was perpetrating the most
daring outrage that has ever disgraced the histo-

illustration of the extent to which the corrupt
use of patronage may be driven than this—there
can be no outrage on the laws calling for more
exemplary punishment. Its enormity is so great
that we are astounded, and cannot realise its
truth. Itis only by looking back tothe fatal con-
sequences of military usurpation in the past his-
tery of other governments, that we approacha
fair estimate of the character of this transac-
tion. It has no parallel in the history of our
own country. The quartering of troops in the
city of Boston, which led to our glorious Revo-
Jution, had the pretence of law. It was to main-
tain the will of Parliament—but here, after
spending millions upon millions of dollars, and
enriching favorites with the public plunder, at a
rate which was never before known in a con-
queredprovince, to consummate the measure of

PP , the Presid dismissed from office
Goyv. Call, and, in violation of the will of the
people, appointed Gov. Reed, having no sin-
gle recommendation for the office, but that he
was a favorite—a favorite, and willing to im-
itate his master, and do his bidding.

Hence, instead of urging upon Congress
measnres to terminate the war, that body was
permitted to adjourn without appropriations, and
Mr. Poinsett, of his ewn authority, undertook to
organize one thousand militia, not, as it would
seem, for the defence of the injured people of
Florida, but as a political corps, and to protect
the executive favorite in his usurpation and cor-

ruption.

‘We recur again to the extraordinary specta-
cle. By recurrence to dates it will be seen that
the troops were called in from the frontier en
the 5th, and that on the night of the sixth, the
massacre was perpetrated. But we recur to this
coincidence, only by way of illustration—only by
way of demonstrating in more striking colors, the
manner in which Mr. Van Buren administers the
law: we would call public attention also to the
fact that when the citizens of Florida remen-
strated against an outrage, which, under almost

any other government, and among almost any
other people, would have led to a bloody civil
war, this deputy of the petty tyrant at Wash-
ington, sneeringly tells them that he knows his

ster, that he is responsible to Mr. Van Buren
and not to them, for the manner in which he ex-
ercises the power placed in his hands.

Gov. Reed knew his man. He knew that
Mr. Van Buren appointed him as a partisan, and
expected him to actasa partisan. Hence, no
sooner did he ascertain that the people had ap-
pealed to the President, than he despatched Mr.

ST FRUITS OF A STANDING ARMY.
Martial Law in Tallahassee, Fiorida.

The Tallahassee Star of the 11th, gives the d(
tails of a most extraordinary procecding, which
came off in that town during the present month,
to wit: the assembling by the Governor, of a
number of hired Soldiery in the strects of
Tallahassoe to overawe the citizens, under the
pretext of preserving the publie peace. e

The details are voluminous; but we subjoin
the material points. :

At a Loco-foco meeting in the vi sinity  of
Tallahassee, a resolution was adopted, declar-
ing that the Whigs of Florida had fo med a
union with the Abolitionists of the North.
Some two or three Whigs called upon the editor
of the paper, in which the resolution was pub-

After this cavalier (treat-
ment, the Committee wrote a note to his Excel-
lency, with the view of obtaining his reasens in
writing. The following is his response:
TALLAHASSEE, 4th Aug. 1840.

Gentlemen:—Understanding that yan desire a
reply in writing to your application of this after-
noon, I have to inform you, that although I do
not admit your right to question me about the
employment of the militia, of which I am Chief
Magistrate, yet my Republican prineipics for:
bid me to refuse an answer to amy application
from my fellow-citizens.

[ state then, to you, that the publie peace was
yesterday in repeated instances violated; that
there are thase in this community who seem to
consider the pistol and the howicknife 35 the
laws of the land; and that I am determined, as
Governor of Florida, to assert the supremacy of
the laws. i

The Volunteers are in Tallahassee, therefore,
not to viglate the public peace, but to protect it.

This pretext of preserving the public peace, is

{ pronounced false by the Tallahassee Star and a
Commitige of the mgst respectable citizens of the
town. But let this pass. * The Goveinoys letter
produced great dissatisfaction. The public meet-
ing adjourned to next day; each§man, however,
determined, that the hired soldiery of the Govern-
ment shonld naot be quartered upon them, in vio-
lation of the Constitution and of their rights as
freeman. {nthe meantime, several of the most
respectable citizens had been arrcsted by the
Sentinels, and the whole town was subjected to
military rule. It was reported that the Iroops
had dismounted an old 4th of July cannon, which,
which kelonged to the town.  This increased the
excitement, the people werg aiqueed, ““Some
hundreds (says the Star) collected together; the
drums were beat; arms were collected; the can-
non was remounted angd charged to the muzzle,
and for a short time matters wore a very beliige-
rent aspect. But better counsels prevailed—in-
stead of making war at once on the seldiers, the
citizens ap) inted a committee. ‘The soldiers
should leave town—that was a matter deteymin-
ed on. They might go peacebly and quietly if
they would—but they should go 'speed;]iy
Another committee was accordingly named, at
the head of which yas that old triendof the
People, Ex-Governor W. P. Duyal]l, They
were requested to call on the Governar the next
morning, and insist upon the instant removal of
the troops. The people again dispersed to their
homes.

