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THE GALLED JADE WINCES.
The desperation of the party in power may be

seen by the tone of the official articles in the

Globe, as well as by the activity with which the
President and Vice President have entered into

the political canvass. For the first time since
the establishment of this government, do we sec

the President of the United States, as busy in

electioneering for bis high office, as il lie were

a constable, canvassing for a township appoint-
ment; and Mr. Kendall announces the princi-
ple that the Chief Magistrate should place him-

self at the corners of the streets, and solicit the

suffrages of the people!!

pledge after pledge are given to the public, with
a profusion proving beyond question that the

promises thus given are not to be fulfilled. The

Vice President of the United States was taken
un by Mr. Buchanan, exhibited to the Dutchmen
of Pennsylvania, paraded awhile in New York,
and is now handed over to the Governor of Ohio,
and is traversing that State, making speeches,
and assailing Gen. Harrison's reputation. All
this is done under the pretence of preserving the
integrity of the democratic party. The Globe,

if it is to be believed, issues its 70,000 Extras,
its affiliated presses echo its calumnies, and

the leaders of the party are every where active

in repeating them in speeches. In the midst of

such an excitement, it would be strange indeed,
if, in attempting to counteract such exertions,
there should not be occasional errors. It lias

always been our purpose to be careful that no

statement of ours should not be well sustained.
We have explored the ground, with a view to

publish the truth, and have always been ready
to correct unintentional mistakes. That our

statements have all been carefully guarded; that
what we have said has been deserving of public
confidence, may be inferred from the fact that of

all that we have said, only one single statement

has been contradicted by the Globe. That pa-

per, of Saturday last, denies that Niles Hotch-
kiss, who has been appointed to a land office in

Illinois, is the same N iles Hotclikiss who wrote

the insolent letter to Gen. Harrison, and that
the George W. < -unell, who was induced, in a

drunken frolic in Alexandria, to give in his ad.

hesien to Mr. Van Buren, is a brother of the

post master at Washington.
Acting upon the principle which has ever gov-

erned us, we hasten to correct the error into

which we have fallen. Since the Globe has re-

plied to our notice upon this subject, it is to be

hoped that Mr. Kendall will not overlook the

more serious charges which affect his own char-
acter and those of his friend, the Secretary of
State.

While we hasten to correet the error into
which we have fallen, it is due to ourselves that
we should explain how ithas happened. Miles
Hotchkiss was the name of the writer of the
Owego letter; liis name was announced as hav-

ing been appointed to tlie Land ofiice in Illinois,
and an enquiry was made many months ago
whether lie was the same person, thus appointed.
The enquiry was repeated, and it was not until

the Globe, by its silence, admitted that the writer
ofthe letter was the recipient of tlie Executive
favor, that wc assumed them to be the same per-
sons. It is upon such facts alone that the Globe
can impeach our statements ? such impeachments
are (but proofs of our general accuracy. Thus,

by its attempts to injure us, the Globe strengthens
our claim to the public confidence, because it is
the unwillingtestimony of a prejudiced witness.

Enquirer, that Mr. Forsyth is at issue with the
President, and it is even anticipated that these
two high functionaries may separate. We know-

Mr. F orsytli well, and consider him among the

most corrupt of our public men; that he would

ment, would make the blood run cold with hor-
ror. Ifthese documents can be obtained, they
will be given verbatim; but if they cannot, a

statement, more at large and in reference tothem,
will be given, with the names and circumstances,
which will establish Mr. Forsyth's guilt and
agency with this and the last Administration, so

clearly, as not to leave a shadow of doubt.

IZENS OF TALLAHASSE, TO THE
PRESIDENT OF THE U. STATES, RE-
MONSTRATING AGAINST THE CON-
DUCT OF GOV. REID.

