A host of philanthropists are marshalled to
claim for India the liberty to work—for, it seems
an oppressive land-tax grinds them to the dust.
Yet notwithstanding this, the prises are as stated
above. It is whispered also that several capi-
talists are embarking largely in the cotton trade
in the East Indies The fust ship that enters a
British harbor, freighted with the result of such
investments, bears with her the death warrant
of slavery in the United States.”

“They tell us of Eastern magic, which chang-
ed gold into slate stones in your very hand.—
Perphaps we can unseal from their imprison-
ment seme of those genii of the East, hike the
fisherman in the fairy tale, and before their

«]t is not only the abolitionists who arc anx-
jous in regard to India at present. English states-
men here and in the East, are aware that oppres-
sion has driven her iron so deep into starved and
plundered Hindostan, that there may be reaction
any moment. One of the Governors observed,
he should not be surprised ‘“to wake any morning,
and find the bubble burst,” and I heard Sir Rob-
ert Peel assert, in the House of Commons, that
the state of India was such as to authorize an in-
crease of the military force.

It is to the industry, the economy and peaceful
pelicy of America, and notto the government of
Russia, that eur statesmen and politicians, of
whatever creed, ought to direct their anxious
study; for 1t is by these, and not by the efforts of
barbarian force, that the Vow-:r and greatness of
England are in danger of being sup.vrucdcd: yes,
by the successful rivalry of America, shall we
in all probability, be placed second in the ranl.( of
nations.” (See England, Ireland and Jimerica,
by a JManchester Manufacturer. London,
1835.)

In corroboration of this, we find that the late
Banker’s circular admits that the manufactures
of this country can be motr taken to England
and sold at a profit at English prices!

From the Banker’s Circwlar, London, June 26.

There are, however, other circumstances aris-
g out of the perplexed monetary affairs of the
United States, which the British manufacture-s
should consider, however disagreeabie it may be
to us to be the means of calling their attention
to them. The price of manugcluring labor in
the United States has fallen, we believe, more
than one-third from the scale of 1836-7. One
consequence of this is to reduce the cost of pro-
duction, for capitalists lower profits on stock.

We are credibly informed that some kind of
cotton goods manufactured in the northerm
States of the Republic can be brought to Eng-
laad, pay the import duly, and other charges,
and be sold in the Manchester market at ten
per cent. ~~i  the present low prices of similar
g00ds 7a.. in ancashire. From the same au-
therity, we leara that hatchets made in the U.
States can be sold in Birmingham so as to poy
amuch higher profit to the imponrters, than the
“piece-goods” from the same country would af-
 ford when sold in Manchester. We have heard
of nothing which threatens to trench upon the |
woollen and worsted, silk, pottery, linen,and
hosiery branches of British manufactures; but
the foregoing facts we consider to be ominous
and untoward indications of forthcoming rivalry
which cannot fail, in the course of a brief space
of time, to affect some of the most fleurishing of
our manufacturing interests.

We beliecve that after every period of severe
pressure, the factories of the United States will
get into activity and afford remunerative profits
to their owners much earlier than those of Eng-
land, because wages have not, in the former
country, been pressed down to the lowest state
compatible with human sustenance, and will
yield to the pressure promptly; and because the
prices of food are extiemely low and are likely
to continue so for years to come.

Let us pause for a moment and think on these
facts. Do they not give a selution of all that
we see in the policy of England, relative tothe
slaye trade? Who can believe, that those who
compel their East India subjects to labor for fwo
pence per day, who buy East India cotton at
three pence, while American cotton costs nine
pence, are governed by benevolence and love for
the poor African?

In the Senate, Sam’L
HansoN, Esq., Senator from the 38th District,
was elected Speaker without opposition. JaMES
STONESTREET was elected clerk, without oppo-
sition. For the office of Sergeant-at-Arms, JNo.
MaynaLn and Wy, CampeELL were placed in
nomination and the hallot resulted in the elec-
tion of Mr. Mayhall—for Mayhall 21, for Camp-
bell, 9. Mr. BANks was re-elected Door Keeper
without (7§?)s.~'iliun.

In the House of Representatives, CHARLES S.
MoRreHEAD, Representative from the county of
Franklin, was elected Speaker without opposi-
tion. Tuomas J. HELM was re-elected Clerk,
and Josern GRaY, Sergeant-at-Arms, both with-
out opposition.

