Accordingly appli-
sation was made for his removal; the Secretary
of War, however, ordered that an Army assist-
ant Surgeon should be sent to that place, and the
Reverend Doctor was relieved; he continued,
however, to perform his duties as a Minister of
the Gospel every Sabbath during the winter, and
some of the Party, in the spring past, fearing
that he was still employed, again applied for his
removal, and the application, we learn, went
through the President and Secretary of War,
to the Surgeon General. The latter informed
them that Dr. Roberts had been relieved by an
Army Surgeon six m-nths before. This worthy
man has performed the duties of Chaplain at
Fort McHenry for the last twelve years GRA-
rurrovsLy, and, in consequence of the ab-
sence of the regular Surgeon, was employed to
attend as Surgeon, and performed his duties al-
ways to the satisfaction of the officers; but as he
was not fer them, he must necessarily be agzinst
them,? and the place was desired by one of the
Party—so he had to be removed. IHere was a
man who was deprived of a small compensation
for his daily services, because the situation was
sought after by one of the Party; and then while
performing his duties asa Mivister of the Metho-
dist Churoh, ke was'suspected of being employed
as the Surgeon of the Post, and forthwith an
application was made for his removal again.
