MR. SNETHEN'S LETTER TO THE AD-

VERTISER.
MiLrs’ Point, (Ky.) Aug. 11, 1840,

After I dropped my last letter in the mail at
Memphis, we took on board several of the Ar-
kansas Delegation. Among them was Mr. Mac-
pherson, of Helena, the Democratic Harrison
candidate for the Legislature from Phillips’
county. He isa gentleman of extended intelli-
gence and a working Whig amung the people of
the highest repute. From him I procured a fund
of information relative to Arkansas, which I am
sure will not be unacceptable to the readers of
the Advertiser.

The politics of the counties in Arkansas he
ratcs as follows, and the result in November,will,
he thinks, show the correctness of the estimate.
If he be right, with a little exertion, we can
easily make the State go for Harrison.

Washington gave 1200 in 1836 for Van Bu-
ren. In November this majority will be nulli-
fied. The certain Whig counties are Desha,
Arkansas, Jefferson, Pulaski, Conway, Pope,
Franklin, Chicot, Mississippi, Lafayette, Hemp-
stead, Munroe and White, for they have hither-
toalways gone withus, The Van Buren coun-
ties are Van Buren, Scott, Johnson, Carroll,
Benton, Pike and Sevier, though even in these
his majorities will be decreased. The counties
which were Vannite in 1836, but which will in
November go for Harrison, are Crawford, Phil-
lips, Crittenden, Clarke, Independenee, Law-
rence, Marion, Searcy, Madisen, Saline and
Union. Those counties which are doubtful, but
where changes of 150 to 200 votes from Van
Buren to Democracy are positively known, run
thus: St. Francis, Poinsett, Greene, Randolph,
Izard, Jackson and Hot Spring. From these
estimates it appears that the State may be class-
ed thus: 13 certains Whigs counties: 7 Van Bu-
ren counties with decreased majorities: 11 coun-
ties changed for Harrison since 1836: 7 counties
doubtful: one county, the largest in the State,
whose vote will be nullified. This is certainly
cheering intelligence.

In 1838, Judge Crosg® majority for Congress
over Mr. Cummins, (Whig) wasonly 2567 votes,
so that under the worst aspeet of things, our
friends will only have to change 1308 votes to
effect a conquest. The mal-practices of the party
in power have already produced a greaterchange
than this, it is fully believed.

Absalom Fowler, the Whig candidate for Con-
gress, is a fine stump speaker as well as an ex-
cellent parliamentary orator. He was in the
@onvention which formed the Constitution of
Arkansas, and is beloved by men of all parties.—
He carries with hi.u a hostof the old democratic
Jackson party in the northern part of the state
on a domestic question which has long agitated
Arhansas. Many men of the Vannite party con-
sider his election asalmost certain. Our friends
are confident of returning him to Congress. Mr.
Yell willbe elected Governor without opposition,
and it is important to know that he looks, de-
spite of his well known Vannism, with indiffer-
ence on Mr. Fowler’s success.

It is believed that the whole number of votes
castin the State will be about 13,000.

The Democratic Whigs even hope to gain the
ascendency in the State Representatives The
whole number of representatives are 61. Last
session, the Locos had 11 majority on ordinary
questions, but on the bank question they could
only boast of two. The Senate is composed of
21 members, butit will take another election to
change the seale therein.

The election for members of Congress, State
Representatives and Senators takes place on the
first Monday in October, and the presidential
election on the first Monday in November.

The Whig Electess for the State are J. M.
Cocke,  Lewis Evans, and John Ringgold, all
men of first rate qualifications for the duties re-
quired of them by the people. On the stump or
in the town hall they are at home.

The very able address to the people of the
State, which hasbeen published by thelate Con-
vention at Little Rock, is, I hear, from the pen
of Albert Pike, Esq. one of the best writers our
neighbors can boast of. It is a master piece of
political writing.

