1 rom these accounts it

appears that after thirteen days fighting, or skir-

mishing, in the city of Mexico, the insurgents

under URREA, who had obtained possession of

the Government House, capitulated, and evacu-

ated the city, the party of President BUSTAMENTE

thus retaining the reins of government.
had fled, and it was not known what had be-

come of him, or his friend GOMEZ H ARRIAS.

His troops had dispersed in various directions,

although by the capitulation they were to march

out with the honors of war, and none were to be

molested for the conduct they had pursued.
The ship NORMAalso brought intelligence that

the ship I* ranconia, Capt. Jones, of New York,

from New Orleans, bound to Liverpool, with a
cargo of cotton and tobacco, was struck by light-
ning on the 18th of August, when in the vicinity

of Havana. The cotton in the hold having ta-
ken fire, the captain bore away fcir Havana,

which he reached, with the assistance of a steam-
boat, on the 19tlil The vessel was then scut-
