All the Fastern nations, and more especially
the Persians, are superstitious and credulous to
an astonishing degree. Witness their innumer-
able stories of enchantment and magicians, Peris,
D’jins, Ghols, Dives, Afrites, Vampyres, &c.

The natives will, if encouraged, frequently
amuse the weary traveller with marvellous
stories ofthis description, which they themselves
believe as implicitly as they do their Koran.
Besides these oral communications, attainable
of course only by the travellers, several of their
manuseripts abound with tales of a similar char-
acter, as a specimen of which the following short
sketch extracted from a curious MS. brought
home by a friend, may notperhaps be thought
devoid of some interest.
