To promote
the greater activity of Catholic missions in Ame-
rica; To edify Christians by enlis.'irg them
in the work of propagating the Church of Jesus
Chris' in the remote parts of the earth; To
preserve in lasting remembrance her deceased
Majesty, Leopoldina, Empress of Brazil, born
Archduchess of Austria.

2. The means selected to obtain these ends,
are prayer and alms.

d Every member of this religious institution
engages daily to offer one Pater and Ave, with
the addition: "St. pray tor us," and
every week to contribute a crucifix; and tints bv
this small sacrilh e of prayer and alms, to concur
in the great work of promoting tiie true faith.?
As, however, every one is free to enroll himself
in this society, he may also leave it at pleasure.

4. Every ten members shall appoint one of
their number a collector to receive the weekly
alms. The collector shall see that the small
number of his companv, after the death or re-
moval of any, is filled up. The aims collected,
shall be paid monthly by the collector, to Ihe
parish minister of his district.

5. Every parish minister shall pay over, as
opportunity offers, the alms collected inthe man-
ner prescribed, to the deacon, (in Hungary, the
the vice-arch deacon,) and he to his most reve-
rend ordinariate.

6. If any one intends a greater sum for this
pious end, and that to be paid at once, his alms
may be given either to the parish minister, with
his own inscription inserted in the rubric design-
ed, or to the deacon, (or vice deacon) or imme-
diately to the most reverend ordinariate.

beard? and how shall they hear without a preach-
er? and how shall they preach except they be

sent?" We, therefore, desiring to favor, as far

as God permits, sueh a snciety, do with a ready
and willingmind grant the requests that have

been made for the endowment of the same, with

some holy indulgences. Therefore, trusting in
the mercy of Almighty God, and the authority
of Peter and Paul, his Apostles, we grant to all
truly penitent co-operators in this society, who

shall confess their sins, and artakr of (tie feast

of the Lord's body, on the day on which they
shall he received into the society, full indulgence
and remission of all sin. Also, we grant lull in-
dulgence to them after they have been cleansed
from the pollutions of life by holy confession,
and receive the Eucharist, on the eighth day of
December, also on the day of the feast of St.

Fist Report of the Leopold Foundation it) the
Austrian Empire, for the support of Catholic

**The members of the Leopold Foundation
are united to aid by their prayers and their con-
tributions, the messengers of God in America,
in building churches, founding eloistors, estab-
lishing schools, and inproviding all that is essen-
tial for the performance of divine worship.***

We shall first give a view of what the Leo-
pold Foundation has done since its establishment
to the end of October, 1830: then willfollow ac-
counts from the missions. The institution went

lilt*operation on the 13th of May, 1829. The
constitution and the addresses delivered on the
day of its establishment, were translated into the
different languages of our monarchy, and sent
in great numbers to the various dioccsses, to
give publicity to the undertaking. InVienna an
office was opened, which was given to the So-
ciety, free of rent, by the Prior of the Domini-
cans. The result soon appeared in contributions
from all quarters to the central treasury, exhib-
iting a lively proof of the zeal and efforts of
priests and people to advance the kingdom of
God on earth. Before giving a statement of tile
receipts and expenditures, we cannot withhold
the letltr which the pinos Bishop of Cincinnati
in North America, Mr. Edward Fcnwiek
(whose Vicar General, Frederick Here, as is
known to you all, by bis visit to Vienna, gave
occasion to the formation of your pious society)- -
