Wc know your desires, and shall be yvclinfto
meet your wishes, provided thev are based upon
the simple point of protecting the rights ot* the
h .nest voters, which we deem your only hope or
expectation."

In the meantime an appeal will be mad l to
the tribunals of justice, to expose and punish
the unprincipled individuals who have eagaged
in a conspiracy, for malicious and political pur-
poses, to afiectour characters.
