ation or reference to the original.?Benlley
printed Stephen's work on Arabia, &.c. as an
English book, and has served a good man / oth-
ers in the same way, and the reviewers yeiy
innocently take up all these and dispose pfthem
wilhout dreamii?qf origin. haye just
had a hearty laugh oyer ope of these precious
instances ofgutting,(it I may use a vulgarism.)
and it is really Qippsing, in this case, to see
how readily t|ie bait was taken,

papers, Colbuin's announcement of "The new

TERRIBLE MACHINES.?The Condon Times
speaks of certain inventions made in that coun-
try within a few years, and which supply to va-
rious naval purposes, promising to supersede ev-
ery system of naval tactics and manoeuvres. It
is said that tlicy have been examined and ap-
proved by Sir Richard Keatcs, Sir Thomas
Hardy, two naval lords, and other distinguished
men; all of wlyun have concurred in attesting
their efficacy and importance. The following
is an extract of a report of an experienced naval
officer appointed by Lord Melbourne to inspect
some ol these inventions:

'ln my apinion, the merits of these inventions
are so extraordinary as to vest the absolute sov-
ereignty of the seas in the hands of the first pow-
er that shall adopt them; for I am fullyconvin-
ced that it is impossible for any thing that floats
to resist them, even at close quarters or any giv-
en distance, even to a range of five and six
utiles. The strongest lorufieations in Europe
could not withstand these extraordinary powers
for a singlfe 'hour; in riverways and against
stockades, as in India, the largest armies would
be annihilated without a chaPce of escape, and
the most difficultpiopntaiq passes would he ut-
terly untenable against their operation. The
country might by their application be rendered
impregnable; for one hundred sail of the line
might be easily destroyed by a small ship con-
structed on the principles 1 have explained to

me; and wherever it might be necessary to call
this power into actian'its cfl'cct would be attain-
ed at a trifling expense and upon the shortest no-
tice."

THE PERKINS STEAM GUN.?This is indeed
a curiosity, and may well be described as one
of the wonders of the world. Suph a contri-
vance a lew yeais back,' before the ihighty
agency of steam had' become' familiar to the
public mind, would have arrested the attention
and excited the awe, not only of thousapds of
tfie ignorant, but even of the Jts
inyenfor, ' Afr- A? At- perkips, is tf native
jVmeripap, and has already distingushed him-
self for his various contrivances. This gun
ma)' be discharged 115 times in a minute, and
with a degree of force truly astonishing. But
no written description, not in great detail, can
atiord the reader an adequate idea of its power,
or of the beauty and ingenuity of its const Mic-

tion. By it, a pound ofAnthracite coa( wijl
ger.erate steam enough to discharge 4 lbs. of
bails! Ifis plsq'stptcd that th,e generator is
competent to supply a sufficient quantity of
steam to discharge 60 balls per minute. A war
conducted by the agency of these machines,
would indeed seem a struggle of giants, and
constitute a bloodier process and a mote rapid
mode of destroying human life, than has yet
been chronicled in the pages of historian op
naat. The huuntm miud shrinks back with
horror at the contemplation of sucft a struggle.
But to Appreciate Ihe'poiver of this'gup, it 'must
be seen and examined.

CONSUMPTION.- Dr. Latour of Paris, has pub-
lished the following rules for preventing con-
sumption in those persons, who are disposed to

it:
"A consumptive patient should inhabit a dry,

airy locality, ryell exposed to the intpiencc'orilhs'
solar lays, q tiUfipCVafe cljihalc should b'g cho-
sen, where tl|e variations of the temperature arc
neither sudden nor frequent.?Travelling, and
particularly sea voyages, is attended with deci-
ded advantage inthe early stage of consumption.
The patient should be warmly clothed, and cov-
ered with flannel from head to foot. He should
take habitually some moderate exercise, as
walking, riding, Btc.; exposure to the open air,
and sun's rays are absolutely nocessarv
should exercise tire in q moderate 'degree,'
but avoid all tirong moral "emotioiiS. He must
renounce any profession which requires strong
mußculat exertion, a bent position of the body,
residence in a damp, moist place, Sic., and,
Anally, the food should be rich and nourishing."

MECHANICALGENIUS.?It is slated in the
Philadelphia Ledger that there is now on ex-
hibition at the franklin Institute in that city,a
large and perfect tf 1 scope, the whole of which
is the work of a blafck man, who earns his dai-
lybread as a stevedore on the whatves.
