WISCONSIN.
AMERICAN COPPER.? A late number of the

Wisconsin Enquirer says that Messrs. W. Alfurd

and P. W. Thomas, of New Baltimore, in that

territory, have met with complete success in

their experiments on smelting copper ore. They
constructed a very simple furnace which cost

only ten dollars, in which tlieysmelted on the
29th of September last, 2,500 pounds of ors,
from which they obtained nearly 700 pounds of
good pig copper, pronounced, by competent

judges, to be superior to the South American pig
copper. The time occupied in procuring from
the ore the above amount of copper, was only
nine hours. Neither Mr. Alford nor Mr. Tho-

mas had any experience in the business of smelt-
ing,and the result is jnstly deemed a matter of

great consequence to that territory, which a"
bounds in rich copper ore."

TEXAS.
The Cotton crop of Texas, this year, is quite

productive. It is estimated that there will he
raised about 50,000 bales. The harvest ol grain

and other products, is also abundant. Thus far,
in no part of the Texas Republic, except in the
neighborhood of Gulf Prairie, has the cotton

plant suffered from the attacks of il \u25a0 < at< rpil-

lar. The planters in that section hav, ,' i ght
seriously of substituting the cane in place of cot

ton, in consequence of the ravages of these little
destructives.

The Flamingo exist in large numbers on Gal-
veston Island.

It is stated in a Texan paper, that those per-
sons who have settled in the prairies, even in
the unhea'thy parts of Texas, generally enjoy
good heaitl ; while those who settle in the woods,
adjoining the banks of streams, suffer much from
fevers.

The editor of the San Luis Advocate, com-
plains that the Cumanches will not let the Tex-
ans whip them-, "We experience," he says, "the

same difficulty in waging a successful conflict
with the Indians that has proved so insurmount-
able in Florida?namely, they are not come-at-
able. The Curaanche leaves not his mountain
home far the purpose of conquest,nor comes along
the border of the settlement with the intention

to fight. Their object is plunder: and they come

prepared in every manner that can facilitate
their purpose and secure them a successful fo-
ray. They scrupulously avoid encounter with
" armed hosts," and make not their attack upon
the prepared soldiery, but upon the horses and
property of the settler?Upon individuals, or

small bodies of men, where little risk is to ba
run, and the advantage is decidedly with them.
They are always ready for flight. They prepare
themselves for it, with anxious care, and on the
approaeh of any danger they are away, where
their enemies cannot pursue them. Against such
intangible foes, trained bands and disciplined ar-
mies are of but little avail." From these facts
the editor concludes that the Indian caa only be
conquered by the actual settler.
