In the case of the former, he
was forced to depart from his own conviction,
and serve one term longer than he really desired,
owing to the nnsettled state of the country at
the time.

In a letter to John Adams, in 1787, he
observes, “that he wished the Constitution
bad rendered the President ineligible afier four
years.’—JAlex, Gaz.

he had bought a much larger guantity than he
supposed, The countryman demurred to the
deinand, and was about to leave the store and
seek redress, when a middle-aged man, of re-
spectable appeaaance, but who was also a Pe-
ter Funk, came up to him, and whispered to
him by all means to pay for the goods, and that
he would take one-hall of them at an advance
of five cent. on the auction price. On this as-
surance, the countryman paid the $33, and
took away the goods, and accompaified the
person who offered to take half of them, to his
store, which was algo in Chatham street. Al-
ter they arrived at the store, the man told the
countryman that he was sorry to find that there
was no meney in his store to pay for the goods,
but at the same time told him that they were
so very cheap that he could not fail of making
money by them, and urged the countryman to
go along with him to another auction room,
where the articles could be sold at a great profit.

The countryman adopted the suggestion, and
the man carried him to another mock auction-
store, also in Chatham street, where there was
an auction going on, and introduced him to the
auctioneer, and told the latter the conntryman
had 2 lot of goods which he wished to have sold,
offhand. The auctioneer immediately took the
goods, put them up for sale, and after receiving
three or four bids, knocked them down for §9,
and the purchaser paid for them amd carried
them away. The countryman expressed his
astonishment to the man who brought him
there, and the latter prvlcnd-ld to be still more
astonished, but coolly tolt him he must make
the best of a bad bargain, and wished him good
morning and wentaway, The auctioneer then
paid him $9, minus his commission, and the
countryman, who, ty this time perceived that
he had been swindled, came to the police of
fice, and told his story.

AcnrrcvrTurAL RerorT.—For the Jast two
months the farmers of New York have suffer-
ed somewhat from the extreme dry state of the
weather. 8o little rain_has (allen in that time
that the main portion of the streams have be-
come very low. But we are happy to state
that the grain crops, in the aggregate, have not
been seriously injured thereby. Tle produc-
tion of winter grain, however, wquld have been
larger had favorable weather continued through-
oul.

From what we have gathered from the far-
mers and traveilers in tEis State, we are enra-
bled to say that where the dry weather has in-
j the winter grain, it has much'jbenefitted

But notwithstanding the injury sus-
tained by a portion of the _cm{;s, the aggregate
pioduction ofall kinds will be fully equal to
an average crop, or equal to the growth of the
year "89. %

To particularize, we will state that the oat
crop has not been so good, that the wheat crop
compares with the crop of last year, and that
the Indian Corn crop is fully five er cent bet-
ter than that of any preceeding season. An
average of these makes what is called an ave-
rage crop.

tis here seen what effect the weather has
upon the crop. It isseen that the farmers are
no worse off than they were in 1839, and in that
year the produce reaped a harvest never be-
fore so ricflwnor so abundant.

But a great inconvenience has been felt
nevertheless by the farmers and millers. The
streams are so low that many wills have been
compelled to cease grinding. This state of
things is not confined to New York alone, but
extends to Ohio. In Zanesville, where four
mills are kept runnin: when the streams are
full, one only can grind now. It isso through-
out, and all the present business is confined to
mills siteated on Canals, and in very favorable
positions. L

All this may have a tendeney to increase
the prices of breadstuffs in this and a few other
farkets. The mere momentary decrease in
the supply may have this effect. If it does, it
can only Ke for a brief period—for the surplus
in the country is so great as to prevent flour or
grain from reaching too high a point. High
prices would force thro” supplies, and they in
turn force down prices All this would be a
natural consequence.—N. Y. Herald.
