/ SOUTH.?Travellers going South are cautioned

against giving credence to the handbills and placards is

sued by the Bay Company between Baltimore and Nor-
folk, who resort to all soits ofdevices to deceive the pub-
lic and induce travellers to take their line, publishing a
raeng other things statements purporting to be from trav-

ellers,that by the mail routes passengers going South arc
?24 hours later than by the Bay line, and that they aie sub-
jected to a personal superintendence of their heggage at
the risk of losing it,and that they arc compelled at tbe
North Anna River to walk a oonijerable distance down

a steep htli and up another in the middle of the night,
involving both exposure and risk.

Allof those statements aie entirely false. Passencers
by the mail route are, as stated in the bills of the Mail
route, "often *24 hours in advance oj those t/y the Bay
boats in reaching Charleston, and never (unless insome
extremely rare contingency) behind them. So far from
having any trouble withbaggage, this is ticketed on board

! the Potomac steamboats,(tl:e companies on the route thus
becoming responsible for it,) and is delivered cm board
the Wilmington cars, and the passengers have only at
points where changes occur, to transfer themselves from
one conveyance to another. At the North Anna, it is-
true, they are obliged for a few days U walka short di*
tance acioss a temporary but perfectly secure bridge,frou

I one set of cars to another; but this is at halt past eight
o'clock in the evening, instead ofat midnight, as slated
in one of the libels on the Mail route. In the course ol
a week at farthest this difficulty willcease to exist, an at

the expiration of tliat time, the rail road bridge now la
pally re-constructing across the North Anna wiW be pa*
sable.

It willbe obvious to aH reflecting persons thai the great

Mailrwute being the shortest by twmilcs, an J being near- I
ly all rail road mu4 be the most certain and expeditious;
that it would not be employed for the conveyance ofthe
great mail unless it were so,and that there must he more
risk on board bay steamboats out of sight of land, urged
to the top oftheir sped; to compete with the ruil road
line, in which th" bursting of a boiler would probably
destroy all or nearly all on board, than there can he in

rail road ears, where, in the event of an engine be-

ing thrown off the u-ack, the engineer and fireman only
would l>e injured.

As a pool* of the great safety of the great mail route
itmay be mentioned' that ofmore than *200,000 tra\ell
conveyed on it within the Inst five years, not a single
passenger has been seriously injured.

1 Inconclusion lite companies on the great mail route,

would respectfully ask the attention of travellers to the
wording of the libel on their line, purporting to be signed
by certain persons from the south; they will see at once
from its partizan character that if not a forgery, the per
sons signing it have from some motive been induced
become partizan* of the Bay-boats, and that this circum-
stance and n* t the interest oftravellers has induced iherc
to attach their signature to
