wrapped, at a little distance from the barn.
The footsteps of the tw > men were tracked
both ways, half a mile into thft States. jMany
other respectable inhabitants naze been threat-
ened, and considerable alarm is tin natural con-

seouence. A detachment of th Huntington
hornier cavalry, under Lieut. Wald . rave, is at
present on constant duty along the li in that
quarter, in order, ifpossible, to restrain these
lawless acts.

NEW YORK.

Mr. Buckingham, the Oriental traveller, says
the N. Y. Ccmmereial, has arrived at the Ame-

rican Hotel, in this city, on his return from a
tour through Canada and the British Provinces,
via Halifax, St. John's, and the boundary line,

and has taken a passage for himself and family
in the steam ship President, which leaves for

England on Monday next. Mr. Buckingham's
toar through the United States has occupied
about three years, and his journies have carried
him into every state and territory of the Union
with the exception of Arkansas and Florida only,
which he was prevented from visiting by sick-
ness iu the one, and war in the other.

PENNSYLVANIA.
TIIE STEAM FRIUAT£. ?Some interesting par-

ticulars are given in the United States Gazette,
in relation to the steam frigate now being built

at our Navy Yard. The workmen are at pre-
sent engaged in planking the upper deck, and
the whole vessel is i:i such a state of forward-
ness that, were the engines ready, she could be
launched in two months. She will be rigged in

the same mttnner as a ship, and will require as

her complement two hundred men. Her ord-

nance will consist of forty-two pounde's and

two bombs to throw ten inch shells, and, when

in full sailing order, licr burthen will be 1,700
tons. Her weight is estimated at SCO tons. She
is nearly as long as the steam sh-p President,
and one foot wider. In licr hold is constructed

a repository capable of containing 800 tons of

anthracite coal, by which ilic engines are to be
worked. Her length, from the counter to night-
heads, is 228 feet, 8 inches; extreme length to
figure head, 224 feet; extreme breadth, 40 feet;
depth in hold, 23 icet, 6 inches. She w illbe
ready for caulking in a few days. Taken as

a whole, this vessel is a splendid specimen of
the skill of our artisans.

dent which came ofl' in the district ofSoutliwark.
He says about half past 11 o'clock on Thursday
night, he heard a noise at the front door similar
