HALT!MOKE, NOVEMBER 4.

GALE ON LAKE HURON. ?The Buffulo Com-

mercial of Wednesday contains an account of a

tremendous gale on l,ake Huron, which confin-
ed for several days. Much damage was done.

No accounts of the loss of any lives had reached
that city. Among the vessels which suffered
most, was a new and elegant steamboat, the
Missouri, with 150 passengers on board, of

whom 40 were females. She was on her way

t Detroit, from Buffalo. It will be seen from

the following, which we take from the Commer-

cial, that the situation of the passengers was

truly appalling, and their escape most signally
providential.

"On Friday last the Missouri encountered
the gale when she was some 30 miles from shore.,
atil from what has been gathered, her situation,
and those on board, must have been deplorable.
Soon after the blow commenced, the brick work

and connecting pipe of the boilers became loose,
which compelled the engineer to quench the

fire, in order that the disaster might be remedied.
But before this was accomplished, however, the
force of the waves carried away the rudder jirst,

thus rendering the vessel entirely unmanageable.
In this situation, she lay rolling at the mercy

of the elements, all of 3fi hours; and so immi-

nent was the danger, that all on board, save the

eaptain and a few others, yielded to their fears,

and in a eirole of small compass assembled to-

gether in the cabin, and prepared by prayer for

the fate that threatened them.
Although at every swell of the waves the up-

per deck moved to and fro, and the hold was

four feet deep with water, Captain Wilkins was

firm in his belict to save the boat and those on

board. All the goods upon the deck were cast

overboard,*erabrai;irg same ten tons of crockery,
hardware, Bcc. In the hurry was also thrown
over a small part of the baggage belonging to

the passengers. This relieved the boat consider-

ably; and by continued exertions, Capt. M . suc-

ceeded in getting the vessel under command
again, and finallyreturning to Detroit in safety,
to the infinite delight and thank! ulness of all on

board."

He exhibited to us, yesterday,

a fine specimen of the Yam JWassicot, or St.
Domingo potatoe, raised in the open air, in his
garden on the Neck. This potatoe grows on a

rich and luxuriant vine, witli large and beauti-

ful heart-shaped leaves, the vine itself, and not

the root, bearing the fruit. We arc told by Mr.
M. that the potatoe when cooked exhibits a

bright gamboge color, and is superior in flavor

to the Irish potatoe. Mr M. has also succeeded
in raising this new vegetable from the seed?the
common mode of planting it being by cuttings
