HlTS, thai by the mail routes passengers going South an
24 hours later than by the Bay line, and that they arc sub
jected to a personal superintendence oftheir huggage a
the risk of losing it,and that they are coni|elled at tlx
North Anna 1liver to walk a considerable distance dowi
a steep bill and up another in the middle of the night
involving both exposure and risk.

Allof those statements aie entirely false. Passenger!
by the mail route are, as stated in the bills of the Mai
route, "ofl.cn 24 hours in advance of those by the Bui
boats in reaching Charleston, and never (unless in sonic
extremely rare.contingency) behind them. So far froir
having any trouble with baeguge, this is tiekctcd on boarc
the Boloinae sttttiTibnats,(tin* companies on the route thtw
bee. aung responnibie tor it,) and is delivered 011 board
the Wilmington cars, and the passengers have only at
points where changes occur, to transfer thcwelves from
one conveyance 10 another, At the North Anna, it u
tnie,lhe> are obliged for a lew day® t? walk a hort dis
tancc across a temporary' but perfectly secure briqg',fron
one set of cars to another; but this is at half past eiglii
o'clock in the evening, instead of at midnight, as stated
inone of tlic libels on the Mail route, (n the course 01
a week at farthest this iiitticuliywillcease to exist, at
the expiration of that time, the rail ruad bridge now ,;a
pidly re-constructing across tlie North Anna will be

sable.
It will be obvious to all reflecting,persons that the great

Mail route being the shortest by 20 miles, s/id being near-
ly all rail road must he the most certain and expeditious;
that it would not be employed tor the conveyance cfthe

! great mail unless it were so,and that tlierc hum he more
| risk on board her steamboats out of sight of land, urged

destroy all or nearly all on board, than there can lie in
rail road cars, where., jn the event even of an engine be-
ing thrown off the track, the engineer and fireman only
would be injured.

passenger has been seriously injured.

y SOUTH?HALIFAX, (N. L\) Ociofer JOth, 1840?

We, tlie undersigned, passengers from Baltimore South,
here by caution the public against the misrepresentations
made by the Bay Line of Steamboats and the Ports-
mouth and Roanoke rail road from lialtiinore, via Nor-
folk, to Welden, N. C., in favor oftheir unrivalled expe-
dition.

We were assured that the Baj Line was the only line
by winch passengers could reach the Wilmington rai
road at Welden, thereby leaving the impresMttn that this
was tlie only rouje by which passengeis could reach tlie
Wilinmgton rail load; and also that we would be twenty
four hours in advance of the passengers by the Great
Mail Line, But to our great astonishment, on arriving
at Weidon we were too late for the cars for Wilmington
and Charleston; and instead of being "twenty-four
hour* in advance of the mail, 5 * we were thrown back j
twenty'four hours behind it.

It is true the Bay Line, via Portsmouth, is the only
line now running to Weldou, but passengers by the
Great Mail Line are landed by steamboat ai Halifax, a

. point equally as pleasant, on the Wilmington rail road,
1 m \ cr.il miles below Weltlon.

Ifthere had been any unavoidable accident toprevent
our getting through in time we would most willinglyex-
cuse the detention; but nothiug of tlie kind occurred?-
the night on the bay was as calm and pleasant as we
ever witnessed, and nothing to prevent the steamboat
gliding oxer the smooth iurtece of the water as fast as
steam could drive us.

It seems to u.-, therefore, that, as they have failed in
complying xxitb their promises even under the most fa-

! verable circumstances, the traveller can {dace but little
i reliance on their fair promises or their flaming hand-

bills.
