The disease under whick Professor Bonnycas-
tle had long suffered, having terminated fatally
on the morning of Saturday, the 31st of Octo-
ber—at a meeting of the Kaculty on theafternoon
of that day, the follewing pre mble and resolu-
tions, offered by Professor Tucker, were unani-
mously adopted:—

The ties which cennected Professor Bonny-
castle with this University having been thisday
severed by death, the members of the Faculty
think it due beth to their deceased colleague
and themselves, to express their feelings on the
sad occasion. The:r leng and intimate acquain-
tance with Mr. Bonnycastle enables them tof
testify to his merits as aP’rofessor and a man—
for they were daily wilnesses of the ability and
fidelity with which he discharged his duties in
this Institution, first in the Chair of Natural
Philosphy, and afterwards in that of Mathema-
tics, and they had abundant proofs of his high
and delicate sense of henor, his general morai
worth, and his undeviating excrcise of all the
domestic virtues.

During the fifteen yoass that he has been a
Professor of this University, e has so condac-
ted himself as to secure the confidence and es-
teem of the students of his schooland of those to
whom he was responsible. [He was unwearied
in his efforts to impart instuction to his pupils, to
advance the sciences he tivated,and to earn
for himself a high and endaring reputation.

INor were his labours eonfined to professional
pursuits, but the intervals of time not employed
in his official duties were-indefatigably devoted

. 1o stady and intelligent exerci_es. His produc-
tions in vraious departments of knowledge, both
_seientific and literary, evinee a mind equally ea-
. pable of abstruse speculation and of the happy
zombinatiens of fancy

Amid his graver oecupations, he had a lively
relish for the pleasures of social intercourse,
few men were equal to him in the power of com-
