paper, the Phoenix, embodies some of the changes
and improvements of tlie last seventy years in

the form of a prophecy, as if it had been uttered
before the American war, Anno Domini 1770-
The prophecy, if then published, would have
gained little credence, itis now but a recapitu-
lation of familiar historical events:

"Inseven years from this time the British em-
pire shall be rent in twain (American war, in
1776.) In fifteen years, men shall rise from the

earth, and fly through Hie air; (invention of
balloons, 1780.) in twenty years, the French
monarchy, the oldest that ever was, and now so
flourishing, shall come to an end.

(St. Helena,) neither in Kurope, Asia, Africa,

\u25a0or America, but 111 the midst of the vast ocean;
a few feet of earth his empire, a willow his
monument.

In those days metals shall be found which
float on the water, and burn under it, (sodium,
potassium, discovered by Sir Humphrey Davy.)
Ships shall stem the stormiest ocean without
sails or oars (steam ships). Carriages shall run
without horses with the speed of the wind (lo-
comotive engines).

One machine shall print in one
hour many thousand books, each oi which shall
take a mar. many days to read; a man may buy
a book for a penny; for a penny he may send it
to the ends of the empire. They shall read the
rock instead of a book (geology) and decipher
the history of beings which lived and died ere
man existed. In the heavens new stars shall

be oisenvered; some, sisters of the earth; some,
brothers of the sun(tbe plannets, fiva innumtier,

discovered since the American war; and the dou-
ble stars by Sir William Horsehel); and of all
colors' of the rainbow.

M.I. RHODES, TUB AMERICAN ARCHITECT AT

CONSTANTINOPLE? Launch qf his Jirst Ship.?
We spent the evening with our kind, agreeable
companion, Mr. Rhodes. As a specimen of our
countrymen, Mr. Rhodes is an i ntercsting object
to every American wlio visits Constantinople.
Ho is a self-made man; and though now basking

in the sunshine of wealth and royal favor, re-
tains a delightful and unaffected simplicity,
which reminds us so much of home, that it is a
pleasure to be with him. It is singular hotv
much energy of mind wilt accomplish. Mr.

Rhodes was born and lived in Rhode Island un-

til lie was fourteen years of age, and had only
the advantage uf a country education, under a

master who' had kept the same village school
for tweoly-oiglit. years, without adding to or
changing any of his ideas; but his pupil had a
natural taste for mathematics and mechanics,
and overcame all obstacles. He is now that
most respectable of beings?a scientific mechan-
ic. Mr. Rhodes accompanied Mr. Eckford
from New York to Constantinople, and engaged
with him in the service ol the Sultan. But Mr.
Eckford had not completed one vessel when lie

suddenly died, and the whole business devolved
upon Mr. Rhodes, who determined to go away
as soon as the vessel was finished, buthe received
such offers as induced him to remain.

The first ship launched by the American arch-
itect presented a scene of general interest. The
Sultan, who takes particular pride in his navy,
came down to the siiip-yard, and had his silken
tents spread; -vililethe captain pacha, attended

two or three hundred men provided with
ropes, made ready lo draw,the vessel, a la-Turk,
into the water.

<1 eannut accept it,' was Mr. Hiiodes's reply.
'But the Sultan wishes to honor you.'
'I know that,' continued Mr. Rhodes, 'but now

I am a private man, and can mind my own busi-
ness without any body's minding me; and ifyou
give mc this splendid decoration, yu'f only make
nte a mark for the shafts of envy, and I am no
more safe.'

SUMATRA: ITS PRODUCTIONS, &C. [From
"Round the World," by an Officer of the U.S.
Navy.] Sumatra, like many other places, has
been vaguely supposed to be the Opnir of Sol-
omon, bacause gold was found in its rivers. It
was not, however, mentioned in Europe till af-
tei the visit of Mai co Polo to the East, in the
13th century, although the Arabs had traded

there at least a century before ; and it was not

noticed on any chart till Albtirquerqtte's visit
in 1310. But itis, undoubtedly, the Latncry
ofthe Arabs, the Yaba Minor of Marco Polo

and (h ? Pulo lurichu, and Pulo Indalas, ol the.
eastern natives. Sir Slauifotd Bailies settled a,

the firs! English Governor, at Benooolen, in
1817; and, at his suggestion, several ofthe Bap-
tist mission wore sent to several parts of Sit-
ihotr.v, in 1810.

