SOCIAL ECONUMY OF A BEE HIVE.

A hive consistof the queen or mother bee, the
workers vary in numbers from 10,000 to 20000
br 50,000, and the males or drones from 700 to
double that number.

‘The queen is the parentof the hive;and her sole
province and occupation consists in laymg the
eggs, from which originate those prodigious mul-
titudes that people a hive,and emigrate frcm it in
in the course of one summer. In the height oi tiic
season her fertility is truly astonishing, as she |
lays not fewer than 200 eggs per day, and even
more when the season is particularly warm and
genial, and flowers are abundant; and this lay-
ing continues, though at a gradually diminish-
ing rate, till the approach of cold weather in
Ocrober.

An opinion has becn entertained that the queen
is followed in her progress, through the hive by
anumber of hersubjects formed in a circle round
heryand these of course, have been regarded as
the queen’s body guards. The truth is, however,
that her bee majesty bas no attendants, strictly
speaking; but wheraver she moves, the workers
whom she meets in her way instaatly and hurried-
ly clear the way before her, and turning all their
heads towards their approaching sovereign, lav-
ish theic carcsses upon her with much apparent
affection, and touch her softly withtheir autenne,
and these circumstances, wnich may be observed
every hour in the day, have givenrisc to the idea
of guards. On one occasien we gave her sub-
Jjects an opportunity of testfying their courage
in her defence, as well as thewr atf:ction and
geal. Observing her laying eggs in the comb
next tu the glass of the ive, we gently but
quiuklﬁopencd the pane, and endeavored to seize
her. But as soon as the removal of the glass
afforded room—while shut it was aymost in con-
tact with her back—and, before we could ae-
complish our purpose, they threw their badies
upon her to the number of at least an hundred,
and formed a cone over her of such magnitude,
that she could not be less than two inches dis-
tant from any part of the surface. We disper-
sed the mass with our finger, and got hold of her
precious person, and kept looking at her for some
minutes before we restored the captive to her
alarmed defenders. It is remarkable that this
yiolence was not resented by them, though they
coursed over our hand in scores, while we kept
hold of their mistress, not one individual used
its sting. ‘I'he all esgrossing object was the

ueen.

The mutual aversion of queens is a striking
feature in the natural history of this insect.
Their mutual enmity may be said to be an in-
born disposition with them; forno sooner has the
first of the race, on a hive about to throw offa
second swarm, escaped from her own cradle,
than she hurries away in search of her rivals,
and exerts herself with the utmost eagerness to
destroy them.

The workers, to the number of 10,000, 20,000,
and even 30,000, constitute the great mass ol
the population, and on them deyolve the whole
labors for the establishment. ‘Theirs is the
office of scarching for and collecting the precious
food which rot only furnishes their daily food,
as well as that of their young, and the surplus
of which is laid up for winter stores, but also
the materials from which they rear their beau-
tiful combs. In the little basket-shaped cavity
of their hind legs they bring heme the pollen or
farinacious dust of flowers, kneaded by the help
of the morning dew into tiny balls, which form
an important ingredient in the nourishment of
the brood; and a!so propolis or adhesive gum
extracted from willows, etc., with Which they
attach their combs to the upper part and sides of
the hive, axd stop every crevice that might ad-
mit the winter’s cold.

The natural term of the worker’s existence
does not extend, we think, beyond six or eight
months.

1t is the opinion of Dr. Bevan that all the becs
brought into existence at the queen’s great lay-
ing in the spring, die before winter. But many
never reach that period. Showers of rain, vio-
lent blasts of wind, sudden changes of atmos-
phere, destroy them in hundreds. In the clear
eold mornings and evenings of autumn, thewr
eagerness for foraging entices them abroad early
and late; when lighting on the ground, many are
ehilled and quickly perish. And should they
escape the blighting atmosphere at the close of

t a bright hine in a winter day, when
the ground perhaps is covered with snow, brings
them abroad in multitudes, and the half of them
never return.

The sole office of the male, or at least the
primary one, is to pair with the qaeen. Heis
the fathier of the hive. Indolent and luxurious,
he takes no part in the internal operations of
the domicile, and never leaves it with a view of
pharing in the labors of the field. When he
does venture abroad, it is only in the finest wea-
ther, and during the warmest part of the day.
He is easily distingushed from the workers by
his large size, by his heavy motion in flight, and
by his loud and humining sound. His l.i?e is ex-
tremely short.

Exterior or THE City oF ALrppo.—I
had occasion to mention the low rentals of hou-
ses, in Aleppo, as one of the facilities which
the town offers as a place of depot; but it
should be stated, that to keep the buildings in
repair is more costly than the amount paid for
rent; in fact, so little isreceived by the owners,
that the largest house proprietor in Aleppo,and
is supposed to own nearly one fourth of the ci-
ty, isby no means an opulent man. One great
source of expenditure is the gardens, which
cover all the roofs of the city. Seen from a-
bove the whole town is a succession of terraces
over which is spread a rank and luxurant vege-
tation; looking like anirregular plain, under
which the multitudinous inhabitants cireulate,
the streets being all of them covered in, and
lighted only by gratings from above. Looked
at from the terraces, Aleppo appears a subter
ranean cify, whose noises scarcely penetrate
through thie superincumbent bed of earth. It
is easy to walk from one end of the city to the
other, over the streets aad over the houses,
there being generally wooden steps or ladders
which enable the wanderer toascend or descend
from one rapge of terraces to another.

Damascus, probably the oldest city in the
world, still occupies the place it occupied in the
days of Abraham, and though it has, no doubt,
gecn many vicissitudes, its population is still
very considerable, and its trade is very exten-
sive. Damascus is called by the Orientals *a
earl surrounded by emeralds.” Nothing can
e more beautiful than its position, whether ap-
roached from the side of Mount Lebanon, from
the Desert to the east, or by the high road from
the north from Aleppo and Hamah. For ma-
ny miles the city is girded by fertile fields, or
gardens as they are called, which being water-
ed by rivers and sparkling streams, give to the
vegetation, corsisting principally of olive trees,
a remarkable freshness and beauty. Though
the trade of Damascus is very considerable, it
has no English establishment within its walls,
More than one has existed, but it hasnot been
found to answer; and the trade that has been
carried on for English account, is either by
French, Italian, or native houses. Of all the
cities of the East, Damascus is probably the
most oriental —the city which has undergone
the fewest changes. The Kuropean costume
is scarcely ever seen; and with few exceptions
I believe the Frank settlers have adopted the
Syrian dress. There is at Damascus a tribu-
nal of commerce for the settlement of business

| serpents, in all directions; wheels, stars,
