ing indigent hoys, belonging to the city of Baltimore,
and its vicinity, and to enable them 10 carry the object
of their association fully into effect, have petitioned for
an act of incorporation: Therefore,

Sec. 1.-Be it enacted by the General Assembly o
Marylund, That the said Charles Gilman, John R. W,
Dunbar, Samuel G, Wyman, Johu L. Carey, George
W. Norris, Geerge 8, Norris, William P. Stéwart, Jesse,
T. Handy, Hez Kiah C. Magruder, Thomas E. Bond
