On sending out to the Indian encampment, it
was discovered that all the Inaians had gonc.

Thus has ended all our well-grounded hopes
of bringing the war to a close by pacific mea-
sures; confident in the rescurces of the ¢ u.try,
the enemy will hol! out to the last, and can
aever be induced to come in again.

But the day before yesterday the chiefs not
only expressed a willingness but & desire to emi-
grate to the West. Acting up in full faith to
the p omises I had made to them, thuir conduct
is only to be attributed to the faithless disposr-
tion which has ever charactenzed then.

The partial delay caused by the armistice has
not tended to the injury ef the operations in
Florida, inasmugh as it has been couducive to
the health of the three regimeuts which have
suffered so severely—they will now be enabled
to take the field in larger force.
