A xEw Counrterreir.—The public are cau-
+ tioned, says the New York Express, against re-
ceiving notes, purporting to be Twenty Dollar
notes of the Mechanics’ & Traders’ Bank of that
city, being of the denomunation of two dollars,
altered to twenties, by the extraction ef the figur-
ing of the original impressions, and replacing it
with the figures 20; by a similar operation the
words 2 dollars are altered to 20 dollars. They
are easily distingmshed by the difference in the
arrangement of the vignette, which, in the gen-
aine twenty, is to be found over the signature of
the Cashier, and in the altered notes, near the
other end of the bill, nearly over the signature of
the President.
