discipline, so that the Church can propose to her
children only that doctrine whieh is sound and
consistent with truth, only that morality which
is pure, only that discipline which is conformable
to the maximß of _faith."

And, inyour letter to Mr. Forsyth, in speak-
ing of the Bull ol the present Pope on the subject
of slavery, you say he is "the divinely constitut-

ed" exponent of the doctrines and morality of the
'-unchanging Church."

In the Encyclical letter of the present Pop::,
published in the Catholic Diary, of New York,
dated on the 15th August, 1832, addressed to the
Patriarchs, Primates, Arch-Bishops and Bishops,
he denounces the liberty of the press as \u25a0ncvcr-to-
be-svjficientiy execrated and detested, and tells
you that "the subject engaged the closest atten-
tion of the lathers of the Council of Trent, and
as a remedy to so great an evil, they proposed
that most salutary decree for forming an index;"

in London in the course of the few hours which
have elapsed since the arrival of the speech of
the King. Though corrsctly anticipated ta be

COLLISION OK TWO STEAM VESSLES.?Co-
pious details are given of the loss of a splendid
steamer, the Phenix, a regular trader between
Havre and London, belonging to a French
company. She was lost at sea. offDungeness,
by coming in collision, at about nine o'clock
in the evening, with the steamer Eritania, a
powerful ship in the same trade, belonging, to
the Geneial Steam Navigation Company.

At the time the vessels came in sight of each
other, the Biitannia was keeping her course,
and she saw the Phcenix approaching and alter-
ed her helm. The Britannia at the same time
altered her helm for the purpose of goii.g clear
of the Phcenix, which however, still kept com-
ing down upon the Britannia. A3 soon as the
Britannia saw there was no possibility of avoid-
ing the Phmaix, the engines were stopped and
'he order given to back astern, but before the
latter operation could be effected the collision
took place, the Britannia striking the Phcenix,

} justbefore the paddle box on the starboard side,
! the weakest point ot a steam vessel, and cut
her down to the water's edge.

The Phcenix immediately began to fill, and
the baats of both vessels were lowered, and
saved the whole of the passengers and crew oi
the Phoenix, who were taken on board the Bri-
tannia. The Phoenix went down in 35 fathom
water, before the boats reached the Britannia,
and was irrecoverably lost.

The passengers belonging to the Phoenix
consisted of 40 persons; and the crew, engi-
neers, stokers and firemen, to 30 more, and a
majority of them were below in theii sleep-
ingberths when the collision took place. Tne
crash is described as tremendous and the wa-
ter immediately began rushing into the engine
room and cabins. The affrighted passengers
ran upon deck in their night clothes, and were
immediately lowered into the boat 3. The
safety of the females was first secured, and
the male passengers followed.

The Phoenix was aommanied by Capt. Le-
fort, a Frenceman, but with an English crew.
The loss of vessel and cargo is estimated at
£ 50,000.

The Britannia had her stem knocked away,
and a portion of her iarboare bows stove in by
the collision. The hole was stopped up with
blankets and tarpaulins by the crews of both
vessels, and the exterior covered over with
canvass to prevent the water pouring in. The
Britannia was not deeply iaden, or she would
have shared the same fate j3 the Phtrnix, and
every soul on board the >0 steamers would
have perished.

It appears by the report of Captain Lefort,
that no blame can be attached to bim justly.
He was steering nicely, t j avoid some tishing
lights, when the Britannia was descried, com-
ing directly down upon him He ordered the
helmsman to bear away, an i repeated the or-
der, but the Britannia was;. the windward of
him, and came down so rabidly that il was im-
possible to bring the Pha-fig out of her way.
