The

engraving of every part of the note is executed

in the most masterly style, and purports to have

been done by Underwood, Bald, Spencer and

Hufty, Philadelphia. The note before us is

, dated 4th May, 1840, Letter A. N. 321, and is

signed Elie Btally, Caahier, and Wxa. ifcyser

President. The signatures are counterfeits, and

it iproper to remark that Mr. Hayser has been

dead forupwanU of £wo years. We aie not

aware that the Hagerstown Bank has yet is-

sued any notes ot this new plate, and it would

therefore be the surest way to avoid imposition,

to refuse them altogether. ? Balto American.

General Armtstkad has issued an order,

requiting the troop 3 to resume hostilities.

MEXICO.
Vera Cruz dates t the 27th ulf, are con-

tained in our Havana papers. Under date of

the 30th September, at Tarnpico, it is stated,

that the Federalists, under Canales, after hav-
ing captured Linares and Villagarran, towns
on the borders of Tamaulipas and New Leon,

compelled the inhabitants to come out against
the Central Gevernment, and also to yield
heavy contributions of money, arms and horses,
for the support of the Federal cause. It
was believed, that Gen. Rivas who was fortify-
ng Victoria, would take early steps to punish
he marauders.

A letter from Gen. Arista, dated tire 15th of
September, at the town of Victoria, addressed
to the commandant of Vera Cruz, says the o-

called Federalists, having quarrelled among
themselves, had separated, one party proceed-
ing towards the town ofLoma Prieta and the
other, under Canales, having made its way
north. Gen. Reyes, with his cavalry and
scouts, was m hot pursuit,and entertained hopes
of overtaking the traitors before they should be
able to reach the woods.?A".

CAUTION TO TRAVELLERS COMING
SOUTH.?Travellers going South are cautioned

against giving credence to tlie handbills and placards is
sued by the Bay Company between Baltimore and Nor
folk, who resort to all sorts of devices to deceive the pub-
licand induce travellers to take their line, puldiaking a
mong other things statements purporting to be from trav-
ellers,that by ihv mail routes passengers going South axe
04 boors later than by the Bay line, and that they are sub-
jected to a personal superintendence of their baggage at
uie risk of losing it,and that they arc compelled at ths
North Auna River to walk a considerable distance down
a steep hill and np another in the middle of the night,
involvingboth exposure ami risk.

Allof those statements at a entirely false. Passengers
by the mail route are, as stated in the bills of the Mail
route, "often 'it hours m advance of those by the hoy
boats in reuching Charleston, and ncrer (unless in some
extremely rare contingency) behind them. So far from
having any trouble with baggage, this is ticketed OR board

the Potomac .steamboat*,(thrcouipuiiies on Hieroute thus

becoming rcsjionsible for it,) and is delivered on board
the Wilmington cars, ai:d the pawenger* have only at
points where changes occur, to transfer themselves from

one conveyance to another. At the North Anna, it is

true, they are obliged for a few days t walk a short di*
tanre act oss a temporary but perfectly aeftire bridge,frou
one set of cars to another; but this is at half past eight
o'clock in the evening, instead of at midnight, as stated
inone of the libels on the Mail route. In the course of
a week at farthest this difficulty willerase to exiet, as at

the expiration ofthat time, the rail road bridge now ia(
pidly re-constructing across die North Anna willbe pas
sable.

It willbe obvious to nH reflecting persons that the great

Mail route being the shortest by 20 miles, an.l being near-
lyuH riul road utust lie the most certain and expeditious;
that ilwould noi be employed for the conveyance ofthe
great uiaH unless it were so,uud that there niurt be more
risk on board bay steamboats out of sight of laud, urged
to the top oftheir Speed; lo compete with Ihe railroad
Idie, in which lite bursting of a boiler would probably

destroy ail or nearly all on board, than there can be in

rail road cars, where, in the event even nfan engine be-
ing thrown off the track, the engineer anil fireinuu only
would be injured.

A Strataosk. ?The principal proprietor of one of
ihe most extensive of the patent medicine manufacto-
ries is now in this city, and lias been here for a week
or two, we believe, for the purpose af instituting prose-
cutions against sortie of the smaller dealers, who, it is
alleged, have infringed upen the patent right owueil by
ihe former.

He inquired what quantity the gentleman
wanted. The " gentleman" was chewing, and soughl
tile door to avoid the spittle in his mouth.
