IMPORTANT NEWS I-OP. TEXAS.?We arc in-

infoimcd by I>r. Macaulyof Baltimore who has
returned to the United Stab's ia the Great Wes-

tern, that at the very moment of his leaving
London for Bristol, he learned from a source
that can entirely be relied vn, that on the night
previous to his departure, Lord Palmerxton and
General Hamilton, the Plenipotentiary for Tex-
as, agreed and concluded upon tiie proilet of a
Treaty, recognizing on the part of great Britain

the Sovereignity and Independence of the repub-
lic of Texas; the Treaty likewise provides ef-

fectively for the mediation of England, in pro-
curing an immediate pacification between Texas

and Mexico, and for the establishment of a well
defined boundary line between the two Repub-
lics.

The treatv would have eorne out in the Great
Western if sufficient time had been allowed af-
ter agreeing to the preliminaries to have en-
grossed and executed it.
