PRODUCTIONS OF IOWA

The Burlington News gives an interesting ac- j
count of the vegetable productions of the settled '
parts of lowa Territory. The principal white !
settlements are in the Black Hawk Purchase, J
which is a tract of land of about fifty miles av-
erage width, stretchißg along the Mississippi
from the Des Moines river up to the Neutral
Ground, nearly opposite Prairie du Chien. The
white population of this tract is stated at 44,000.
The News says that to a temperate climate, it
adds an unequalled fertility of soil, an abundant
water power, and the best distribution of prairie
and woodland for the purposes of the farmer. Of
its agricultural fitness and vegetable preductions
the News speaks thus:

"A year or two ago, the great excellence of
the soil and climate of the northern part of this
Territory for raising all the vegetable products
of the temperate zone was not known to its in-
habitants themselves. It was supposed that the
want of snow, on the praries would unfit them
to produce-winter wheat or rye, which requires
protection from the frosts, but repeated tiials for
the last three seasons, have shown clearly that I

' the high undfllating prairie lands are as well, if
not better, adapted to the cultivation of the win-
ter grain than the best lands of N.York, Ohio,f r
Michigan. This may arise from the nature of
the soil, whieh being a deep sandy loam, is not
liable to be thrown up by the frost.?Many of
our farmers have succeeded in raising from forty
to fifty bushels of first rate wheat from the acre.
Indian Corn of the flint kind is cultivated here
with great advantage and yields about as large
a crop as the best lands in the middle and eas-
tern states; but we do not consider that the
northern part of the Territory excels so much
in the corn crop as in the roots" and small grains.
Here, indeed, nature seems to have combined all
the requisites for the production of the esculent
roots inthe highest degree of perfection.

The Galena potatoe, which is celebrated for its
superior excellence on the Mississippi and all its
tributaries, is produced in the northern part at
lowa, and the portion .1' Wisconsin lying adja-
cent, and the yield is from four to five hundred
bushels to the acrt, without any particular care
in cultivation. Onions are produced no where
in the United States equal to those of lowa and
Wisconsin; they can be raised from the seed ina
single season from 15 to 20 inches in circumfer-
ence, and the ground so covered with them that
itcan scarcely be seen, the Aula Baga, beet,
turnip, and in fact every esculent root from tem-
perate climates, the cultivation of which has
been tried by our farmers succeeds equally ell w

following account of an attempt
made during the revolutionary war to blow up
the British vessels of war in New York har-
bor, may be ol interest to most of our readers.
It is copied from a New Yorkpaper ofNovem-
ber, JS2I, and is an obituary notice of the gal-
lant soldier who made the daring attempt:?

"DIED?At Lynne, (Conn.) on the 29th nit.
Captain EZRA LEE, aged 72, a revolutionary
officer. When the British fleet lay in the North
river, opposite the city of New York,and while
General Washington had possession of the city,
lie was very desiraus to be rid of such neigh-
bors. A Mr. Bushnell, of Saybrook, Conn.,
who had the genius of a Fulton, constructed
sucli a marine machine ofa comical form, bound
together with iron bauds, within which a per-
son might sit, and with cranks and skulks
could navigate to any depth under water. In
the upper part was affixed a vertical screw for
the purpose of penetrating ships' bottoms, and
to this was attached a magazine of powder,
within which was a clock, which, on being set
to run arty given time, would, when run down,

spring a gun lock, and an explosion would fol-
low. This Marine Turtle, so called, was ex-j
amined by Gen. Washington and approved; to :
preserve secrecy, it was experimented within
an enclosed yard, in over twenty to thirty feet
water, and kept during daylight locked up iu a

vessel's hold. The brother of the inventor was

to be the person to uavigate the machine into
action, but on sinking it the first time, he de-
clined the service.

General Washington, unwillingtorelinquish
the object, requested Major General Parsons to
select a person in whom he could confide, vol?
entarily, to engage in the enterprise; the latter
being well acquainted with the heroic spirit,
tlie patriotism, and the firm and steady c.urage
of the deceased above mentioned, immediately
communicated the plan and the offer, which
he accepted, observing that his life was at Gen-
eral Washington's service. After practising
the machine, until he understood its powers of
balancing and moving underwater, a night was

fixed for the attempt. General Washington
and his associates inthe secret, took their sta-
tions on the roof ofa house in Broadway, anx-

iously awaiting the result. Morning came,
and no intelligence could be had of the intrepid,
3ub-marine navigator, nor could the boat which
attended him give account of hiin alter parting
with him the first part of the night.

While these anx ts spectators were about
to give him up as iost, several barges were

seen to start suddenly from Governor's Island,

(then in possession of the Biitish,) and proeee
towards some object near the Asia ship of the
line?as suddenly they were seen to put about
and steer for the Island with springing oars. In
two or three minutes an explosion took place,
from the surface of the water, resembling a
water spout, which aroused the whole city and
region: the enemy's ships took the alarm?sig-
nals were rapidly given?the ships cut their
cables and proceeded to the crook with all pos-
sible despatch, sweeping their bottoms with
chains, and with difficulty prevented their
crews from leaping overboard.

During this scene of consternation, the deceas-
ed came to the surface, opened the brass head
of his aquatic machine, rose and gave a signal
for the boat to come to him, but they could not
reach him, until he again descended under wa-
ter, to avoid the enemy's shot from the Island,
who had discovered him and commenced fir-
ing in his wake. Having forced himself
against a strong current, under water, until
without the reach of shot, he was taken in tow
and landed at the Battery amidst a great crowd,
and reported himself to General Washington,
who expressed his entire satisfaction that the
object was effected without the loss of lives.
The deceased was under the Asia's bottom
more than two hours, endeavoring to penetrate
her copper, but in vain. He frequently came
up under her stern gallery, searching'for ex-
posed plank, arid could hear the sentinels cry.
Once be was discovered by the watch on deck,
and heard them speculate upon him, but con-
cluded a drift log had paid them a visit?he re-
turned to her bottom and examined it fore and
aft and then proceeded to some other ships; but
the impossibility ofpenetrating the copper, for
want of a resisting power, saved the lives ot
hundreds. The longest space of time be could
remain under water was two hours. For a
particular description of this sub-marine curi-
osity, see Sillirnan's Journal ofArts : nd Scien-
ces.?N. Y. Com.

ACCIDENT ON THE RIVER. ?The steam
boat De Witt Clinton, on her pass *ge from Al-
bany, last night, when nearly abreast of Hyde
Park, unfortunately run down a sail boat, with
two boys [brothemjin ir.cfthe agesoflfiand 14
the youngest of whom was drowned. The boys
had been taking a sloop down the river, and
were returning to Hyde Parke, where they
resided. We understand that no blame attac-
hes to Capt. Roe, or his officers or hands.
The boat -was in the shadow of a high bluff,
and the shouts which the boys raised, when
they became aware of their peril, were not
heard on board the steamer until too late. The
eldest lad is a strong swimmer, and rose to th
surface immwediately after the collision. At
tiie moment ofhis rising he caught a glimpse of
his brother struggling near the steam boat, and
shouted "catch taat boy;" but the object of his
solicitude sunk before any assistance could be af
ford'd nim. The elder iad had nearly reached
the shore when picked up. He was treated
with great kindness on board the steamer, and a
subscription ot abo ;t thirty dollars having been
raised for him, he w .s set ashore at Poughkeep-
sie, accompanied by a rnan engaged by the pas-
sengers to see him safe home to Hyde Park.?
