four hours in advance of the pasfengen by tbe Great
MailLine. But to our great astonishment, on arriving
at Weldon we were too late for the ran for Wilmington
and Charleston; and instead of being "twenty-four
hours in advance of die mail," we were thrown bach
twenty-four boons behind it.

It is true the Bay Line, via Pottemouth, in the only
line now mining to Wei don, but "rs hv the
Great MnilLine are laided by steamboat n Halifax, a
point equally aa pleasant, on Uie Wilmington rail road,
several miles below Welden.
