ily, with the exception of his daughter Cath-
arine and an old indisposed slave, were attend-
ing service in a village chuich. Not a breath
disturbed the serenity of the atmosphere?no
sound profaned the racredness of the day; the
times were dangerous; and Catharine had
locked herself and the old slave in the house,
until the return of the family from church. A
rap was heard at the front door.

Mica cs a subslilxite for Window Glass,in
the Bntltrly Iron Works, Eng. ?ln the win-
dows at the Butterly Iron Works so much glass
was broken by the drippings of iion, that a sub-
stitute was sought which should resist a mod-
erate blow, and yet be translucent. A quantity
of sheets ol mica were procured from Calcatta,

which, when fixed into the cast iron window
fiames, were found to resist the blow of a chip-

' ping of iron driven oil' by the chisel with such
force as world have shivered a pane ef glass.
Mica possesses both toughness and elasticity
a d when a iece of iron d) s penetrate it,
merely a hole is made large enough to allovr
the piece to pass, white the o'her parts remain
uninjured. It is not quite so transparent as

glas, but it is not so much less so as to be ob-
I jectionable; but this circumstance is not so im-
portant at Butterly, as, in consequence of the
quantity of fluoric acid gas in the blast furnaces,
the glass in the windows is speedily acted upon,
and assumes the appearance of being ground.
Mica is a little more expensive than common
glass; but, as its duration promises to be much
longer, itmust be more economical; and if an
extensive use of it could be induced, a more
ready supply would be obtained?probably from
Pennsylvania or from Russia, where it is com-
monly'used for windows in farm houses, and
also on board ships of war, as it is less liable
to befractured by the concussion of the air du-
ling the discharge of heavy artillery. It can
be procured ofalmost any dimensions necessary
for ordinary purposes, as it has been found in
Russia in masses of three feet diameter. It is
susceptible of very minute subdivision, as, ac-
cording to Hauy, it may be divided into plates
no thicker than one three hundred-thousandth
patiofan inch.
