though so essential to human happiness, is a
subject to which the natural man is averse; and
being not immediately connected with lus world-
ly pursuits, he is generally disposed to take it
on trust, without much inquiry. To this it is
owing, that men distinguished for learning and

professional eminence, still adhore to the Ro-

mish faith, acknowledging a foreign potentate, as

the representation of God upon earth, and the

Supreme Dictator in their spiritual concerns. ?

It is only in this way, that we can account for
that men of such highly cultivated minds, as Mr

Taney and Mr. Gaston, continue to be zealous
papists; that they have been taught on their

mother's lap, to believe implicitlyon the priest,

and to hold, that all religious inquirers are sin-
ful, so far as they involve the exercise of pri-

vate judgment; which is striatly prohibited by

the Church, of which they profess to be members.
Your press, I believe, is the first political one,

that has assumed the duty of warning this na-

tion against the anti-republican tendency of Ro-

manism, and to expose its insiduous hostility to

our free institutions, and als® to demonstrate,
from the aets, genius and character of the papal

Church, that she is ever grasping at ciTil power
and wealth for self-aggrandizement, and for

History teachos
us that in all countries, w here she is established

did not do away its exorbitant pretensions and

claims; as the Church declares herself unchang-
ed and unchanging. Let us for a moment sup-
pose, that the Romanists constituted fifteen-

sixteenths of the American people, as the Prot-
estants now do, who does not believe that, in

such case, the genius arid character of Papal
power, backed by the Holy Alliance, would soon

destroy our free institutions, and that the sflfice

of Inquisitor General would soon not be merely
titular, as it now is, in these United States.

To understand the character and pretensions,
and the usurpation of the Romish Church, it is

necessary to examine her acts and doings with
nations, whose rulers maintained the Pope's su-

premacy; and more especially, since the expan-
sion of the human intellect has introduced more

liberal principles of government. We all must
admit, (even the most sceptical,) that all the

mighty eilorts of Papal Rome have been directed
to their overthrow and extinction.

There is another view of this subject, which 1

wish to present in this communication, that ne-

cessarily has a bearing on our political institu-

tions. The .European journals have for several
years past, published accounts of the conversien

of Protestant nobility and princes to the Romish
faith, and also of a more tolerant disposition on

the part of the Protestant sovereigns ofEngland
and Prussia towards it. It may not be generally

Those
who claim to govern by divine right, find that
these doctrines inculcate implicit obedience on
heir subjects, who are kept in abject slavery
and ignorance, and acquiesce in their degrada.
tion, by the instrumentality of a corrupt priest-
hood, who divide the spoils with the civil rulers-

The grand object of the Holy Alliance was to
employ the combined power of those princes,
organized by treaty stipulations, to degrade their
subjects and to keep them in passive suomission.The late emperor of Austria on a visit to one of
the universities of his dominions, after being
honored with an exhibition of scieneo by the
students, remarked, that he wanted good and
obedient, not learned subject-. When wc make
further inquiry, and heboid that power, worldly
interest and splendor are paramount objects of
the Church of Rome, and contemplate the means
which she possesses to attain them, and is ever
ready to employ,?such as dispensations, indul-
gences, absolutions and jusuitical casuistry to

quiet the consciences of her corrupt instruments,
we may well have fears lor the liberty of our
country from her machinations. Prince Mctter-
nich, who is at the head of the Holy Alliance
for political objecls, is a patron of the Popish
missions to diffuse Romanism in our nation; and
from a view of these facts, is itnot apparent to

!the most superficial inquirer, that it is a hostile
movement against our free institutions?

BANKAFFAIRS.

Our Jefferson correspondent notices the call
of Mr Smith of Lincoln for the correspon-
dence received from the London Agents ol the
Bak of Missouri. As his account is brief
and with Locofocos, may not be so authorita-

tive' as that in the Argus, we copy from it all

that is necessary for our purpose.

