THE PUBLIC SCHOOL MONEY.

It will be recollected that a committe from

the board of aldermen was appointed to visitall

_ the public schools in this city, to examine the
books from which instruction is given, and to
make a general investigation of the manner in
which those schools are conducted. The com-
mittee was appointed on the 16th ult., and from
that time until yesterday, the 26th, they have
been indefatigable in their investigations. We
understand that the committee will be ready
to report at the next meeting of the beard, and
the question will probably be soon settled. It
is intimated that “the committee will recom-
mend the formation of a joint committee of six §
—three from the board of allermen, and the
like number from the bishops—who shall ex-
amine all the books (except the Bible) now
in use, and that every thing that the joint coin-
mittee shall deem offensive to the Catholics shall
be removed from the schoels.

A singular circumstance occurred yesterday
at St. Peter’s school, in Barclay-street. While
the committee were in examination of that
school, in company with some Catholic gen-
tlemen, the identical book which Bishop
Hughes objected to so sirenuously when be-
fore the board of aldermen, was found to be
in use there. The discovery excited no little
wonder.

We learn that several of the teachers now in
the public schools belong to the Catholic Church
and the Protestants have never made eomplaint
on that account.

ENCOURAGEMENT oF PorErRY—OrrosiTion
r0 ScripTURAL EpucaTioN.—Much interest
has been excited in Liverpool relative to a mis-
understanding between the corporation and
clergy about the corporation schools. Mr. C.
E. gl'rew-lyan, a person connected with the
council, has published a pamphlet entitled,
“No Popery Agitation, and the Liverpool Cor-
oration ‘Schools,” in which he accuses the
iverpool clergy of maligning and deserting the
schools, under the influence of “party sectari-
an zeal,” This bold charge immediately drew
forth a powerful reply from the Rev. Augustus
Campbell, rector of Liverpool, in which the re-
verend gentlemnn_asserts that the clergy left
the schools on principle, being compelled to
do so by the town council, who prohibited
rayer, because the Romish clery would not al-
ow their orthodox children to pray with here-
tic Protestants, and because the council exclu-
ded the authorized version of the Bible «till
school was closed,” and published a code of laws
ordaining that no peculiar religious inst:uction
should be given until the termination ef school
business, and then only to those “whose parents
did not object.” With reference to the subject
of prayer, 1t appears thata form was proposed
to the priests, to which they did not object,but
declined acceding to it, as their children could
not be permitied to join with Protestant child-
ren in any form of prayer. “It was underthese
circumstances,” says Mr. Campbell, “that the
clergy deserted the sehools, and their example
was followed by all the eminent dissenting
ministers, not one of whom has since attend-
ed.”
