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Eu;chlclT\'.—According to exporimeuls,
the electric fluid travels at the rate of two hun-
dred thousand miles in a second. This is
twelve millions of milesa minute. Previous
experiments had proved that light travelled at
the rate of eight millions of miles in a minute.
Though the last be a velocity difficult to con-
ceive, we do not find much greater difficulty
in conceiving the other. Light is probably a
modification of electricity in combination with
other matter; and this combination may dimin-
5sh its velocity. However this be, sufficient
is known to prove that electricity, light, mag-
netism, galvanism, caloric or heat, and oxygen
if not identical, belong to the same family.
Fire can always be kindled by electricity. So
can it be by a galvanic battery, or the concen-
tration of the solar light. So can it be by some
operation of magnetism. No combustion can
be sustained without oxygen: and oxygen sup-
Eorts animal life by being mixed “with the

lood. This mixture imparts heat to the blood
and animal life is always accompanied by heat.
Blood mixed wilh oxygen is red, and deprived
of it is black. A stream of the electric, galva-
nic, or magnetic fluid will render 0lack blood
red, thus producing upon it the effect of oxy-
gen, and so far proving their identity with
that zas." We thence infer, not that electricity,
or galvanism, or magnetism, is oxygen, but that
oxygen contains one or the other of these
fluids, and that all three are esientially the
same,

Heat is the source of wll animal and vegeta-
ble life, and electricity is doubtless the founda-
tion of heat. Magnets, electric machines, and
galvanic batteries are merely different instru-
ments for exhibiting the same substance or
principle, and we belicve this principle to be
?e vital principle of all creation.—New York

un.

THe JEws oF CHarrLeEsTON.—We have
taken some pains to ascertain the cause of the
recent separation which has taken place in the
Hebrew congregation of this city.

The question upon which they divided, was
whether they should introduce an organ into
the Synagogue service, which was decided, we
learn by a vote of 44 to 40 in favor of the in-
novation—the officiating minister either ac-
companying or leading tﬁe majority. The mi-
nority were of the opinion, that having the or-
gan on the Holy Sabbath and other holy days
involved a violation of the fourth command-
ment, and as that commandment included
the stranger that is within their gales, it
would be a sin for them either to do it
themselves or to employ any other who is not
a Jew to do it. And that though the organ was
employed in the sacred services of the Temple,
it was when they were a distinct nation, and
when the regular sacrifices were offered. But
according to their sacred books, or books of
very high authority, the organ was not to be
used during their dispersion in the solemn wor-
ship of God, as itsuited not their condition,and
was not expressive of that humility, which they
should feel for their sins, on account of which
God had long been dealing with them in’anger.
