BILLS. ?In China, where bells were invented
and first introduced, they were used for the pur-
pose of clearing the air of evil spirits, and were

rits; and old records say, that the tolling of bells
kept spirits of darkness from assaulting believers.
They were thought to be peculiarly efficacious
in subduing the power of the devil during storms,
and were therefore always rung with ardor while
the war of elements prevailed. The Dutch are
particularly fond of bells. In Amsterdam, it is

said, that not not less than a thousand bells are
kept constantly ringing, te the no small edifica-
tion of the native inhabitants, and the annoy-
ance of foreigners, some of whom, with delicate
nerves, are glad to escape as speedily as possible.
Every church and public building is hung around
with them in endless variety, and they are kept
chiming and striking every quarter of an hour

the day through. On the Staat-house, a per-
former is is stationed to play to the market peo-
ple a superior sort of bell-music upon the car-
illons. This is done by a contrivance, similar t.

the keys of a piano-forte, which the earilloneur
strikes with all his might, and though a Hercu-
lean task, often with science and dexterity. ?

The Russians adopted bells in the tenth century.
Their famous bell at Moscow, weighing f.rty-
tliree thousand pounds, when put in motion,
will agitat. the surrounding country for forty
miles around. These facts will indicate to us,
how little we know of bells in this country. We
are not a musical people after this fashion, and

' long may we remain, in respect to bells, behind
the good people of Amsterdam. The spirits of
evil that infest this quarter of the globe, would
he little afraid of bells, it is thought, or aav
other physical contrivance; and if we are to
judge frem the incessant ding-dong that oar
Dutch neighbors over the water are obliged to

' keep ap, we may infer that Satan and his sate-
. lites are not at all disposed to stand off at a very

respectful distance. Indeed, we may readily sup-
pose, that his majesty has long since ceased te
regard these sonorous warnings.

NOISE AND SOUND.?There is a marked dis-
tinction, says Gardner, in his Music of Nature,
between noise and musical sound. Noise is a
eenfused mixture of sounds produced by the con-
cussion of non-elastic bodies; whereas musical
sound is a pure harmonious effect, emanating from

a single clastic body, as the tone of a bell. It is

a curious fact, that musical sounds fly further,
and are heard at a greater distance, than those
which arc more loud and noisy. If we go on the
other side of a town, during a fair, says the
same writer, at the distance of a mile, we hear
the musical instruments; but the din of the mul-
titude, which is overpowering in the place, can
scarcely be heard, the noise dying upon the spot.

It is kiiown to musical performers, that the vio-

lins made at Cremona about the year IG6O, are
superior ia tone to any of a later date, age seem-
ing to dispossess them of their noisy qualities,
and leaving nothing but the pure tone. If a
modern violin is played fbv the side of these

instruments, it will appear much the loudest of
the two, but on receding one hundred paces,
when compared with the Jlmati, it will be
scarcely heard. The human voice insome coun-
tries, especially in mild climates, exhibits a
purity of tone, "that is unrivalled by any instru-
ment. The vocal chords withinthe larynx, being
of the most elastic substance, and at the same time
endowed with a living principle that is directly
subservient to their use, vibrate with a power pe-
culiar to their function, and produce sounds of
the purest musical character. Consequently, the
human voice, in right states of the atmosphere,
has been heard at a remarkable distance. It is
stated that the human voice has been heard at
Gibraltar, at the distance of ten miles..

cross work. The requisite flexibility of glass
thread for manufacturing purposes is to be a_s-
cribed to its extreme fineness, as not less than oO

or 60 of the original threads (produced by steam-
engine power) are required to form one thread
for the loom. The process is slow, as net more

than a yard can be manufactured in I' 2 hours.?
The work, however, is extremely beautiful, and

comparatively cheap, insomuch as no similar

stuff where bullion is really introduced can be

purchased for anything like the price at which
this is sold; added to this, itis, as far as the glass

is concerned, imperishable. Some admirable
specimens of the manufactured article may be

seen at the Polytechnic Institution, Regent street,

especially two patterns of silver 011 a blue and

red ground, and another of gold on crimson. ?

The jaeqnered loom by which it is woven may
also be seen at the same establishment.? Times.

GALVANICELECTROTYPE AND DAGUERROTYPE.
Dr. Simon, of Dover, has just succeeded in re-

versing the image obtained by the Daguerrcian
process, which is known to reproduce the objects
from nature in a contrary sense, viz. the left
tower of a castle will he the right, and the right

the left, on the drawing, which imperfection,
however, can be obviated by parallel glasses, a

new improvement in the Daguerreotype, by Mr.

Lerebourg, of Paris. Dr. Simon has contrived
a new galvanic trough, which he calls "Simon's
Galvanic Electro-Plastic Battery." It is exceed-
ingly portable, and most effectual, ad has by

the galvanic electrotype discovery re-obtained
and fixed or, a most beautifully polished surface

of copper the view of Dever Castle, and repro-
duced in its right sense.

STEAM-PRESSURE INDICATOR AND SAFETY-
VALVE.?At the last meeting of the Society of
Arts, the gold Isis medal was awarded to Mr
Robert McEwen, for a mercurial guage, which
answers the double uuipose of an indicator of
steam-pressure and a safety-valve for engine boi-

lers. The novelty of the" invention consists in

the employment of a mercurial tube as a safe-

vent for the steam (these tubes having hitherto
been used onlyas indicators of pressure) and of

a length sufficient to allow the steam to acquire
a dangerous degree of pressure without giving
any other notice of the fact than that which may-
be'observed by the eye. As the action of Mr.
McEwen's salety-valve depends on a purely phy-

sical principle, viz. the opposition of the eiastic
force of steam to the static pressure of mercury
without a mechanical obstruction of any kind,
it affords a free vent for the steam when its pres-
sure exceeds the limit, corresponding to the length
to which the tubes are adjusted, according to the
strength of the boiler.

CURIOUS DISCOVERY.?A strange lesson has
jest been read to antiquaries and virtuosi, by a

remarkable discovery in the British Museum.

THE OHIO EVER-BEARING RASPBERRY
We have here a Raspberry, which I feel confi-
dent, is unknown out ot this neighborhood, and
which is considered by all who know it, to be
the most valuable variety cultivated. I have
repeatedly urged it upon different individuals,
wuo have for some time grown it, to give us a
notice of it, but without success; and as I think
that so important a plant has already remained
too long unnoticed, I shall now publish what 1
know of it. I unfortunately neglected to pre-
pare a botanical description until the plant waa
out ofbloom, but so far as I can, I shall do so
yet.

Mr. LONGWORTH, who, next to the Shakera
at Union Village, was the first to appreciate
and grow this valuable plant, has most oppor-
tunely handed me a few remarks on the subject,
part of which I will quote in preference to
what I had myself prepared. He says: "I first
met with the ever-bearing raspberry in October,
1332, wh-n driven to the interior by the cholera.
It was first found about fifteen years ago, in
the State of Ohio, near the lakes. The fruit is
very superior in flavor, and most resembles the
native annual bearing raspberry, but is much
larger, finer- flavored and more fleshy. At my
table, when set down with the White Antwerp,
almost an equal number of those who partake of

| both, give the former the preference. Itprodu-
ces an abundant crop of fruit,Jen he wood of
the preceding year, a little earlier"! .an any other
raspberry. The old wood then erases to bear,
and dies before fall, and the succeeding crops
through the season are from the new wood,
which also produces the abundant June crop of
the following year. It never throws up suck-
ers, but is increased by the end of the new
wood, which early in September takes a rapid

three to six small 3hoots, the points of eachof
which take root immediately on their reaching
the ground.
