A BEAUTIFUL EXTRACT.

United States.
"The mountaineers of aboriginal America

' were the Cberokees, who occupied the upper val-
j ley of Tennessee river as far west as Muscle
| shoals, and the highlands of Carolina, Georgia,
I and Alabama?the most picturesque and most
! salubrious region east of the Mississippi. Their
| homes were enriched by blue hills rising beyond

bills; of which the lofty peaks would kindle
with early light, and the overshadowing ridges
envelope "the valleys like a mass of clouds.?

; There the rocky cliffs, rising in naked grandeur,
1 defy the lightning, and mock the loudest peals
' of the thnnder-storm; there the gentler slopes
;

are covered with magnolias and flowering tor-
-5 est trees, decorated with roving climbers, and
' ring with the perpetual note of the vvhip-poor-
' will; there the wholesome water gushesprofusc-
l lvfrom the earth in transparent springs; snow

I white cascades' glitter on the hill-sides; and the

\u25a0 rivers, shallow, but pleasant to the eye, rush
through the narrow vales which the abundant
strawberry crimson, and coppices of rhododen-
dion and flaming azalea adorn. At the fall of
the leaf, the fruit of the hickory and chesnut is
thickly scattered on the ground. The fertile
soil teems with Insurant herbage, on which the
roebuck fattens; the vivifying breeze is laden
with fragrance; and daybreak is ever welcomed
by the shrill cries of the social night-hawk and
the liquid carols of the mocking-bird. Through
this lovely region were scattered the little vil-
lages of the Cherokees nearly fifty in number,
each consisting of but a few cabins, erected
where the bend in the mountain stream offered
at once a defence and a strip of alluvial soil for
culture.

Their towns were always by the side of some
creek or river, and they loved their native land;
above all, tiiey loved its rivers?the Keowee,

theTugeloo, the Flint, and the beautiful branch-
es of the Tennessee. Running waters, inviting
to the bath, tempting the angler, alluringwild
fowl, were necessary to their paradise. Their
language, like that of the Iroquois, abounds in
vowel3, and is destitute of the labials. Its
organization has a common character, but ety-
mology has not yet been able to discover con-
clusive analogies between the roots of words.
The beloved people of the Cherokees were a

nation by themselves. Who can say for how
many centuries, safe in their undiscovered fast-

- nesses, they hail decked their war-chiefs with
the feathers of the eagle's tail, and listened to
the counsels of their 'old beloved men?' Who
can tell how often the waves of barbarous
migrations may have broken harmlessly against
their cliffs, where nature was the strong ally
of the defenders of the land?"

THE BOUNDARY BETWEEN MISSOURI AND

IOWA.?Gov. Boggs, of Missouri, in his last an
nual message to the legislature of that State,
after givinga brief history of events that have
transpired within the last year, touching the
question of the disputed boundary line between
that State "and lowa, says:

"The increasing importance and population of
the Territory of lowa willdoubtless very short-
lybe made the ground of an application for its
admission into the Union as a sovereign and in-
dependent State, and the Governor ol that Ter-
ritory has brought the subject to the attention of

their leeislative body. The consent of Congress
cannot and ought not long to be withheld, when-

ever the Territory shall prove itself entitled to
take an equal rank among the States of our con-
federacy. and in this point of view it becomes

I extremely important that this question should be

, definitely settled. It would be far better that the

; question of boundary should be settled by Con-
gress upon the admission of lowa into the Union,

[ than that it should be left unadjusted, and re-
! main a ground of immediate controversy so soon
' as lowa should assume the authority and rank of

I a sovereign State.

j "Inratilving the constitution which the peo-
i pie of that 'Territory may submit for approval,
i the Congress of the United Slates should be

urged to regard the integrity of our domain,
i and so lo liinit the government of the new State
I as not toin'rude a foreign jurisdiction upon our
soil. To this end I would suggest the propriety
of a remonstrance on the part of Congress to
limit the extent of our boundary and also
against the admission of lowa info the Union
except upon a full and perfect regard of the in-
tegrity of our territory and the rightful extent
ot our constitutional domain. I feel no hesita-
tion in believing that such a declaration of our

rights, and of the reasons, on which we base
them, will effectually remove the doubt, if any
exists as to the jus ice of our title, and will
postpone the ratification of the boundary line
of lowa to the final and proper adjustment of
our own.

"In the mean time,l would also suggest that
the title ofthis State be maintained to the full-
est extent to the ground claimed by lowa, and
which was at your last session declared a part
of the State of Missouri, by an act, founded
upon the examination and report of skilful sur-
veyors. Independent of the mutual relations ot
protection and .support existing between this
government and its citizens residing in the terri-
tory thus brought into dispute,this State should
not recede except upon the strongest evidence
of error from (he position in which it has been
placed by a clear examination of its rights, by
the plain letter of its constitution and voice of
its legislature, declared after an exhibition of
the most satisfactory testimony."
