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INDIANA.
The excellent message of Governor Wallace,

of Indiana, is before us. Ho sets out with re-

commending the strictest economy; and to this
end, recommends a reduction of the number of
Senators and Representatives. He recommends
that the practice of farming out the penitentiary
be discontinued, and t bat the inmate* of that es-

tablishment, under the immediate care of the
State, shall be subjected to a discipline better
calculated to reform them. As eur readers have
doubtless tome curiosity to know accurately the
financial condition of the State, we make the
following quotations frem the message:

The number of polls returned to the Auditor
amount to one hundred thousand one hundred
and sixty-six?greater by four thousand eight
hundred and seventy-five than in 1839. The
quantity of land assessed appears to be 8,273,090
acres, valued at fifty-eight millions three hun-
dred and forty-three thousand nine hundred and
ninety-two dollars; being an increase of 798,680
acres, and a decrease in the aggregate value of
seven million six hundred and lorty thousand
eight hundred and eighty-seven dollars. In like
manner, the value of the town lots has reaehed
only twelve million five hundred and three
thousand five hundred and nineteen dollars Cor-
poration stock to cne million one hundred and
sixty-eight thousand three hundred and forty-
three dollars; and personal property to nineteen
million seven hundred and forty thousand one
hundred and sixty-six dollars; making the en-
tire amount of the taxable properly of the State,
ninety-one million seven hundred and fifty-six
thousand and nineteen dollars; less than in 1839
by fifteen million five hundred and eighty-one
thousand six hundred and ninety-six dollars.

Fortunately, we have it inour power to dis-
perse a portion of the gloom which such results
are but to well calculated to produce. They
arc not true; and unless promptly contradicted,
and a correct exposition given, would tend, much
to our mortification, to place the State in a laise
position in the eye of the public. Take, for
example, the number of polls returned, and com-
pare that number with the vote cast at the late
Presidential election, and you at once see that be-
tween eighteen and twenty thousand polls have
been altogcther'omitted?one-filth nearly of the
whole number returned. Nor is this the only
error susceptible of detection. According to
the repert ol the Commissioner ol the General
L.and Office, 10,509,025 acres are legally taxa
ble this year, whereas the Assessors return but
8,273,120 acres, as already 5tated?2,235,906
aces less than the true amount. If, therefore,
we acknowledge these examples as just criteri-
ons, by which tojudge of the balance, we can-
not possibly avoid the inference, that at least
one-fifth of the entire taxable property of the
State escapes taxation this year.

But further: the average value of lands
throughout the State app.ars to be seven dollarsand five cents an acre. The 2,235,906 acres,
therefore, not assessed, is worth, lor tax purpos-
s, fileen millions seven hundred and sixteen

thousand one hundred and thirty-seven dollars
which, with the ninety-one million seven hun'
dred and fifty-six thousand and nineteen dollars
assessed, would give one hundred and seven mil-
lion five hundred and nineteen thousand one hun-
dred and filty-six dollars, as the lowest amount
which should have appeared upon the assessment
rolls this year, subject to taxation?one hundredand eighty-one thousand dollars above the same
amount in 1839, the diminution of value in pro-
perty to the contrary notwithstanding.

I nope 1 shall be excused fr dwelling upon
thi*subject. My object has been two-folu: first,
to expose the gross defects in a very important
part of our present revenue system; and second-
ly, to vindicate the credit and character of the
State from the imputation of having retrograded
in wealth and resources.

A thorough revision of the revenue law is the
only effective remedy that I can suggest against
the recurrence of similar evils; and when you
are advised that, in 1841, 13,758,236 acres, in
1842, 15,008,054 acres, and in 1843, 15,610,470
acres become subject to taxation, the necessity
for the searching exercise of your supervisory
powers over the subject needs not to be enforced.

The public debt of the State, as exhibited in
the report of Gen. Stapp, one of our fund com-
missioners, amounts to $12,573,509?59,968,509
for internal improvement purposes; $294,000 for
surplus revenue bonds; $221,000 fortheLaw-
rcnceburgh and Indianapolis railroad company,
and $2,390,000 for banking purposes. The In-
ternal Improvement debt consists of the follow-
ing items, to wit: to the State Bank, $692,435;
for the Wabash and Erie canal, $1,727,008; for
the system proper, $6,235,000; and lor Treasury
notes, $1,314,075. Of the $12,373,500, only
$10,006,652 have as yet been received, leaving
$2,860,857 due from the purchasers of our State
bonds. This circumstance is much to be regret-
ted, as it appears that a very large proportion of
this indebtedness is in a most hazardous condi-
tion; indeed, it is highly probable that the grea-
ter portion of it may be ultimately lost to the
State.

Upon ascertaining the large indebtedness of
the State, prudence suggests that we should in-
quire in what manner the public funds have been

appropriated, and what equivalent have we re-
ceived in exchange far them?

