It is in utter opposition to slavery, and all
true Americans are pledged by their laws, pro-
pertv and sacred honor to lake their stand with
abolitionists, and , j obtain for the slave and col-
ored man perfect freedom and equality of rights
willall other subjects of the state.

This rcso'ution was urtanimously adopted.

Mr. James Perry moved the following, which
was passed by acclamation :

Resolved, That having learned with indigna-
tion, that some Irishmen in America, Cuba, and

the Brazils are slave owners,and that many oth-
ers of them oppose and stand aloof from the abo-
lition movement, we arc ashamed of them as
our countrymen, and arc determined to exercise
all the moral influence in our power to affix the
stigma of merited infamy upon men so recre-

ant to liberty, justice, and the plainest precepts
of our common Christianity-

The following is an extract from the report of

the proceedings:
-Dr. Madden ixtaddressed the meeting, rnd

in the course of his speech he rel. rred to ,lie ease

of a number of negroes who had been kidnapped
some time since in the Spanish colonies, and

who were put on board ship, with a view of
being sold as slaves to the Americans, but who
rose against the crew of the vessel and murder-
ed them. For this they were tried before a dis-
trict judge in America, when the doctor appear-
ed to give evidence in their favor; but the judge,
an Irishman and a Catholic, he, was sorry to say,
bad opposed the course of justice, and they
Were condemned to take their trial as for murder;
whereas they having been kidnapped, had a
right to rise against those w'.io held them in
bondage, and wore not guilty of murder, though

be ootid not justify their act.

TIIE STATE OF" -WAIVE.
A writer in the Salem Gar.ettc, quoting his

tables from the Portland Advertiser, furnishes
some interesting statistical information about
Maine. In a comparison uf the ratio of increase

of population in Maine and Massachusetts, it

appears that in 1790, the population of the lat-

ter was 378,717, and of the former 98,540. In

1800 the ratio of increase in Massachusetts was

but 11 percent, while in Maine it was 57 per

cent. In 1810, Massachusetts had 472,010 in-
habitants, and Maine 228,905?rati0 of increase

in Massachusetts 11 per cent. ?in Maine 50 par

cent. In 1830, Maine showed an increase of
34 per cent, on the previous 10 years, and Mas-

sachusetts but 16 per cent. In actual numbers,
the increase in Maine, at each successive period
between 1790 and 1830, has been greater than in

Massachusetts. The tannage oi the U. States

in 1833 was 2,096,478 ?of this 5.35,797 was

owned in Massachusetts, and 282,290 in Maine
By this, it appears, lhat the tonnage owned in

Maine is more thar half as much as that owned
in Massachusetts; aud that both together own an

amount equal to half of the whole tonnage of
the United States. In regard to ship building,

the great resources of the forests of Maine give

her peculiar advantages. The following table

will exhibit the condition of this branch of pro-
fitible industry:

Prm.ic SCHOOLS OF OUR CITY.?The friends
of education will be gratidid with the follow-

ing account of the present condition of our pub-
)'c schools. We copy from the Patriot ol yes-
ttrday: 'Two years since the whole num-

ber ol pupils was about 659, while at present
the whole number, including night schools, is
2309, showing an increase oi upwards of 1600
in this short period This rapid and unex-

pected increase may be attributed partly to the
introduction of assistant teachers in all the
schools, u.ale and female?partly to the estab-
lishment of the High School, under the super-
intendence ofa principal of praclical expe.i-
ence, high reputation, and distinguished abili-
ty?partly to the establishment ofa Primary
School in the north-east part of the city?but

mainly is the great increase to be attributed ti-

the admirable system of iristi action adopted in
all the primary schools, and to the capacity,
zeal and diligence display, d by the respective

teachers. Indeed, it is due to the teachers in
all the Bchools, both mule and female, to s.iy,

that the commissioners could not have been
more judicious or more fortunate in their se-

lection. All who were present at the recent

examination of the schools will concur in this I
tribute to merit, and will cheerfully declare that
they were surprised and delighted by the per-

formance of tile scholars.

