I'me Barry Case.—The decision of the
Court of Errors,in the well known Barry case,
has resulted like the D’Hauteville case in Phil
adelphia, by giving the child to the custody of
the mother. This we have already said would
be giving the natural and proper direction to
the whole smbject. all things considered; yet it
ought not fo be deemed as establishing a pre-
cedent which hereafter may be considered an
established principle, for many circumstances
may oceur which may render it highly inex-
pedient to give the child to the mother. Such
cases are to be decided by equity, by circum-
stances, by sound discretion, in the absence
of any positive law on the subject.
this termination of the case would we desire
to encourage -those separations between man
and wife, growing out of what is called in fash-
ionable parlance “‘an unicongeniality of temper.”
