North Anna River to walk a considerable distance down

\u25a0 uteep hilland up another in the middle of Uie night,
nvolving both exposure and risk.
Allof those statement® are entirely false. Passengers

by the mail route are, as stated in the bills of the Mail
route, "o/fen 24 hours in aduaruc of those by the Bay
boats in reaching Charleston, and never (unless in some
extremely rare contingency) behind them. So far from
having any trouble withbaggage, this is ticketed on board
thePotomae steamboats, (tfte companies on the route thus
becoming responsible for it,) and is delivered on board
the Wilmington cars, and the passengers have onlv at
psints where changes occur, to transfer themselves from
one conveyance to another. At the North Anna, it is
true, they are obliged for a few days to walk a short dis
tance across a temporary but perfectly secure bridge,frou
one set of cars to another; but this is at half past eight
o'clock in the evening, instead of at midnight, as stated
n one of the libels on the Mail route. In the course of

a week at farthest this difficulty willcease to exist, as at
the expiration of thai time, the rail road bridge now
pidly re-constructing across the North Anna willbe pas
sable.

It willbe obvious to ail reflecting persons that the great
Mailroute being the shortest by 20 miles, and being near-
v all rail road tuttsi be the most certain and expeditious;

that it would not be employed for the conveyance of the
grqr.t mail unleflk! it were so, and that tiiere must bo more
nsk 011 board bay steamboats out of sight of land, urged
ftp the top of their speed; to compete with the rail road
line, in which the bursting of a boiler would probably
destroy all or nearly all on board, than there can b la
rail road cars, where, iu the event even af sn engms be

ing thrown off tha track, the engineer and flremaa only
would be injured.

As a proof of tha great safety af the great mail reute
it may be mentioned that of more than 200,000 travellers
conveyed on it within the last five years, not a single
passenger has been seriously injured.

In conclusion the companies on the great mail route,
would respectfully ask the attention of travellers to the
wording of the libel on the! dine purporting tefce signed
by certain persons from the south jChey wil gee a 1 once
from its partizan character liint ifnot a forgery, the per-
sons signing it have from seme motive been induced to
become partisans of the 3ay-boats, and lha ttiucircunc

A Strataoem.? The principal proprietor of one of
the most extensive of the patent medicine manufacto-
ries is now in this city, and has been here tor a week
or two, we believe, for the purpose of instituting prose-
cutions against some of the smaller dealers, who, itis
alleged, have infringed upen the patent right owned by
the tormer. In pursuance of his design, this person
(Mr. Houck, inventor of "Houck's Panacea,") entered
a suit before the Uuited estates authorities, who, ot

course, alone have cognisance of the infnngemeat ot

patents, and the Beputy Marshal af this district, Mr.
Thomas O'Neill, was charged with the serving ofthe
writs consequent upoa the process of law. lie called
several times at the establishment of ona af the prose
euled venders, and invariably received fbr answer from
one of the apprentices, on expressing a desire to see the
proprietor, that he was "eel ui town." Believing that
this was aot tha case, and that the vender, in the clas-
sical language of tha age, " smelt a rat," he sent a friend
of his to buy some pills. This aid went to tha drugge-
rv, and made iuquiry as to their price by the gtess,which
inquire, bemg mads in a pretty loud tone of voice,
