IJFK OF COVIN PHILLIPPK,

A very interesting lecture was delivered in

this city on Tuesday evening, by Rev. Mr. Ab-
bott, on the personal history of Louis Philippe,
King of the French. The Lecturer commenced
with the obeervetion that of all romance the
romance of reality was the moot wonderful.
The truth of the remark must have been ack-

nowledged by all who followed him in the details
of the chequered lifeof the French King- Louis

Philippe is now sixty-four years old. His father,
the profligate Duke olL&rleans, wag as much
distinguished for liis vices J*as his mother was

for her virtues aud piety. Under the care of
the latter, and the tuition of Madame de Genlis,
the youth of the young prince was passed. In

the luxurious,vieious court of the Bourbons, he
was a pattern of sobriety and viitue. He wu
early taught to restrain his passions,to cultivate
his mind, and to eadure fatigue. He walked
tell or fifteen miles a day and laid on a bed of
boards covered only with a mat.

He kept a daily journal of his lifs, in which
he regularly kept an account of the manner in
which he spent his time, and performed the duties
he owed to his parents, to society, and to God.
He was devout, sober, chaste and intelligent.
His life is unstained with vice, and lis has been
repaid for his temperance with a sound body and
a healthy uiind. When very young he entered
the army, and there won early the reputation of
a good soldier. At the time when the reign ol
terror was "keeping high carnival in blood-stain-
ed Paris," be was looked upon by many as a fit

person to fill the throne vaeated by the murder
of Louis XVI. as his royal lineage would eoncil-
ate monarchists, whife his liberal principles
would satisfy the republicans.

As soon as a report to this offect was hi nted to
the leaders of the rabble, his father was execut-

ed, his relations imprisoned, and he eaved hie
own life by a sudden flight. For fifteen months

bo lived in great seclusion in Switzerland and
supported himself by teaching the rudiments ol

learning to young persons He went to Ham-
burg for the purpose of embarking for America,
but when he arrived there he had not sufficient

funds to carry cut his intentions. He then jour-
neyed in the extreme north of Europe, suffering
great privation A,and withthe bloodhounds oi his
enemies continually bajiug in his track. He ap-
proached many miles nearer the North Pole
than any French Traveller.

He eventually escaped to America, in 1306.
Here he supported himself at times by teaching
French. While in Boston he is said to have
resided in the Province House, nearly opposite
the old South Church, and he now speaks of
the kindness he experienced from several Bos-
tcniaiis with much gratitude. He then went
to England, was invited thence to Sicily, and
there married a daughter of its king. Upon the
overthrow of Napoleon he went to France, and
his sequestered estates were returned to bim.
Until the breaking out of the Revolution oi
1830, he lived io ease and retirament with the
exception of the exile he underwent during
Napoleon's short reign in France previous to

the battle of Waterloo. Though immensely
rich he fell not into the vices ol the affluent,

bat in all his grandeur and opulence, remem-
bered the lessons of his youth. His fortune
has been estimated by a French writer at #IOO,
000,000. . A

.
.

He accepted
the kingly office with reluctance. He argued
with Lafayette, that tho American constitution
was Ihe best in the world, but that the govern-
ment which France needed was a monarchy
surrounded by republican institutions. Since
his instalment in the chair of state bis quiet has
been continually harraised by attempts upon
his life,?which have gained him the name of
the target king,?and domestic insurrection. ?

Mr. Abbot thinks that considering the diffi-
culties of his station be has acted with modera-
tion and wisdom. He has strengthened him-
self by alliances with foreign states, and if he
can escape assassination, there is good reason
to suppose that he will keep bis crown until
his death. When that event occurs, France is

OBSCHIPIION OK THE ISLAND OK

CHVSAH.
The recent seizure, by the British squadron",

of the island of Chusan, and its occupation by
their troops, render that place of no suiall in-

terest, aud call for a sketch of the island thus

made at present the theatre of war. The fol-
lowing we gather from a pamphlet on tlic China

trade by Bi> James Urmston, who presided same
years over the affairs of the East India Com-

pany at Canton. The work was written long
before the difficulties between China and the

English Government, and consequently long be-

fore the contemplation of the expedition against
the island to which itrefers.

"The island of Chusan is the largest and prin-
cipal of a considerable group, generally called
the Chusan Islands, or Archipelago. It is Situa-
ted in latitude 30 deg. 21 mm. north, and long
121 deg. 41 nrin. cast (ol Greenwich.) The ex-

tent of the island is about 27 miles in length
from N. E. to S. W., and about fifteen miles in

breadth from N. W. to S. E. The island is
about ten or twelve miles to the N. E. of Kitow
Point, which is the extremity of a long and

mountainous promontory ot Chekiaug province,
(to which Chusan appertains) and the nearest -
approach of Chusan to the main land of China
is at this place. It is, therefore, situated at a
very considerable distance fron that part ol

China which avowedly compiises the most fer-

tile and productive, as well as the most flourish-
ing and opulent provinces and districts of the

empire, and where the most extensive trade and
manufactures are carried on, and in a climate

well known to be the most salubrious of any
part of China. The island abounds in excellent
fresh water in all directions. The English once

traded at Chusan, and, in fact, had a commer-

cial establishment there, as well as at Niugpe, a
very large and important trading and manufac-
turing city and seaport, standing immediately
opposite to Chusan, on the shore of a fine smooth
water river running up to it from the sea.

