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The obvious definition of a Monarchy,'
says Gibbon, " seems to be that of a State, in

which a single person, by whatsoever name he
mar be distinguished, is entrusted with the ext-

ent inn qf the fates, the management qf the re-
venue and the command qf the army."

As a proof of
this, the Journal says:

"The report represents the whole number of

children at school, in Jefferson and Louisville,
as only six hundred and twenty-six. Now, the
truth is, the number of children at school, dur-

ing the current year, in Louisville alone, is two
thousand and one hundred, and the number at

school, at this time, in the city, is one thousand
three hundred and sixteen. The whole number
at school inJefferson and Louisville during the
current year, instead of six hundred and twenty-
six, is about six times that number: three thou-
sand seven hundred and twenty-six.

"The bishop states the number of teachers in

Jefferson and Louisville at thirty-one. Now the
number of teachers in the public schools of Lou-

isville alone is twentv-eight; and we have thirty

five private schools iii the city, all of which are
well supplied with teachers. The total number

of teachers in Jefferson and Louisville is, un-
questionably, more than a hundred."

The Great Western arrived at Bristol mi the
21st ult. in Id days.

The steam-ship President was advertised to

leave for New York on the 10th February; the
British Queen on the 10th March; the Bntsnia
on the 4th of February; the Caledonia on the
4th March, and the Acadia on the 10th March.

The news of the greatest interest it from
Turkey and Egypt. Admiral Stopford refused

THE NEW YORK PACKET SHIP PRE-
SIDENT.

The Iluraber Union Company steam packet
Water Witch, Capt. Gibson, arrived at the St.
Katharine's steam packet .wharf, St. Katharine's,
on Sunday afternoon from Hull, bringing infor-
mation (which was received from a "salvage
man,") that a large American ship, name un-
| known, was on shore on the North Sand, and not

I likely to be got off. This intelligence rapidly
spread and created considerable alarm, as the
vessel must have experienced tire pale and thun-
dei storm early on Sunday morning, when she
was 01, the dangerous Sand.

Yesterday afternoon it was ascertained that
the vested on shore was the American line of
packet ship President, from New York. She got
upon tire Nore Sand late on Saturday night or
early on Sunday morning, whilst in tow of the
General Bteam Navigation Company's steam
packet Royal Sovereign, and remained in that
perilous situation until Sunday night, when
with the assistance of several "wreckers," and
others, and the lightening of the vessel, she
floated off without having received much appa-

: rent damage, although at one time she had sunk
two or three feet ip the sand. She wes expected

to arrive late last night, or early this morning,
in the St. Katharine'* deck, where her oargo
will be discharged with all possible expedition.
Sir John Hall, the active Secretary to the Dock
,Company, having we understand given dircc-
-1tions to that effect.

In noticing this casualty, there is one circum-

stance connected with it which deserves notice.

York at the Custom house on Saturday, and as
being in the St. Katharine's dock.

j fending the country from invasion by the Span-

i laid -. The Portuguese Government ask fer
more time. and. as their request is backed by
the support of England it will, probably, be
granted. The mediation of England will, it is

CHINA.

CAPTURE or PEKIN.? -Men believe what
they hope, and possibilities, in an age where
in the world impossibility has grown obsolete,
are not weighed. It was in this spirit that we
alluded last week somewhat prominently to tha
pervading rumor that Pekin had been taken by
the English. The origin of the report has
been traced to a letter from St. Petersburg of i
the 12tli Dec., of which the following is an ex-
tract:
"Accounts have been received from Kiatliaof

the loth ef September, stating that a report was
very current there, and generally believed that
the British forces were in possession of Pekin.
Kiatka is 932 English miles from Pekin, and
the only channel by which intelligence from
China could be received.

Now, as accounts, from Pekin could be re-

ceived at Kiatka to a much later date than
that of the last advicas ria Bombay and Alex-
andria, there appeared some ground whereon
to rest the belief that was generally entertained
in St. Petersburg. On Monday last, however,
the same house that had received the letter to
which we have just referred, had further ac-
counts from its agent in the capital ol Russia;
by that time the new 3 from Kiatka had become
more accurate, and yet more vague. Pekin.it
was found, had not fallen, but some place on

the coast had positively been taken by jthe
English, Itis very clear, therelore, that the
"some place" was no other than the celebrated
Chusan, which the Kiatka correspondent of
the St. Petersburg agent had mistaken for
Pekia."

