Since the birth of the Princess Royal, a great
number of trifles, have reached Buckingham
Palace from various parts of the kingdom.—

They consist generally of fancifully worked
articles of infant apparel.
the fair fabricators of thesesimple but express-
ive tokens of loyalty, none find their way to
the illustrious lady fo whose acceptance they
are prottered, unless those which are fortunate
enough to be presented through some official
channel, Such is the etiquette, perhaps some-
what too rigidly observed. All packages ad-
dressed to the Sovereign are opened by or in
the presence of the deputy-steward of the house-
hul(]‘ whose duty it is to report the contents to
the Lord Steward; and should that functionary
consider them worthy of being laid before her
Majesty, they are presented. Gifts connected
with literature, the fine arts, or science, are
almost invariably accepted; but articles of per-
sonal attire or ernament generally beceme the
perquisites of the Queen’s principal attendants,
lmwv\‘er costly the fabric or curious the work-
manship may be.

Any depaiture from this rule must, therefore,
be considered as a marked compliment. Such a
eune has recently occurred. A case, containing
a present of the latter description was received
at the Palace on Monday. The amiable donor,
a venerable spinsier residing in the neighborheod
of Huddersficld,seems, as the ondit goes,to have
taken especial care that the creation of her fairy
fingers should suffer no damage in transitu. Like
the conjurors ‘)uzzle there was case within case,
one of Ciriously wrought wicker work; a second
of Spanish mahogany, with the royal arms and
the letters “P. R.” in a lozenge richly emblazon-
ed on the 1id. This was again inclosed in a
strong tin case, su erscribed ‘‘For the Queen’s
Most Excellent Majesty, Buckingham Palace,
London.”

These mysterious cases contained an infant’s
cap and robe, worthy of a Princess. They are
described te be of the most chaste and fanciful
design. The cap 1s composed of that delicate
but almost exploded fabric called ¢cushion”
lace in the manufacture of which dames of high
degree fermerly delighted to excel. On the
crown piece the royal arms of England are em-
broidered in-.dead gold, the circulax filler exhib-
iting the national insignia of the rese, thistle,
and shawmrock, wrought in gold and colours,
within an interminable scroll of raised needle
work, ‘The robe is equally unique. The ma-
terial, is of tae finest cashmere, lined with ei-
der down the colour, royal purple; the hood,
which is quilted and padded, is lined with rose
coleured satin, the loops of flock gold, with tas-
sels of small pearls.

The robe is edged all round by a broad stripe
of crinson Geneva velvet, bearing the royal-
arms, and the insignia of the three nations em-
broidered in dead and burnished gold, and re-
lieved with silver fretted work in points, The
great merit, hawever, of these elegant articles
of infant apparel is said to consist in the elabor-
ate beauty of needle-work. Her majesty, to
whom the presents were exhibited immediate-
ly on arrival, expressed her warm adiniiation of
the skill, taste and patience bestowed upon
them; and commanded intimatien of their as-
ceptance to be transmitted to the accomplished
artist, who no doubt requires no richer reward
for her ““labor of love and loyalty.”— Chronicle.

PALM TREES OF PALESTINE.

The palm tree is an evergreen which, to attain
perfection, requires a hot climate, with a soil
sandy, yet humid, and somewhat nitrous. Heuce
its favorite place 1s along the rivers which bor-
der the hotand sandy gescm, and beside old
wellsin the heart of the desert itsell—a circnm-
stance which renders the distant prospect of it a
delight to the wanderer in these parched re-
gions, from the hope or assurance of water
which it conveys.

The trees found inthe dcsext nuder such cir-
cumstances are supposed to have sprung up from
date-sionesthrown away by travellers who usually
stop vhere wateris found, for refreshment and
yest. Maritto saysthat when itis newly plant-
ad, the natives surround its rool with ashes and
salt, while they guard it carefully from all
gross and turpid matters, which are in the bigh-
est degree discouraging in this tree.

It is propagated chiefly from young shoots

M. RoucHERIE’S EXPERIMENTS ON DYING AND
PreserviNg Woon.—A special - commission of
the Academy presented a long report on this gen-
tleman’s interesting experiments for causing tim-
ber and living trees to imbibe pyroligneous and
other chemieal bstances. We have had te
mention many of the results of them on a former
occasion; bat we may add a few which were
mentioned to the Academy, and are of some lit-
tle interest. It appeared that, after the wood,
living or dead, had been made to absorb pyrolig-
nite of iron, if a tanning matter were made to be
absorbed by it, there would be a kind of die pro-
dueed in the interior, which imparted a blush or
gray tint. If pyrolignite of iron were first ab-
sorbed, and then prussiate of potash, the wood
became died of a I‘:eautiful Prussian blue. By in-
troducing suecessively into the wood acetate of
lead and chromate of potash, a yellow chromate
oflead was found, and died the 'wood a brilliant
yellow. Inthe same way, by first causing the
pyrolignite of iron to be absorbed, and then by
varying the proportions and the nature of the
substances to be afterwards taken up, all sorts
of tints and graduated colers might be produced.
The application of the simple pyrolignite of iron
had hean iound uf great value at Bordeaux for
the casks of wine-merchants, which had thereby
been preserved sound for a great number of years.
It was remarked that the facility of producing
yrolignite of iron wasno small recommendation
in favorof the system;since, in any forest where
charcoal is made, there is only a mixture of old
'iron to be made with the charcoal to produce it;
and this substance was found, besides, to contain
creosote, a powerful preventive against all rava-
ges of insects. M. Millet, of Aubenton, had put
in claims to priority of discovery; but the com.
mittee had gone carefully into ‘this part of the
question, and decided that M. Beucherie had all