«The excitement was kept alive the next morn-
ing, by the bearing of some of the officers in
command of the troops, towards the citizens.—
Major Blackburn swaggered and blustered in
every crowd he passed, menaced the citizens,
and actually drew his bowie knijfe as it appear-
ed, on a most peaceable and respectakle citizen,
who was unarmed. This, however, he after-
wards explained, by saying he was only shifting
its position, Two additional companies also ar-
rived in town at an early hour,

“At the time designated, the committee apsem-
bled and proceeded to the consideration of the
subject entrusted to them, Affidavits were ta-
taken of the outrages which had been commit-
ted against the citizens, and a letter was penned
to the Governor,

“«In the mean time the Town Council had
convened, and a committee from that body had
been directed to wait on his Excellency, and to
represent the excited state of public feeling; the
pressing danger of immediate collision,and glood-
shed,if the troops should longer remain, to
request their x;Pcedy removal. To this the Go-
vernor had finally consented; and when the
committee of the citizens arnved, they were
Frntiﬁcd with the informasion, that the orders
lad been glven, and that the soldiers were
already on their march beyond the limits of the
city !”

This is in truth a most extraordinary aflair,
It is the first instance since King George’s Red
Jackets were driven out, that hired soldiers were
resorted to, to supp a quarrel b two
individuals and discharge the ordinary functions
of the law. In itself and its results, it is a mat-
ter of very frivial moment. But as a.sign of
coming events, it is well calculated to make a
deep impression upon the public mind, An ap-

These depositions preve,
that an armed force, now in the service of the
United States, have been called to Tallahassee,
and, 23 you avow by yeur arder, “tq maintain
the supremacy of the laws.”

The citizens of this place have met to inquire
into the causes that have induced your Excellen-
ey to call into our city a military force, (that had
been provided for the defence of citizens on the
fronticr,) and ajter due exawmination ywe haye not
been able to hear of u'ny disorder ar violation of
the peace, excopt some angry words that passed
between two of our citizens a day or two since,
and which has passed away without any vio-
lence. We can assure your Excellency that the
“itizens of Talla ee will maintain t!e peace
and order of the cify, that any legal proc:ss that
may he issued will be enforced, and we i y
Lo every individual citigen prateetien gnd secu-
rity. T your excellency knows of any
iu which resistance has been offered to the exe-
cution of any process issued by a Ju or magis-
| trate of the city or county, the citizens kave not
héen apprized of it, nor have they 1 callgd an
to sustain the civil authority.” It is unusual, nor
do we know of any instance since the adop-
tion of the Federal Constitution, when any Ex-
ecutiyve called in a military force to preserve the
peace and order of a commmity where no actual
violenee has heen committed; and eyen ‘when
actual viclence has aceyrred the mili!nry arm is
never resorted to until the civil authority has
been called upon and aftertrial found ineffectual.

We consider the introduction of an armed foree
under your orders into our city, as a violation of
the Constitution af the United States; subver-
sive of the liberty of our eitizens, at home and
abroad. Your excellency has been pleased to
state in your letter of 4th inst. “that the public
lpcare was yesterday in repeated instances vio-
ated;” we presume your excellency has net
made this statement on your own knowledge but
on such information as you have received. We
eall for proof of these repeatad instances of our
violated laws which are charged to have occur-
red here on the 3d inst. 'We assure your Excel-
lency you have been imposed on by the fears of
some timid persons, or seme whose malice or de-
¢ is anly to traduce onr fellow citizens; except
some hasty and passionate words that ui the 3d
inst, passed between some of owr citizens, we
know of nothing else that could have brought
an armed force mn our city. We know of no at.
tempt at violence on the part of anyof our citi-
zens, but your own officer, Major Elias E. Black-
burn, on thisday,Aug. 5th, attempted, by show-
ing his bowie knife, and by an insylting and me-
nacing manner, and language, to intimidate our
citizens,

If our peaceable citizens are to be arrested
by the soldiers under your orders, in the streets,
while pursuing their ordinary business, or seek-
ing social intercourse with each other; if they are
to be threatened by armed sentinels if they do
net stap; il aur citizens are like eriminals to be
condneted before the officer of your guard before
they are Fermitted to go about thewr own busi-
ness; if they are not permitted to see you and
learn the cause of their arrest, we are indeed
under a military despotism unknown hitherto,
in the United States. Sir, we protest, on the

art of our citizens, against this exercise of mil-
itary force over them. We claim all the rights
of citizenship, and these rights our duty as free-
men will compel us to maintain and defend from
all insult and violence, come from what quarter
it may.

You, sir, are as safe in this city as you would
bein Washington under the immediate protec-
tion of the President of the United States, and
we pledge ourselves that yourself and family and
friends require not protection from the mi{imry
force under your command from any other enemy
but the savage foe of our country. ~Entertaining
these opinions, and confident they are those of
our fellow citizens, we respectfully request that
the military now in this city may be sent to the
frontier to protect our fellow citizens who are in
actual danger, and where their services are ne-
cessary. is course we hope {ou will approve,
and af once remove from our city the only rea
canse that can produce serious disorder and
violence.

Eprror: Under the above heading, my
attention was yesterday called to an article in
the Patriot of Monday last, stating that scv
prisoners had been liberated from the Stute Pri
son, by Executive Interposition, and makinyg
public the names of said prisoners. My surprise
at the inconsiderateness of such an announce-

| ment, was mingled with regret, that the unfortu-

nate individuals who had for many years been
made the subjects of penal inflietion, and who,
from the opervation of considerations not to be
disregarded, had but just obtained an extension
to them of Executive mercy, should thus have
had meted out to them a most ecruel measure of
additional punishment—a punishment wunjust in
itself, because the requirements of law had been
satisfied, or arrestec constitutionally provided
for—and unlimited in its duration, if, as is too
generally the case, the publie should be governed
by cold-hearted calculation, and refuse to them
that emplo 1t essontial to their obtaining an
honest existence,

That prison systema which has received the
commendation of the most enlightened men of
all nations, ineulcates a perfect seclusion of con-
viets, from the moment the law pronounces them
such, and as consequences flowing {rom this, a for-
getfulness of them on the part of the public, and
a non-recognition of them when they are again
rgstored to society.