TO MARTIN VAN BIREN,
President of the United States:

TALLAHASSEE, Fa., Aug. 10, IS4O

Sifv The Constitution of the United States

\u25a0 has placed the Government of the Territories
entwel y under the control of Congress ?and
Gongn SS lias established a form of government
for the Territory of Florida, by which all the

civil- rii-hts guaranteed by the Constitution of
the Unit ed States to the people of the several
States, trc extended and secured to the people

" of this '1 'erritory, although they have not the
sareo peditical privileges.

The art i of Congress profess to secure to our
persons aod property ample protection, but deny
us the prH ilege of electing our Executive and

Judicial oil ieers. The power of appointment
and reniova I of officers, and consequently of
control and responsibility so far as they exist, are

vested in the President of the United States,
and the officer s appointed by htm are not respon-
sible to the pc uple of Florida in any respect.

' This-state of dependence leaves the people of
i this Torritsey only the remedy of complaint and
remonstrance tc the Federal Executive, in case
of misconduct it I office OB the part of the Terri-
torial fiinetionaries, and the ultimate right of
armed resistance, which.nature gives all people,
only when their .grievances become too burden-
some to bwendur 'd, aixl their remonstrances arc
una vail iaig with the power which, should grant
relief.

Such being ocr situation, us respectfully
daimia right to call the attention* of yourEx-
acllencv to the recent conduct ofRobert Ray-
mond Iteid, Governor of this Territory- We 1
nefer .to the annexed documents, and the follow- f.
ing statements as evidence of the cature of tliat '
conduct. |

It appeals'that the Governor ha*,.in a time of
peace and quiet in our city, .when nothing had
toe erred of a more serious character' than a few
angry words between some few of our citizens
insome cause of private quarrel; withoutrailing
npon the civil authority; witliout ia-ming or ask-
ing.fdrany civil process; without any attempt
by eivil means to sustain the law.;, which in-
deed there had been no attempt tt>'violate; ex-
ercised bis military authority, and called into
the city au armed troop in the pay of tbe'Gov-
ernment of the United States; and subject to his
orders,, and stationed them about bis houses,
taking possession of the cannon o> the Capitol
square, and occupied certain of the public streets
with lines-of musketry, along whu&ino citizen
was allowed to pass withauthis leave, on pain
of being shot- Thathe at the same time sent
expresses into various sections of thin country,
to certain of our fellow citizens, smqjosedto be
attached to his person and i pplitical party, but
pursuing their peaceful avocations,.not in the j
service of: the government, and not subject to his ,
iorders, except to repel invasion or suppress in-
surrection, with orders, or iequests for them to
come armed to the city.

That when our citizens, surprise"tfcaad excited
at these unusual movemente, sent three respecta-
ble gentlemen, to inquire into the causes and
purposesot those operations, ilieyware haughti-
lyreceived, and told in reply to tiieir inquiry,
that he was not amenable fbrilus cosduct to the
People ofFlorida , but to> the President of the-
United States, from whom' he received his ap-
pointment, but condescended to sajiiftat his lift-
had been threatened, and summarily dismissec .
them without further reply.

Tltat subsequently, on tire evening of 4th daw
of August, he caused five citizens to* be arrested 5
by hie armed soldiers, who were pursuing tlieir,
way peaceably in the public streets, and no
charge was made against them then, and none
has been made since, and no other reason Is
known*for it except the will and pleasure of tl e
Gorernor.