The execution of this duty by the First Audi-
tor of the Treasury, upon whom the law devolv-
ed it, was officially required by me soon after the
committee, to whom the subject was referred,
reported that no further legislation was neces-
sary.

Those who recollect our warning voice, will
remember that, as far back as 1832, when Mr.
Ritchie pronounced slavery to be the greatest
curse that afflicts this country, and spoke in
terms of commendation of the efforts of these
British philanthropists, we warned you that the
abelition of slavery in the British West India
Islands was the result of British avarice, and
not, as they asserted, of British philanthropy.

Now mark the facts. In the British West
Indiesthere was a population of 800,000 slaves—
in the British East Indies there is a population
of ONE HUNDRED MILLION of subjects. These sub-
jects, as it will be seen by Mr. Philip’s letter,

work for less than two-pence per day—hence
while cotton raised by slave labor costs in Liver-
pool nine-pence, cotton raised by these subjects
cost but three-pence per pound, and while sugar,
raised by slave labor in the West Indies costs
forty-two pounds sterling per ton, while sugar
raised by these East India subjects costs but
cighteen pounds sterling per ton!!!

But the most striking fact in this question re-
mains yet to bestated. Great Britian had a debt
of $4,000,000,000, and the interest alone is equal
to an anpual tax of $120,000,000. In addition
to this she has her corn laws, to support her no-
bility—her tythes, lo support her elergy, and her
pensions, her standing army, her navy, and her
expensive government, to say nothing of her
poor laws. How is she to keep up such a sys-
tem? Looking into her condition, and reasoning
on her resources, we long since foresaw that her
only means of preserving her ecxistence as a na-
tion, was to extend her colonial system, and
compel her CONQUERED subjects to consume her
manufactures, at a price that would enable her
people at home to pay these taxes. Thus, say
that a manufacturer pays, in the shape of taxes,
including excise, customs, tythes, poor rates and
wages, one hundred th d doil 1l that
hehas to do is to add that sum to the cost of his
manufactures, and put a profit on the taxes as
a part of the costof production. It is apparent
that all that 1s wanting under such a sytem is

taxes. The West India interest had a monopoly
of the colonial trade, and hence it was necessary
to indemnify that interest before the trade of th,
East Indies was thrown open to British enterprise
and slavery was abolished at a charge of §500,-
000,000; or, in other words, the people of Great
Britain had given a monopoly of the colonia
trade to the owners of 800,000 slaves in the West
Indies, and they gave them $500,000,000 for the
privilege of sending their manufactures to 100,.
000,900 of subjects in the East Indies, who could
not only consume so much more of these manu-
factures, but who, working for two-pence per
day, could pay them in sugar at £18 per ton, for
which they gave the West India planter £42;and
in cotton at three pence per pound, for which
they had given the American planter nine pence
per pound.

These are facts which the writer of this foresaw
many years ago, and which he has labored again
and again to explain to his readers. They are
facts having an important bearing on the present
policy of our government, and which should be
engraven on the minds of every voter. We are
at this moment, struggling for the first place in
the rank of nations; and our prosperity depends
upon fostering that system of credit which bas
enabled us to drive England to make war upon
China, and compels her to look now to her Asiatic
bjects as the of the products of her
manufacturing mndustry. We will follow up the
subject.

It is a matter of regret, nodoubt, with you, as
it is unquestionably with me, that the omission,
by the last Legislature, to re-enact the law of
1836, “prescribing the mode of choosing elec-
tors to vote for President and Vice President,”
has made this extra session of the Legislature
lleussar}‘.

When it is remembered that the attention of
the members of the last General Assembly was
‘aiensely fixed, and their labors unremittingly
devoted to many exciting questions of State and
National policy, it is not the part of justice to
censure any one for the omission. ey, like
myself, no doubt believed the law of 1836 was
in full force.

The Legislature having met for a special ob-
ject, and so near the period at which my official
connection “vith the government of the State
will tertminate, I have not felt myself at liberty
to call your attention to other subjects of gene-
ral interest, or to trouble you with a statement
of the fiscal condition of the Commonwealth,
and the progress of her public works during the
present year.