Perhaps there has been no wider field in the
Union than the new States, for the exercise of

the corrupting principles of the party in power.
It has acted towards these States as if they were
part and parcel of the domain of the President.
His Satraps, while they were territories, prepar-
ed the way for a government similar in every
respect to the general administration of affairs at
‘Washington, and conducted on the same princi-
ples. Henco, Michigan and Arkansas have been
so long under the dominion of the presidential
party, and Missouri has not even yet emerged
from the waters of political slavery into which
she was plunged on her admission inte the Union.
But these states have begun to rouse up from
their lethergy, to shake their benumbed limbs,
and to act for themselves. In November they
will straggle hard to be found on the side of Li-
berty and Harrison.

Some curious instances of the tendency of the
doctrines and feelings of the federal loco focos in
Arkansas are recounted by eye witnesses. One,
1 cannot forbear adverting to, on the present oc-
casion. At the late convention in Little Rock,
the locos fell upon a flag wrought by the far
‘hands of the ladies of Union county, (Ark.) and
presented to the Tippecanoe Club of that county.
“They tore it into a thousand shreds. Its bearer,
with a praiseworthy coolness, refrained from
visiting prompt and insfantaneous punishment on
the miscreants, and after the affair was over,
«carefully collected the torn fragments together,
and carried them back to the donors. The ex-
citement conseqent upon this outrage on the feel-
ings of the fair women of Union county, has
produeed the most wonderful effect. The demo-
crats have rallied round that torn flag, deter-
‘mined to go for Harrison, and revenge the insult
thus offered to their wives, sisters and mothers.

In Independence county, where Batesville is
situated, the Whigs are carrying all before them.
Mr. Van Buren got 60 majority in that county in

936. Now, hewill get 75 votes out of 600, the
whole number to be cast. Mr. Nolan, the ‘““Pete
Whetstone” of the New York Spirit of the Times,
has taken to horse, and isa host in himself.—
Beloved and respeated by his fellow-citizens, he
exercises a high and ajust influence in the politi-
cal world of his own State.

Searcey and Marion counties have changed
to our side, because their Magnus Apollo,
Brown C. Roberts, oneof nature’s best specimens
in the rough, has hoisted the Harrison flag.

Before this reaches you, you will have heard
of the Line Convention, in Marshall county*

sons present. They were compelled to adjourn
after several days diseussion, 1‘::- want of provi-
sions, You would do well to re-publish Mr.

SUB-TREASURY SCHEME.

It is not among the least important signs of
the times, that the Democratic Conservatives,
through their State Central Committee, have
made a call for all “oppesed to the Sub-Trea

y reduction of the wages of la-
bor—to an exclusive metallic currency, and in
favor of better times,” to meet in the village of
Auburn, in the State of New York, on the first
day of October next, “to take such measures as
may be deemed expedient 10 preserve the true
prineiples of the Democratic Republican party.”

This is an important movement on the part of
those who aided in the election of Mr. Van Bu-
ren; but who are too honest to permit him to
make any further advances in the consolidation
of executive power, and the prostration of every
interest in the country. Let the measure con-
templated by his old friends, who in giving him
their support, believed him patriotic and sincere,
but are now determined to check the career of
ruin to which the affairs of the nation are has-
tening by his recent anti-Democratic polic Let
this measure be fully carried into effect, and
there will not be a single State in this vast con-
federacy that will give her support to Mr. Van
Buren 1n the ensuing election.

Several meetings have already been held, in
which the Sub-Treasury scheme has been dis-
sected, and its specious character and ultimate
tendency exposed and denounced, although reso-
lutions somewhat partial to Mr. Van Buren
were also passed. But more light will be shed,
daily, upon that “bill of abominations;” and if
the Democratic Conservatives of New York en-
ter manfully, and engage with sincerity and zeal
in the work to be presented to the Auburn Con-
vention, it will be impossible to predict the im-
portant and heart-cheering results which will
grow out of their proceedings.