The western coast of Su!rft;i a, i t Jpo .Host
important to Americana ; the country is gen-
erally-very fertile tiifd rrfftsfly cuttiv-.ted ; but

| the mountains run very near the shote, never
| more than twenty miles from it, and manyriv-
i ers from thern aie consequently awail and ra-
pid, while a heavy surf tends to obstruct their
mouth with sand bars. The greater part of
the hills along this coast, far inland, are very
productive, and the narrow belt of low-land is

ranked with the grandest vegetation in the
East. There are monstrous parasites, and
creepers, as large as a man's body, entwining
trees, too, that grow from one hundred and
twenty to one hundred and eighty feet high,
and sometimes nine yards in giitfi. There is
one grat parasite of Sumatra, with a flower three
feet 111 breadth,petals a foot long, a uecta-ine to
hold six quarts, and pistils like cows' horns;
an l then, the croutchave, or India rubber vine,
is there seen, six or eight inches in diameter,

creeping along through the forest, four or five
hundred feet, and then taknig hold to the very
top of some strong lofty tree as its staff to lean
its vumbrous weight upon. In shells also,
Sumatra is not less grand; for, besides its variety
of pigmies, the coast abounds with the chama-
gigantica; specimens of which twenty inches in
diameter, and eight inches deep?large enough,
and very suitable, (if mounted in silver) for a
wassail-bowl, or a grand festive tureen ?being
lined with a rich pearly coating, and having the
edges beautifully scalloped. Among the smal-
ler but more important productious, is a beau-
tiful tree, like a large myrtle, called the ca-
mooning tree,from the wood of which the natives
make their cheese sheaths. It is easily carved,
and admits a fine polish. They have the cot-
ton tree, bombax, producing a short silky cot-
ton, of a rich fibre, but not yet woven, on ac-
count of its shortness. The anuo, or sago palm,
is also abundant in the swamps, and the indi-
geneous coffee is equal to the Java, though of a
darker colored grain when ripe. The pepper
culture is mostly confined within a hundred
railesof the coast, extedning from Rulo-Gamah,
or Dnolsainah, to Annalaboo, which includes
Quallah Battoo, and about twenty other towns
or depots. The supply depends entirely upon
the demand. At present, it is estimated that
the annual produce averages 24,000,000 pounds,
or enough to freight 30 ships, of three to four
hundred tons burden. The country south of the
pepercoast, wherein the old English settlement
of Cencoalen was made, abounds in ber.goin,
camphor, rnanchineal wood, tick, and various
plants, but was never profitable to either the
English or Dutch. The southern and south-
western parts yield tin; but the shores are in- I
accessible, and little visited

Sumatra truly presents an interesting sphere
for philanthropic teachers antl missionaries, as
it has three millions of people, without one
Chrislain missionary among them; and the
neighboring little inland, Pulo Nyas, on the
western coast, inhabited by a remarkably in-
teresting, ingenious, and commercial people, is
al-to very favorable for missionary labors, and
presents no obstacles. But the mi.-iionaries who
would go to these islands must be men of forti-
tude, and courage, of liberal minds, possessed of
general intelligence, and of insinuating, con-
ciliating manners. They must go, too, pre-
pared for vicissitudes, privations, and even vio-
lent assaults ; for ttie last two American tnis-
siomries there, the lamented Lyman, and Mun-
son, were murdered by the natives, in 1834.
The dogmatic zealots, and the half educated
psalm-singers, and mere homily makers, had
b tter preach at home; they can do no good
among the uncivilized

SINGULAR ORIGIN OF A NEW SORT OF

POTATOE. ?The Maine Cultivator gives an
account of a new kind of potatoe, which is,
apparently, a chance production of nature, not
springing from seed or tubers, but growing to
an excrescence from another plant. The origin
of the potatue now in general use, and a most
important addition to the food of man, is in-
volved in doubt, but that production is believed
to have been originally an excrescence growing
upon a plant in South America. The attention
ot scientific minds to this new production might'
settle the question. The following is its history
as given in the paper referred to;?

'\u25a0Can arty of our naturalist cotetnporaries in-
form us whether the potatoe is an original tu-
ber, or whether it is the production of some
freak of nature? We are leu to the following j
inquiry, from the following fact, which is before |
us, and which we venture to communicate to j
the public.

"Year befoie last, Mr. John Stniley, a far- j
met-in the northern part of Augusta, noticed !
upon some of the stalks of the gilliflower, |
which the female members of his family had
cultivated in a flow#r-pot, some protuberances,
or extesceiises, like warts, about the size of
peas. They appeared peifettly formed and
living substances, resembling the seeds that
project from the stalk of that bulbous flower,
known as the tiger lily. Every body is ac-
quainted with the gilliflower,as a very ccin- |
moil annual plant resembling tha pink in size
and flower. Cariosity led him to preserve these
excrescences?they were not the natural seeds
?antl plant them the following spring. One of
bis neighbors also took a portion of them antl
did the sauie. Two or three came up and
attained maturity. The produce was ovet

hall a peck of good sized and very handsome
potatoes! These were preserved and planted
the last spring.?They grew vigorously, and
the result was about three bushels of a new sort
of rda! potatoes. (The potatoe is of oblong
form, smooth face, mostly white, mixed oc-
casionally witii purple. Air. Hi.tellings, of
the Augusta House, has cooked some of them,

and pronounces them superior. They may bo
a variety worth cultivating. But the mystery ,
in our mind is, that they should have been the i
product of the gilliflower. Was that the way i