Hans Smith: "Resolved, that the
President of the Bank of Missouri be required

*ln snpport of his resolution Mr#Smith stat-

I ed that since the committee had left St. Louis,

I thev had understood that offers had been made

tor the purchase of the State Bonds in the event
of Harrison's election to the Presidency. As

? the committec desired to make an immediate
report and believed this correspondence might

throw lighton the subject of their investigation,

he hopcil the resolution would be adopted.
"Some member suggested that this proposi- '

tion was premature, as the the House had not
been informed of the organization of the Sen-

"Mr. Hans Smith remarked that there could

be no valid objection to the resolution from this
source. That the correspondence alluded to

had taken place was certain. The President of

the Bank had informed him that such letters
were in his possession. They had been re-

ceived, but could not be communicated by the
President of the Bank alone without the consent
of the Directory, or the requisition of the
House. A rule of the Bank made it the duty

of the President not to disclose any thing con-

nected with the transactions of the Bank, un-

less the Directors should first authorize it to
be done. In the present case, the House alone
was competent to reach the information ne-

sired, at least it was only through the House
that the purposes of the committee could be ac-

complisheri. They wished to repoit imme-
diately, and wanted the letters with that view.

The President of the Bank was in town, had
many of (he letters with him. and was ready to

delivered thein upon a call of the House. The
letters might be innocentin themselves ?that
was to be seen?at any rate their production
could do no harm. Their authors might proba-
bly be like many of our own citizens, believing

the success of Harrison certain, and willingto

make extravagant offers in contemplation ei

that event. There was another matter. There
had been ample reason from other sources to

believe that the influence of British money had
been brought to bear on our domestic elections.
That had been denied. We now have the f vi-

dence to prove it, said Mr. Smith. Ihe proof
can be immediately put in our hands, by a call
of the House, and lie hoped the call would be
promptly made.

"Mr. "Wood, of Clay, said he had no objec

tion to the passage of thej resolution, but
thought it premature, as the Senate was not yat
organized. He moved to lay it on the table.

"Mr. Young, then, with his usual eloquence
and perspicuity, entered into a discourse about
white-washing, &c , and resumed his seat,

"Mr. Smith explained the course of the com-

mittee, They had made a minute scrutiny
into the conduct and management of the Bank.
They had not left a single rumor or charge
against itunexamined. But their plan had been,

011 hearing any evil report, to investigate it
fully. And had they been informed of the

existence of the correspondence in question,
they would have called on the Directors for
explanations. They did not hear of it, how-
ever, until after they had left St. Louis. On
mentioning it to the President of the Bank, he
said that he knew not how the report had got
out, being excluded hiinselt with the Directors,
by a strict rule of the Bank, from revealing it.
Ilwas now certain that the correspondence ex-

isted. The committee believed it to be their
duty to get possession of the correspondence,

and they were solicitous as public agents to
perform that duly. Some of the letters were

at St. Louis?the rest the President had with
him in the city. The latter could be furnished
at once; and the former sent lor. The commit-
tee wanted them to guide their own action.
They did not seek to dictate to the House. Nor
were these letters necessarily such as ought to
be presented to the House. 01 that the com-

mittee would have to judge, unless the House
should subsequently demand them ofthe com-

mittee. There were other papers in the same

situation. For example, the Bank ot_ Missouri
had brought suit against a bank in New York.
The papers connected with it in the possession
of the committee were not fit to be published
at this time, as they might be used as evidence
in New York against our Bank.

'?Other remarks were made by members, when
the resolution was modified so as '.o require all
the correspondence the President of the Bank
may have with him at Jefferson, and the balance
as soon as practicable, and adopted without dis-
sent."

We believe we understand this move and its

objects. Some time ago, ifwe hare been correct
ly informed, the London Acent- of the Bank,
with whom the State's bonds had been deposited,
by President Smith, to sell, wrote to the Bank,
that state sto ks were depreciated and could not
be expected torise until there was a change of
Administrations. This is the substance of the

correspondence. The object ot 11. Smith's mo-
tion is So get these letters out so as to enable
Col. Benton to use them in Washington, in sup-
port ofthe charge, that foreign capitalists were
attempting to bribe the American people, inter-

fering with elections, See. Sec. We doubt not

that this correspondence will figure largely in
Congress this winter. Let every one remember
that it is between a Locofoco Bank and their own

foreign agent. Aside from this, we are glad the
correspondence has been drawn out, the people
will now see why it is that the bonds of Missou-
ri have gone a begging inthe market.