The query is answered by pointing to near
three hundred miles of public works; twenty-
five of railroad, forty-two of McAJamizeil road,
and two hundred and thirty miles of canal, to
nearly two million of dollars in bank and sink-
ing land stocks, and to upwards of half a mil-
lion of dollars for canal lands disposed of by
that State

The amount of interest chargeable upon the
public debt is easily calculated. Itis supposed
that the interest on about $2,164,687 of the sus-
pended debt will be promptly paid by the hold-
ers of our State bonds Substracting this a-
mount from the sum total of the debt, would
leave $10,708,921, as the amount upon which
interest has to be provided for by the State this
year. This, at the rate of tiro per cent, includ-
ing contingencies, willbe about $595,000.

This, deducted from the $595,000, would still

leave $143,925 unpaid. This is certainly a for-

midable deficit, requiring, to meet it, at least a
levy of between lorty-fivc and fifty cents on every
hundred dollars worth of property throughout
the State. Arc you prepared, then, to lay this
tax? Or in other word9, can you avoid it with-
out jeopardizing the credit and character of the
State? Before answering, or attempting to an-
swer queries so interesting, it is highly necessa-
ry that we should first determine the extent and
character of the means you will or may have
under your control. For this purpose I name to
you, in tiie first place, the surplus revenue,
amounting to $583,254, which, ifdrawn in and
converted into hank stock, would produce ten
per cent, or $58,325
Secondly, the interest upon the sinking

fund 60,000
Thirdly, two per cent, on bank stock 60,000

Making altogetker from these sources $178,325
Which, if applied to the liquidation of the inter-
est, would leave only $265,000 to be raised from
the people by taxation; #r about thirty-seven
cents on the hundred dollars.

...

Iam well aware that I shall prebably be told
that, to effect such an operation, must be

taken, which a mere seeker of popularity Would
studiously avoid. 1 grant it true; but then I

Batter myself that there are none such here?
Certainly the honor and lasting interests of the
State, all our proud recollections of the past,
and our dearest hopes of the future, require that
there should be none. In the present moment,

ous crisis of our affairs, wise heads, honest hearts^

and fearlcis spirits can alone conduct us safclv
ai'd triumphantly. With such to direct?such
to lead us, there is no danger.

Ours are a debt-paying people; and the prompt-
ness with which they have denied their confi-
dence to every unprincipled demagogue, who

dared to preach a contrary doctrine, is the

proudest evidence of the stern moral honesty
that pervades the mass. They have complained,
and perhaps in many instances justly, of mis-

management in the conduct of their afTairs; but,
then, whoever infers from that, that thev could
be persuaded to repudiate their honest debts, is

ignorant of their character, and but poorly ap-
preciates their firmness and integrity The
point with them is, not how to avoid their con-

tracts, but how they can best fulfil them, with

the least possible oppression and difficulty.
These facts, therefore, unerringly designate the

course you are to pursue and the duties you are
expected to perform. They are evidently to

curtail every expense, as far as practicable, to
husband our resources carefully, to apply them
judiciously, to resort to taxation only when all
other just and proper expedients fail, and to
maintain, at all hazards, the credit of the Statu

unimpaired.
As a means of relieving the State irom the

burden of taxation, Governor Wallace recom-

mends a distribution among them of the proceeds
of the public lands.

He is in favor of prosecuting some of the prin-
cipal public works, and thus illustrates their
importance:

Through the politeness of the marshals em-
ployed in taking the census, 1 have learned that
about 900,000 bushels of corn, 67,000 bushels of
oats, 30,000 bushels of wheat, and 20,000 head
of hogs have been raised in Marion county this
year. A better or more striking illustration,
perhaps, of the disadvantages under which the
farming interest of the interior labors, lor the
want of some cheap and convenient thorough-
fare to market, cannot well be offered, than sim-
ply stating the difference of value between the
foregoing articles here, and on the banks of the
Ohio last summer. Corn there commanded from
40 to 43 cents a bushel, here from 15 to 20, a
difference of one half against the farmer of Ma-
rion, or upon the 900,000 bushels of 180,000 dol-
lars. Startling and incredible as this fact may
at present appear, though limited to a single
county, still, what must be its charactei when
the produce of all the surrounding and interior
counties shall be included in the estimate!?
With it in possession need the advocate of In-
ternal Improvements ask a surer guarantee to
secure fur him an attentive aad a successful
hearing from the people and in the halls of le-
gislation?

The plan of loaning the surplus revenue in
the different counties, as might have been anti-
cipated, has worked badly. The interest on
one-fourth of the loans remains unpaid. Con-
verted into bank stock, the Governor estimates
that this fund would produce near $60,000.

The number of acres of canal land unsold is
107,913, worth about $510,000.

To aid the State in passing through her pre-
sent difficulties, the Governor recommends an

increase of the capital of the State Bank, and

that that institution be permitted for a limited

period to Issue small notes.