"The system of instruction, by simultaneous
ree ! lation and by familiar lectures, which is in
use in the public schools, would he much bet

ter understood by a short visit to any one of
tfc; schools, tnan from the most laboured ex-

planation. Ifthen the reader be under an im-
pression that the primary public schools ol the
city are second to any other common sc. ools
either here or elsewhere, let him sprnd an hour

in the schools and the impression will be re-

moved. It matters not how dense may be the
fog ofprejudice that suneunds him, it will be

I quickly scattered by the light "ftruth?convic-

His long experience, and the

close attention he has given to these great mat-

ters, entitle his opinions to the highest respect.

Rut whether we are content to take liiin as a

safe guide at the present moment, as well we

might, much has been acconip 1.shed, by awaken-

ing the attention of this community to the salu-

tary counsels with which he has favored us.

The prospects of Baltimore are more auspici-

ous now, than they have been since ISIB. The

rich products of the immense regions by which j
she is backed, will,ere long, be pouring their

wealth in ceaseless s'reams into lier lap.

It should be borne in mind, that there is
a tide inthe fortunes of commercial towns, as

fortunes which is to bear us on to the highest

prosperity, or to sink us into a hopeless decline.

This decline may be produced by a diminution
of our active capital, at this critical moment,

when there exists so pressing a demand for it to

meat the large and *ew trade with Pennsylva-

nia, that we are already enjoying. And if this

i shall increase in tkc next year, in a ratio equal

to that of the present, it is clear that we shall
need a heavy addition to our active means. £J

is equally clear, that if we have not the capital

wherewith to secure this trade, it will seek other
and rivihor marts. Nor should it be forgotten,

that when any given trade has once been estab-
lished in a regular channel, it is difficult, if not

impossible to divert it.
We have expended enormous*sums iu opening

our way to the West, and to the heart ot Penn-
sylvania, by means of our rail ways and canals.
These are already givingsure promise of results,
that must c.own our hopes with the fullest suc-

cess, if we be true to ourselves. But, it we

falter now, or permit ourselves to be dragooned,
into a rash and unnecessary step by rival cities,
ive may lose forever the rich fruit of our enter-

prise, and foolishly suffer it to be plucked, by
those who have borne no part of the expense.

Suppose Philadelphia does resume specie pay-

ments, and Baltimore continue in her course of
suspension, what will be the consequence? No-

thing more, nor less, than that our active capital

All
this happened when the late nank of the United
States was incorporated.

naif-pay chargebleon the Navy pension fund."

The bill having been read?
Mr. THOMAS sent to the Clerk's teble the

following letter from the Secretary of the Navy;
which was raaj:

"NAVY DEPARTMENT,DECEMBER 1, 1840.
"SIR: I have the honor to state that the

whole amount of money now on hand, to pay-
Navy pensioners, is (¥18,647 61; arid that there
will be required in addition thereto, for that
purpose, for the ensuing year, 1811. the sum of
#151,36239; of which the sum of ' 51,470 73
willbe wanUd to iifef claims for pensions be-
coming due on the Ist day of January next.

"All these stocks have greatly depri dated in
value, and some of them are now .- together
unsaleable. The stock of the city if Cincin-
nati, standing highest, has been advertised to

be sold at public auction on the 15th of this
month, (Dec.) for the purpose, in the first place,
of reimbursing the Bank of America the sum of
fifty ihousand dollars advanced to the fund on

a deposite of the said stock, to meet tile p; y-
ment of pensions which became due on ttie Ist

of July last, and atterwards to meet, as far as it
may suffice, '.be payment falling due oil the Ist
ol January next.

To liquidate these and other claims becom-
ingdue in the year 1841, ana at the same time
to prevent the great sacrifice which must ensue

ifthe stocks belonging to the fund be sold at
this time, I have the honor to request that you
will be pleased to call the attention of Congress
to the subject at the commencement of its ap-
proaching session,and to recommend an imme-
diate appropriation of the above-named sum of
#151,352 39 in aid of the fund; the deficiency
in its means of satisfying the just claims ofpen-
sioners, which, by the act ol Congress oi 23d
Apiil, 1800, the pub'ic faith was pledged to sup-
ply, having occurred.