"The celebrated grand canal, which forms the
communication between the northern and south-
em provinces of the empire, commences (at its

southern entrance) a short distance from Ning-
po, affording a ready and important transit for

goods and merchandise of all descriptions be-
tween nearly all parts of the cnuntry. The very
extensive and important trading and manufac-
turing cities of Hangchowfoo, Chapo, Shung-
hay-yern and I-00-choo, See., are all in this vi-
cinity, arm all close to the great river Yangtse-
kiang, which passes Nanking, tljeancient capi-
tal of China, in its majestic course through the

heart of the empire.
"Chusan is not only most advantageously

placed for general trade, but is, in fact, close to
those districts which are mere immediately con-

nected with the British and other foreign trade?-

that is, at no great distance from the tea and silk
districts, and from those marts where British

merchandiso is required and difl'used, as well as

those articles of commerce which are exported
to China from our dominions in India. It may
be observed also, that Chusan is well situated
for communicating with Japan, should we ever
be enabled to open a negocialion and establish a
trade with that singular country. It may, more-
ovei, be stated, that Chusan is peculiarly well
adapted for offensive or defensive naval or mili-
tary operations, as well as for intercepting the

Chinese coasting trade, which navigates the
whole coast of China to an immense extent and
amount. It lies, in fact, in the very track of
that trade; and the junks which trade with Ma-
nilla, Cochin-China, Siam, Batavia, Singapore,
and other places to the southard of China, on

their homeward voyages make, or endeavor to

make, the Lamook Islands, a greup of islets off
the East end of Canton province, in about lati-
tude 23 North, and long. 117 East, and from
theuce they coast it up to the various ports they
may be bound to in the provinces of Fokien,
Chekiang, Kianguan, and Shantung, and to the

Gulfs of Pochcli and Sootung, passing on their
way through the Formosa Channel, and betweea
the Chusan Islands and the main land of China.

"The harbor of Chusan is on the north-west

Side of the island?it is about three miles in ex-

tent from east to west, and somewhat more than
a mile from uorth to south. The depthsin the
harbor ere from five to nine fathoms. The rise

and fall of the tide is about twelve feet. The
approach to the harbor is amongst soveral smal-
ler islands; those on the south-west side forming
its boundaries in that direction. Ihe harbor it-
self is entirely sheltered from all winds, and
the water consequent! y perfectly smooth-
Skips efauy burden may anchor or moor in the
harbor of Chusan in perfect security. The chief
town or city of Chusan is Tinghai, about a

mile or two from the harbor, and close to the
shore.

In the harbor there is a village; it was at

this latter place where ws had formerly* com-

mercial establishment. The city of Tinghai
is of some size, and the population no doubt ex-

tensive. The entire populatiou of the island of
Chusan has not been ascertained. The princi-
pal Chinese officer commanding at Chusan, is

understood to be generally a Tsungping, corres-
ponding with our rank of a Majer-General, or
Rear Admiral; and there is generally a squad-
ron of war junks stationed at the Chusan Is-

lands, which cruise about in that vicinity. It is

stated that pro; are abui.dant at Chusan.
"Viewing the question of a settlement on the

coast of China in all its bearings, it appears un-
questionable that Chusan possesses advantages
infinitely superior to any other of an insular na-

ture along the whole coast of China; and were

we so fortunate as to be established there, there

is every reason to believe that a most extensive
and valuable trade would speedily arisa, largely
benefitting the Chinese of all ranks and classes in

that quarter, and proving, as it doubtless weuld,
most advantageous and important to British en-
terprise and commerce."

POPULAR INSTRUCTION. ?Governor ROMAN
states tbat LOUISIANA is, of all the States of
the Union, that which has spent the most mo-
ney for public instruction. The appropriations
for this object alone in 1840 amounted to
$141,763. The state is entitled to 734,320
acres of land under the law of Congress as-
signing the sixteenth section of each town-
ship iorthe use public schools. This quantity
will be considerably diminished, in conse-
quence of many of the townships being cover-

ed by private claims; ethers are composed of
marshy or valueless land. The value of the
residue is estimated at $1,118,880. Itisrecoui-
mended that these lands be disposed of; and a

fund created out of them for primary schools.?
By the grant from Congress the proceeds of
these lauds are to be applied to schools in
the district in which tlie lands are situated.?