Itseems that the Governor of Canton is .
highly enraged at the capture anil detention of j
the salt junks, and begins to feel the incoveni- 1
ence of the blockade. Some ten or twelve
grain and salt junks have been taken under
toe guns of the Bogue forts and carried into
Capsing Moon. One'mandaria boat that woul d ,
not attend to the warning sbots, was sunk.?
The Chinese frigate, "Chesapeake," (late the
"Cambridge") has been ordered up the river .
from the second-bar where she was considered J
as dangerously near the foreign devils. The
blockading squadron suffers lishing boats and
epium boats to pass. All the foreigners in Can- *
ton, viz., two Americans, two Swiss, one s
Dutch, and one Portuguese, had been order- r
ed to quit the city, aud all the factories were t
deserted.

The only intelligence from China on which .
any reliance is to be placed, is an account j
which Cape of Good Hope papers contain, ,
brought by a vessel from the Mauritius, to the 1
effect that a division of the British fleet had ?
gone up the Yellow River, and would proceed 1
to within eighty miles of Pekin. The troops
would march along the banks, in order 10 se-

cure the passage, which is represented as very
circuitous. The Canton river is effectually
blockaded.

TURKEY A.YU EGYPT.

The latest intelligence from Egypt and Tur-
key continue to indicate the peaceful adjust-
ment of affairs in that quarter. The refusal of
Admiral Stopford to ratify Naphr's contract,

. referred to below in the letter from Alexandria
to a Parisian paper,does not appear at all likely
to disturb or jeopardise the peaceful settlement
of the Egyptiaa question.

ALEXANDRIA,Dec. 12?I have sad news to
| announce to you. The fate of MehemitAli,
! which appeared to have been decided by Com-

modore JNapier's convention, is again in jeo-
. pardy. M. Napier has either executed an idea
. of his own, or he has been the agent of the
; mo9t infamous intrigue. The solemn conven-

tion concluded by the English Commodore has
1 been set at nought by Admiral Stopford, who

? declared that the Commodore had exceeded his
powers.

Contrary to every expectation, this new at-
' tack has not shaken his courage. When he
' read Admiral Stopford's letter he retained his u-

sual presence of mind. "I am pained," said iie

" to his friends, "at this proceeding, because it
r proves that my character is not appreciated.?

I offered long since to restore the Sultan's fleet,
[ but the manner in which Ihave been treated !

proves that my word is not believed, and this
1 fact wounds my feelings."

You will see by the official documents that
' Mehcmet Aliis obliged to surrender at discre-
, tion, the allied Powers only engaging to secure

him the government ofEgypt on condition that
1 the Divan would make a concession; but at the

> same time it must be observed, that in the con-

ditions proposed by Admiral Stopford there is
not one word of "hereditary government."
£ln this manner, thanks to the abandonment

" ofFrance, the man who could have revolutioni-
zed the Ottoman empire, who gained two de-

' cisive battles against the Pasha of the Porte,
? is obliged to owe his existence to the Divan ,who
' hate him.

It is asserted that M. Cochelet, the French
8 Consul, has for sometime past refused to [give
I the Pasha any advice, it is difficult to describe

, the pain the pasha felt at being abandoned bv
. France, and this fact explains his having yiel-

ded to Admiral Stopfords conditions, rather

t than expose the people of Egypt to the hor-
rors of war.