That it was only when our peegle, justly in-
dignant and alarmed at these invasions of thon-
personal rights, this vitiation of the
and laws of the land, by the authority sent to
protect them, and peculiarly bound by his ofifce
to uphold them, had solemnly doictanined, inself-
defence, to resist forea by force,, and were pre-
paring, with becoming forbearance and modera-
tion,before any innocent blood was shed, to send
another civil and respectable deputation of oiti-
zeus to learn, if possible, the causes of these out--
rages, and to require a dismissal of the troops.?
That they were at last dismissed, as we are in-
fornisd, at the earnest solicitation of some- indi-
viuxud citizens. But the deputation appointed-
by the citizens, wishing to he fullyinformed'of

! his- purpose, deemed it them duty to main- the
communication which they had proposed, a. copy
of which is annexed thereby, and dated the sth
August, 1840, and addressed; by the committee
to the Governor. & committer, waited on. the

'Governor with thisooinmuaication, and only re-
ceived a verbal answer, tint the troops had' just
then been dismissed ; and the #nly reason as-
signed for his extraordinary conduct, was, that
the Governor had received some (anon .nons)
threatening letters, by which he had been so ex-
cited, that his repose was disturbed for several
nights. And no assurance was given against
the recurrence of similar scenes for the future.
A further communication was promised in writ-
ing, but has not yet been received. These have
been the grossest outrages npon the personal and
civil rights of citizens, ever perpetrated by any
Executive officer since the foundation of the Re-
public; and scarcely a parallel can be found in
the arbitrary conduct of the British government
in the incipient stages of the revolution; and
the conduct in the representatives of his British
Majesty, less in violation of their existing laws,
and less wanton, met with the ready and indig-
nant resistance of the people.

Our regard for the Governor's personal charac-
ter, compel us to believe that the anonymous
letters mentioned must have been a mere pretext;
as the spirit of manhood revolts at the idea that
our Govnrnor, the commander-in-chief of our
people, while war is raging around us, whose
duty it is to protect fls from the savages, who
has even new proclamations in the papers ex-
horting the people to firmness, vigilance and

courage, in protecting themselves upon the fron-
tiers, could exhibit such a degree of pusillani-
mity as to withdraw troops from those frontiers,
exposed to a real and teirifie foe, to protect him
in the bosom of a peaceable community from the
idle threats of anonymous and childish scribblers;
and could permit his sense of propriety to be so
far distorted by his fears as to induce him to ar-
rest peaceable and innocent citizens at the point
of the bayonet. In his behalf and for ourselves
we repel the imputation upon our chief magis-
trate. Common sense would have told him that
a lurking assassin could have perpetrated his fell

purpose hitherto, or might hereafter, as he could
not always remain fortified in his own honse;
and that a person entertaining such intention
would not have warned him against the blow.
And the least inquiry would have informed him,
(if his ignorance of the people he governs was
such as to render it necessary,) that the peacea-
ble citizens would have turned out to a man to
protect him from the violence of a mob, if there
had been one, for their own sake, if not for his.

Nor can we suppose Governor Reid to have
been actuated by an idea so stupid as that of re-
tablishing a permanent petty military despotism
in our Territory, and that in future, Executive
power was to be manifested, and Executive will
executed, by the sword and bayonet, and not as
hitherto by the moral influence arising from the
knowledge that a free people always stand ready
with their lives to sustain their public function-
aries in all lawful and juat acts of power.

We confess with humility and mortification,
that the only reasonable or plausible purpose
which we can conjecture for his conduct, is as
grave and portentious, as the two former have
been ludicrous and contemptible. It may not be
unknown to your Excellency, that we are di

vided here, as every free people *ust 'nV
parties, each struggling to maintain its own opi-
nions, and each doubtless for the most part equal-
lyconscientious, and anxious only for the good
of our common country, both as to territorial af-
fairs and general politics.

Governor Reid is among the leaders of one of
parties, and has manlfrrtW! jn all Ms acta,

n/fi, ial an .vell as* private, a dcsiJß' tb' promote
and sustain his party Ov every mra.in imht pow-
er. Although we should prefer that! our Gwei
nor, as he is sent to-us by the President and not
chosen by ourselves, should, as far is possible,
hold himself aloof from, and above party influ-
ence; yet we shall not complain, so long as it
does not lead him to-transcend his powers; or
urge him into acts of oppression. But iti is a re-