““Whe is in favor of the “reduction of the wa-
ges of labor, and of produce ?”—Certainly neither
the farmer, the mechanic, the artisan or the
working man. And we have the testimony of
those who aided in fastening the Sub-treasury
scheme upon the country, that such will inevi
bly be the tendency of that measure, and that it
was the object and design of its authors. A sin-
gle grain of common sense only is requisite to
see through the whole scheme, without our wait-
ing to feel its effects.

Who 1s in favor of “an exclusive metallic cur-
rency?”—No one acquainted with trade, com-
merce, or of the ordinary business of life. Should
there, however, be one, let him pass to some of
the foreign despotisms, whence Mr. Van Buren
imported the nefarious and ruinous scheme, and
a short abiding will cure him of this Van Buren
manis

Who is in favor of “better times?”—To this
we may fearlessly respond, ALL, ALL;—save
only the office-holders, who get paid in gold and
silver, and pay in rags. Then let all, but the
office-holders, prosecute the only means through
which better times can be secured, by ejecting
the political Charlatans from office, and placing
men in their stead, who will restore things to
what they were before these currency tinkers
came into power.

Let it not be forgotten, especially by those
who live by their labor—by those whe produce
as well as consume—that year after year we have
been grested with the syren song of better times
by those in power:—that our sitken purses were
to exhibit the glittering Benton mint drops
through their interstices:—that, according to the
Globe, we were to have nothing but gold and sil-
ver in circulation, as soon as Mr. Van Buren was
fairly seated in the White House. And where
are we now’—What is our currency’ Nay,
what is the government currency? We have all
sorts of rags, and the government have treasury

rags.

?\'ou-, as Mr. Van Buren and his party unques-
tionably possess all the power which « govern-
ment can, legitimately or illegitimately, have,
under the constitution and the laws, and yet have
not been able to fulfil one single promise among
the many made to the people,1s it not meet—is it
not advisable, and just, and reasonable, that the
people should try a new set of agents or servants
for a short period, and ascertain whether this
change of agents, or servants, will not produce a
change of measures and of times? .

Mr. Van Buren and his party have tried a great
many very foolish experiments, professedly for
the people’s good, whose results were productive
of nothing but continued and aggravated evil;
let, therefore, the people try an experiment
upon their agents, or servants—not for eight
years, but a single terna of four years;—let them
have a change; let the old overseers give way to
new ones, “fresh from the ranks of the peeple,”
who know and feel, and will care for their wants;
and no doubt this change will be productive of
“better times,” should 1t only lessen the evils
which encompass the land and all who dwell
therein, (excepting, as before, the holders of of-
fice and recipients of fat salaries,) and worse, it
is admitted on all hands, they could not be.

Come, one and all, then, for a change, to en-
sure us a restoration of public confidence, and
an assurance of ‘“‘better times.”

NASHVILLE CONVENTION.
NASHVILLE, Jlug. 15, 1840.

Dear Sir: We reached here in safety, after a
fatiguing journey over heavy roads, made so by
rains. From Louisville to Nashville every thing
is political; there is great enthusiasm along the
whole road in favor »¢ Harrison. Even on
“Salt River” we found many hard cider boys
ready to transport the spoilers to its head waters.
Kentucky is proud of her recent victory, and
well she may be. We saw a Log Cabin built
on the top of a tree, with its cider barrels, latch
strings, &c. Great changes are taking place;
even postmasters are coming over. One at whose
door the stage stopped, inquired if Mr. Clay
would be along, saying, “I have done that man
great injustice, and wish to take him by the hand
and tell him so0.”
This has been a proud day for Mr. Clay—one
of the proudest of his life. His entry into the
city this afternoon was truly magnificent. Met
a mile or more from town by several military
companies, and citizens on horseback and in car-
riages, in all about 1,500, he entered amidsg the
sound of marshal musie, the roar of cnnno*\\le
ringing of bells, and the shouts of many thou-
sands.