But there is another thing about this that re-
quires explanation. How doe<: it happen, that
John Smith, president of the Bank, C ARRIES
WITH HIM,when attending to his own private
business, THF. RF.CORDS AND PAPERS OF THE

BAN C? By what right does he take from the
files of (lie Bank papers and correspondence,
which, by the rules of the Directors, he is pro-
hibited from exposing, and carry them to Jef-
ferson City? Is there no infraction of his offi-
cial oath in this? We confess that we are as-

tounded by the declaration that President
Smith, had in his pockets, at Jefferson, papers
of the Bank's which he had no light to remove
from the rooms of the Bank. Again: Is this
dene with the consent and connivance of the
Cashier? Does he tolerate the President to
take from the Bank, important papers and ear-

ly them wherever his electioneering tours may
lead him? Ifso, where is the abstraction to
stop? What security is there for papers of any
description in the Bank? Ifthe President, when
he goes on an errand of electioneering for hi?
post may carry away the correspondence of
the Bank, why, may he not cany away her
books, the notes of individuals or any papers.
This, to our mind, is the highest stretch of
power we have witnessed in this Locofoco con-
cern. It is time the people should look to it.
Itis indeed something new,that the President ef
the Bank, shall be tolerated in carrying in his
pockets the papers and records of the Bank.

But, why did Mr. Hans Smith stop at call-
ing for the letters of the coriespondests? Why
did he sot also call for the action el the Board
of Directors on these letleis, and the reply of
President Smith to them? This would have
explained at once, the light in whichithey were
viewed by the Board, and who there were that
thought it was an attempt on the part of foreign
capitalists to influence our elections. Since a
part has been called for, let the public have
the whole. Lut as see the Ayes and Nays on
theqaestion ofremoving these London agents,

F and the President's replies. We advise the Col-
onel to look into this, or he may find himself
in a most awkward predicament.

They were answers to other letters, and de-
clined taking the Bonds in the course ofnegotia-
tion, for good and sufficient reasons therein
mentioned, among which were, the pressure
in the money market there, the prospects of a
short crop, and their lack ofconfidence in the
manner in which things appeared to be managed
in "lis country. They however looked for-
ward to the time when American stocks would
regain their wonted credit; when a change of
Administration would restore that confidence
which was formerly had in American State
slocks, &c, &c. These, I believe were about
the ideas expressed, and nothing more?certain-
ly nothing worse, and it will be hard to inuke
more, or worse, out of the correspondence.
They were just such letters as prudent busi-
ness men would write, whether Englishmen or

' Americans. However, as they are ordered
to be printed, you will see them, it is hoped, in
a few days.

I After this disposal of Ihe letters, Mr. Ster-
, ling Price (speaker) oflered the following joint
resolutions:

Resolved, By the House of Representatives,
the Senate concurring: I. That the Bonds of
the State ofMissouri, in the hands ofErederick
Huth & Co., London, be recalled, and taken out

of the European Market.
2. That the two letters from Frederick Hutli

&. Co., dated London, June 3, anil September
11th, 1840, dispose the evidence of a direct in-
teiference oil the part of British capitalists, in
the internal politics of the United States, and
especially in the Presidential election of IS4O,
and in favor of changing the American Execu-
tive.

3. That the said letters contain internal evi-
dence of a belief in the minds of British capi-
talists, that the value of American Bonds and
Stocks in their hands, willbe increased by the
election of the Federal candidate to the Presi-
dency in 1840.

4. That the said letters contain internal evi-
dence of a design on the part of British capi-
talists, to bribe the American people with their
own money.

5. That, any legislation on the part of Con-
gress to increase the value of American Bonds
and Stocks, in the hands of British capitalists,
will bean alarming compliance with the belief,
and expectation of said capitalists, and will be
a reward to them for their interference in our
elections, and an encouragement to continue
their interferences in time to come.