Admiral Stop ford's second letter was address-
ed to the Viceroy after the Admiral had receiv-
ed instructions from his Government. The
same steamboat which brought these despatches
from Malta to Syria.brought Admiral Btopford's
letters, which was the result of those despatch-
es. The Viceroy has withdrawn the Arabian
ordinance which prohibited the Turkish mon-

ey
The Augusburg Gazette of the 24th inst.

publishes accounts from Constantinople of the
6th, but they are silent respecting the reep|u-

tion of the Divan in referenec to tt e Pacha of
Egypt. H, De Pontois was believed to have
again demanded his recall. Several important
modifications were expected shortly to take
place in (he superior administration of the
empire. The retreat of the Seraskier, Musta-
plia Pasha, was seriously talked of, and it was
believed that the latter would be replaced by
Halil Rifat Pasha, brother iu-iaw to the Sultan.
The success obtained by the allies in Syra had
produced a deep moral impression over the
Albanians. Serva was perfectlv tranquil. The
promoters of the recent disturbance in the dis-
trict of Sohabatz had been severely punished.
The chief of the movement had been shot, six

of his accomplices sentenced to hard labor, and
about 400 others, more or less implicated there-
in, had been bastinadoed.

AFFAIRS OF THE EAST.
A letter from Constantinople, asserts that it

was the representatives of the four Powers in
that capital who took the initiative in inducing
the Divan to declare against recognising Com-
modore Napier's treaty, and not the Divan who
first decided to that effect, and then informed
the Ambassadors. There is a great deal of
contradiction and obscurity on this point in all
the accounts which we have seen from Con-
stantinople.

Some doubts having been expressed as to

the precise nature of tile advice to be offered
to the Porte by the allies after the submission
by Mehemet Aii, we feel that we shall not be
found wrong in stating that the allies will ad-
vise the Sultan to grant to Mehemet Ali the
hereditary possession of Egypt, as the governor
of the Turkish province of Egypt, and not as
a vassal prince, as some persons have been led
to believe. Connected in some measure with
this subject, we cannot avoid bestowing a few
words on the rhapsodies of the Paris journals
respecting communications said to have been
made by tne French Government from the Em-
peror of Russia. Let our readers give us im-
plicit credit when we assure them that these
coastings about a projected alliance with Rus-
sia against England are mere childish ebulli-
tions of pique, and silly attempts to sow dis-
trust and disunion among the allies. But Aus-
tria and Prussia and England know the per-
sonal character and high sense of honor of the
Emperor Nicholas too well not to laugh at
these little stratagems ofthe politicians of Paris;
and, moreover, common sense must suggest to
the most ordinary comprehension, that if there
were really any secret understanding on foot
or in contemplation, between France and Rus-
sia, the French would endeavor to prevent us
from knowing any thing about it until it was
completed, instead of trumpeting it forth to all
Europe before it had even begun? Observer.

A dreadful hurricane from the North, was ex-
perienced at Constantinople on the 2d, with a
considerable fall of snow: fifteen ships are re-
ported to have been wrecked on the shores of the
Black Sea, near the entrance of the Bosphorus,
and the Cresent steamer, from Trebizond, in
consequence of her not having made her appear-
ance, it was feared had also shared the fate of
these last. By accounts from Marmorice Bay,
of the 14th instant, H. M. S. Zebra, 16, had
been driven on shore and totallywrecked?three
of the crew drowned. H. M. S. Pique had her
masts carried away.

PARIS, Jan. 2.?WE did not receive till to-day,
the Echo de l'Orieat, published at Smyrna on the
12th December, which filings news from Con-
stantinople of the Bth. This journal says that
Mehemet Ali has forfeited all claims to the
clemency of his Sovereign, and that if out of
commiseration for his grey hairs ke should be
spared the disgrace of complete ruin, itwould be
pure generosity; and it would be much if the

During the early part of the present session of
the General Assembly of Indiana, a most import-
ant subject was referred to the consideration of
the Judiciary Committee of the House of Repre-
sentatives.

The holders el Indiana bonds are, therefore,
re-assured that the people of the State intend,
in good faitk to meet all their liabilities, and
that there is not the slighest cause for alarm in
the"frantic effusions of a desperate party in its
last struggles for power. The people of India-
na arc far too sensible of their own dignity and
character ever to entertain lor a moment
an idea so degrading as that of refusing the pay-
ment of their debts.

Ample provisions are being mad* for the re-
demption of the treasury notes, issued by virtue
of an act of the last Legislature.

The taxes of the people of the State will per-
haps be doubled. Last year the Locofoeos re-
duced them so much as to create in the treasury,
this winter, what Mr. Woodbury calls "jvacu-
um," and the rate will have to be increased to
make up that deficit.