markable fact, that the very first attempt at'or-
ganization made by the party opposed ti'Govc-
nor Held, was made on the 3d of August; as
will be seen by a notice of a public meeting
herewith enclosed, and that tame evening, the
Governor's expresses were sent for the troops,
which arrived the next morning. This, coupled
with the fact that expresses were sent to tHe
country at the same time calling in eitizens oP
his party, (who, we are happy to say, had ton

much good sense and patriotism to come,) seem

to establish a connection more than accidental
between the two occurrences,, and to stamp that
connection with a political character. And we

are led irresistibly to the conclusion, that it was

his design to overawe and put down by a timely
exhibition of force and power, the first germs af

an opposition likely to be formidable for the first
time, because of the first timo organized, with
the hope that by this interference with peaceable
citizens in the exercise of their rights and du-
ties, the timid, wavering, and doubtful might be
deterred from opposing his measures, and that
larzc class of orderly and peaceable men, who
prefer to endure the evils of almjst any govern-
ment, to the anarchy, confusion and bloodshed
of civil war, mightremain quieseent, in prefer-
ence to joining or {establishing any party, the
influence of which might, by possibility, lead to
disastrous consequences.

Ifsuch was his purpose, we submit it to youi
Excellency to say whether it waes becoming in a

Democratic Governor. We are- fully satisfied
( the people of no State in the Union,, nor of the
'? United States, would tolerate it for a moment in
'their respective chief We have no j
[lower, and can only represent our grieramces to

, die consideration of the Federal Kxeetrtive.?
But whatever may have been i'w purpose of
Geverrc* Keid, (for-as yet he has-not thought
proper to .explain,>we are left to conjeotisre, his
conduct would liavo inevitably lei, bad not bet-

ler counsels prevailed with him at the lur-t mo-

ment, to most fatal results, and we pray Heaven
inits mr.rev to avert a similar crisis from occur-
ing inour country again , as we are well! satis-
hid, that not only the sanctity of die Governor's
psi-son would be 'n danger of Icing violated
thereby, but the lisen- of valuable citizens be put
iu jeopardy. I conclusion, we assure your Ex-
cellency. that our citizens generally entertain no
personal.hostility te Governor Revl,' and if eon-
fined . to his legitimate powers, his- political feel-
ings would be a matter of utter indifference to
us, as tliat of such a functionary could poseibly
be. We heard, atbte ,hUne of bio appointment,
that he was selected as- a civilian,, whose duty
ltnvuult be to be peaceful himself, but to co-
operate with the army. As far as tilt enemy is

;organ, has published sundry letters ©1 Col. CKO-
(iHAN,being: one side of a correspondence which
it appears took place between that officer and
General HARRISON, in the years ISIS and ISIS.
The purpose of this publication is of course toi
make, it appear to the public that Col. CROGHAN
bears testimony, in some way or other, to the dis-

credit o£ his ancient commander. Tne actual
opinion of Col. C. on that subject is matter ol

history. To show what sort of testimony the
gallant Colonel has borne on this subject, when
General Harrison's military conduct was called
in question, we copy from Niles's Register, vol.

letter from Col. (then Major) Croghan:?Na-
tional Intelligencer.

From the Scioto Gazette.
LOWER SANDUSKY, Aug. 27, 1813.

Extract of a letter from Major CROGHAN to his
friend at Seneeatown.

"I have with much regret seen, in some of the
public prints, such misrepresentations respecting
my refusal to evacuate this post, as are calculat-
ed not only to injure me in the estimation of mi-
litary men, but also to excite unfavorable im-
pressions as to the propriety of Gen. HARRISON'S
conduct relative to this affair.

"His character as a military man is too well
established to need my approbation or support.
But his publis services entitle him at least to com-
mon justice?this affair does not furnish causes
of reproach. Ifpublic opinion has been hastily
misled respecting his late conduct, it will require
but a moment's cool, dispassionate reflection to
convince them of its propriety.