<>. That any assumption or guarantee of said
debts, or any provision for paying them, on

the part of the General Government, or any
attempt to appropriate the public land revenue

to their payment, will be an invitation to Brit-
ish capitalists to interfere in our Legislature as
well as elections, and an inducement to them
to use all the means known to the moneyed

| power to obtain the passage of law 3 favorable
to their interests, and tending to enhance the
value of Stocks and Bonds held by them.

7. That all the modes of assuming, guaran-
teeing. or providing for the payment of the
State debts in Europe, the most objectionable
and injurous would be by appropriating the pub-
lic land revenue to that object; as thereby, in
addition to all evils of an actual assumption of
said debts, the public lands would become vir-
tually mortgaged to foreigneis who would im-
mediately feel an interest in the sale and dis-
position ofsaid lands, adverse to the interests of
the people, their influence in Congress to pro-
cure the same to be seld for the highest possi-
ble price,and topreventall equitable reductions
ol price, and also preventing ait donations and
pre-emptions to actual settlers.

8. That it is unconstitutional, degrading to
the character of the States, tending to consoli-
dation, and involvingcoirupt practices on the
part of foreigners, for Congress to engage in
any schemes to sustain State credit in Eu-
rope.

9. That a copy of these resolutions, and of
the two others to which they refer, be furnish-
ed to the Missouri delegation in Congress; and
that the same be spread on the journals of this
House.

The resolutions were laid on the table and
ordered to be printed; and after the transaction
of sundry matters of minor importance, the
House adjourned until to-morrow morning, at
9 o'clock.
Correspondence ofthe JVlis3ouri Republican.

JEFFERSON CITY, NOV. 20th, 1810.
fYesterday's letter contained the substance of

the proceedings ofthe forenoon session. It was
made up at the time, because the afternoon session
did not commence until 3, and the mail of that

day, which crosses the river, was closed at 4
o'clock.]

Thursday, Nov. 19th 1840, Afternoon.
The House met agreeably to adjournment, and

in a brief space, thereafter, Mr. Smith of Lin-
coln, from the Bank Examining Committee,
submitted a report upon the condition of the
Bank, which was read, accompanied by some ten
or dozen letters which, being numbered and re-
ferred to in the report, but forming no part of it,
were not read. The accompaniments formed

part of the correspondence of the Bank, called
for a few days ago.

A motion was made to lay the report on the
table and print This was promptlyand strenu-
ously opposed, by others, and a motion was made
to recommit the report, with instructions to
make papers No. 1 and 2, part of the report.

These papers were letters from certain Bankers
in London to the President of the Bank of Mis-
souri, in reply to letters from hiin, upon a pre
position to them to purchase Missouri State
Bonds. From what I could learn of these let-
ters, it appeared that these Bankers had refused
to purchase those Bonds, because they had no
confidence in the party in power which waged
an incessant and implacable war upon State and

Corporate credit, and held that Slates were not
bound for their liabilities.

Upon the motion to recommit, a spirited, inter-

esting, and an able debate sprung up, which
lasted, during the session, which did not termi-
nate until after candle lightning, in which not
less than a dozen persons participated, some of
whom spoke several times. Among thespeakers
were, Messrs. Mitchell, Doniphon, Bogy of St.

LouD, Wood, McLean, and Churchill, for lay-
ing on the table; and Messrs. Smith of Lincoln,
Price (Speaker,) and Thompson for recommit-
ment. Others spoke on both sides, but I did,
learn their names.

During the debate, the whole length anil

breadth of the merits of the Presidential Election
were brought up and amply discussed. On the
one side it was argued, and proven "as clear
as mud," that the President elect instead of

having been elected by the people of the Ignited

Slates through the ballot boxes, had becnelectcd
in the city ofLondon. This, I ought to have
said, was boldly asserted, but not proven, but
these two letters were to prove the fact. It was
also asserted in the same unqualified manner

that Ifi or 20 millions of money, (I disremember
which,) had beensentover to this country to ac-
complish this desideratum. It had long been

known to the leader* of the Whig party, that

Harrison would be elected; for, at the most gloo-
my period of their prospects, when no Democrat,
and the great mass at the Whig party thern-
selvus, believed the election of Harrison impossi-
ble, a son-in-law of Henry Clay, residing in
Nashville, could find 110 less than $200,000 to
hazard on the election of Harrison. Such was
the sum, both of argument and evidence, of the
election of Harrison in the city of Eondon,
through the instrumentality of some twenty mil-
lions of llritish gold.

The re-commitment was opposed on account
of the unfair, cxpartc, one-sided eaurse proposed
to be taken, 'fnc Whig members saw through
the whole matter. The Locofocos had been
defeated, and now they wanted to furnish them-
selves with a plausible reason for it. They had
been often defeated themselves, and they never
became satisfied, and resigned to their fate, un-
til bad satisfactorily ascertained the causes
of their defeats, which generally proved to be
ocaasionad by a want 01 votes. Hut they had

no objection to the rw-csmmitment, provided all
the correspondence of the Hank, (and nut two
detached, isolated letters of that correspondence)
was made part ot the Kcport. Gentlemen ob-

jected to the inclusion of the whole correspond-
ence, because it amounted to bushels ot papers;
but how happened it,?that Mr. President
Smith should bring with him these two letters
and forget to bring with him the letters which
drew these forth from the London Bankers. Let
text and context, question and answer, appear
together. The election is now over, but it is
not long since it had taken place. Previous
thereto, the pretensions of Harrison were osten-
sibly held in derision. Ifelected at all it was
to be by hard cider and coon-skins; but now that
he is elected, another reason is sought for, and

it is found in British gold. A certain very great
man, now in this city, had been heard to say
thus much to himself. ' I cannot pretend to give
even the mora prominent points of the knock-sun-
down arguments and severe thrusts, made by the
Whig speakers, on their opponents, during the
debate.

During the debate, the circumstance was ve-
ry much marvelled at, how the existence of this
correspondence, (with the London Bankers,)
came to be known. Tiic President and Direct-
ors had enjoined on themselves the most inviola-
ble secrecy in relation to it; yet it leaked out.?

j Mr. Smith, of Lincoln, heard of it on his way
from St. Louis to this city, and mentioned the

j fact to Mr. President Smith, who marvelled ex-
j eeedingly thereat, and could not divine how the

| fact had eseaped from the keeping of him and
liis colleagues. At that very moment, he liad the
same letters in his pocket, bringing on to this
place, for the express purpose f making them
public. The secret, however, of how a know-
ledge of their existence became scattered to the
winds, was disclosed. Samson's heifer had been
in the plough. Col. Benton had been informed
of, and doubtless liad read these letters, and had
mentioned their contents at Palmyra,from whence
the information took a direction, after the man-
ner of tornadoes, that intersected the rout lead-
ing from St. Louis to Jefferson City.

1 luring the debate, Mr. President Smith was
in tile House, and is said to have been busily en-
gaged in conversations with members, though
this Ido not know to be the fae/, for I did not
know the man. 1 saw a gentleman go up to Mr.
Price when he was speaking, and correct him by
whispering in his ear, and then I learnt who Mr.
Smith was, by physiognomy. It is also said,
that during the debate, "the prince, the chief of
many throned powers, who led the embattled
seraphim to war," was seen in the rotunda. If
so, it is probable that lie was in the House dur-
ing the same; in which case, if great men have
feelings, he must have heard some things he did
not like, and witnessed a triumph in argument
by no means grateful.

I will endeavor to give a sketch of this tie-1
bate hereafter, il Ican find leisure to make it
out.

Upon the meeting of the House this morn-

ing, anil after the transaction of some minor
matters, Mr. Price withdrew his motion to
recommit with instructions which left the

! House to make some other disposition of the
matter. The report was then adopted, and
on motion the correspondence leferred to and
numbered therein, ordered to be read. The
letters were read in the order of their dates; and,
it so turned out that the letters first in the order
of number were last in order of date. They
were dated June the 3d, and September the
11th, 1840. They turned out to be as veritable
a mare's nest, as ever was stumbled upon?a
mountain bringing forth a mouse. Two thou-
sand copies were ordered to be printed.