A joint resolution has passed the House ofRe-
presentatives, instructing our Senators to vote
for a repeal of thd" Sub-treasury latv;which will
pass the Senate by a strict party vote.

The boarding houses and hotels are all
lull, and numerous parties have proceeded to the
country more from the want of proper accommo-
dations in town i.han any other cause j and yet
with all this, not a capitalist can be found willing
to erect a suitable hotel.

Strictly speaking, there is not one in that
city?possessing with its adjacent villages and
suburbs, a population of 200,000 souls. Board-
ing houses for foreigners, and petty eating houses
for the natives, make up the sum of accommo-
dations ! Yet there they have the largest
and moet commodious theatre in the Western
World?the only complete Italian opera com-

pany out of Europe ?(and a splendid concern it
is) ?beautiful rides and promenades, kept up al
the expense of the government?balls, masques,
bull fights, cock fights, aud all such pastimes in
abundance. With all this, the police is vigilant
and efficient, and no stranger can pass a week
in the citywithout expressing his admiration of
the order and quiet which reigns throughout a
city?one so famous for its robberies, assassina-
tions and other crimes.

The commerce of the present year will be
great beyond precedent. Full thirty millions of
dollars may be exported from the island, and im-
portations in proportion. Well may the Island
of Cuba be called Spain's richest, if it be aot
ike only jewel that the hae left.

From the Hew Orleans Bet-
A month and more has elapsed since Con-

gress assembled, and yet but little prosit:®, lias
been made in the transaction ofpublic business.
One-third ofthe session lies already gone by-

only two more months remain; and from the
slownesss of movements, it seems hardly prob-
able that any measure of deep and general in-
terest will be consummated. It was hoped
that, alter the election was over, the aduiinis
tration party would turn its attention to the
enactment of measures calculated to restore a

sound national currency, to revive commerce
and trade, and improve the condition of the
country generally. But there is nothing in re-

cent demonstrations to encourage such hopes
The establishment ofthe tub-treasury seems

to have fulfilled the highest ambition ofthe par-
ty, and they intend to leave it as a legacy to
the country when they go out ot power. We
question very much whether the present ad-
ministration will make any exertion to further
those measures ofpublic policy indicated by the
late expression of the popular will. 1bus far
an obstinate adherence to old errors, which the
voice ofthe people has repudiated, characteri-
zes its caurse. Bills have been brought before
Congress relating to most ?(' the subjects on

which the public now feel a strong interest, but
the opposition they will meet with from Exec-
utive influence, may be expected to defeat their
passage.

We are inclined to the opinion, that, until
the fourth of March next, nothing will be done
in the way of, legislation. It will be left for
another Congress to regulate the equitable
distribution of the public lands?to pass a
Bankrupt Law?to repeal the Sub Treasury,
and substitute in its place something that will
restore and sustain a sound currency. When-
ever General Harrison comes into power, we

have no doubt that these aie matters which
will claim the first attention. The disposition
of the public lands has long been a question of
deepest interest, and the time has now arrived
when the good of the country requires speedy
adjustment, on fair and equitable principles.

The necessity for tlio passage of a general
Bankrupt Law is rendered more urgent and

imperative, from the ruin which the late moneta-
ry and commercial crisis has brought, upon the

country. Our \u25a0 cd of a better currency has

been declared by die people inlanguage toe plain
to be misunderstood. Indeed the people have

spoken plainly and forcibly, on all the great
leading measures to which allusion is made.?
Nevertheless, the present party in power show
no disposition to obey the popular voice. The
same course of policy continues to be upheld,
and it is much to be doubted whether any change
for the better willbe effected until the induction
into office of the Farmer of North Bend on the
fourth of Marcli next.

MANIA A POTU. ?The J\'ew Orleans Pica-
yune, after ome thrillingremarks on the aw-
ful misery to which men subject themselves by
seeking oblivion from care in the artificial ex-
hilaration of spiiilous liquors, adds the following
dreadful description of a person whom the editor
had seen rendered demoniac by excessive intoxi-
cation:
