It destroyed the peace of the
country, by opening the whole subject of slav-
ery to renewed and violent discussion, when
neither policy, prudence, nor necessity called
for action--when the only practical result aim-
ed at was the settlement of the succession to
the presidency. Southern men have been de-
ceived. Northern men believe themselves be-
trayed; filibusters l;ave been disappointed;
treaty extensionists have failed in their expec-
tations; and all those who loved their country,
whose only desire was her advancement in hon-
or, prosperity, and all that constitutes the glo-
ry of a nation, have been deeply mortified by'
almost every development of the policy, if it
can be said to have any, of the administration.
It claims to have gained the Mesilla valley by
treaty, after previously asserting that it belong-
ed to the United States. The senate rejected
the treaty, and did not trust the executive tol
make another, but made its own proposition to
Santa Anna. The administration stated that
the tariff needed revision. It stands upon the
same principles which have governed imports
for `years past.

We hoped for at least l
a memorable administration, but it can be me-i
morable for nothing but its weakness. We
have gained nothing in our foreign relations;

ty democratic army is day by day dwindlingri
down to a few Pierce office-holders, who or t
pose the secret order of the know nothings, be-
cause they fear that the latter may oust them i
out of their fat berths. i

After febrile reaction has been established, the
skin is hot and dry, the respiration htiriied,
the face flushed, the eves red and watery, and
the conjunctiva touch injected. There is a
sense of uneasiness, sometimes tenderness at.
the epigastrium, accompanied by nausea and
vomiting. The tongue is at first moist and
covered with a vellowish-white fur-there is
also extreme tihirst. The pulse ranges from
the natural s!andard to 120 or even 1410.--
Sometimes it is remarkably slow, either ex-
treme is significant of great danger.

There is no doubt that it is
as specific as that of small pox, though of ifs
precise nature nothing definite is known. Heat
and filth alone are not able to produce it, neither
are marshl mi.asmata, independently of other
causes. Strangers are more liable to it than
long residents and whites more than negroes.
Among the predisposing causes are exposure,
intemperance, fear and sudden changes of
weather.

Blood-letting to be
of service, should be employed early, and even
then, not unless called for by the violence of,
thle symptolmns, and the state of the pulse.-
-Mercurials are on all sides declared to be of
great service in this disease. They should be
administered first with a view to the i cathartic
action, and then to their specific influence as
rapidly as possible. Febrifuge medicines are
also cailed for, of these perhaps none is so good
as ICE. given internally, together with cool
sponing externally--the latter with caution.
Ice also often allays the excessive irritability of
the stomach. To the same end the efferves-
cing draught may b- employed and sinapisnms
or leeches externally. If the patin in the head t
is very great, cups or leeches may be employed c
together with cold applications to the part. In t
the second stage the febrifuge and depleting
remedies should be suspended, except the mer-
curials, to which may be added the acetate of
lead, with a view of diminishing- the int!amma-
tion of the stomach, and also for its astringent, t
properties. Blisters may alsobe applied tothe
epigastrium and the raw surface sprinkled with c
acetate of morphine. In the third stage, cor- i
dials and stimulants are demanded. Sulpha te
of quinine, infusions of bark, or serpentaria,
carb: of ammonia, capsicum, turpentine, wine r
whey. or brandy and water may be administer-
ed. External stimulants as friction, sinapisms,
hot baths, &c., may also be found beneficial
The aparitment should be kept well ventilatedand excrcmentious matter removed. r

TijE LAND GRADUATIOS.-The land gradua-
tion bill, passed both houses o: congress and
signed by the president, pro':ides that all lands
which have been in market for ten -years and
upwards, shall be snbect to entry at one dol-lar per acre; fifteeni years and upwards, at
seventy-five cents; twenty years and upwards
at fifty cents; twenty-five years and upwards,
twenty-five cents; and thirty years and up-
wards, twelve and a half cents per acre. Up-
on every reduction the occupant and settler to
have the right of preemption at such gradua-
ting prices until within thirty days preceding
the next graduation, but not to interfere with
any right which has heretofore occurred to ac-
tual settlers. Any person applying to enter
the aforesaid lands, is required to malie affida-I
vit that he or she enters the same for his or
her own use, and for the purpose of actual set-
tlement and cultivation, or fo-" the use of an
adjoining farm owned or occupied by him or
herself, and that, together with such entry, he
or she has not acquired from the United States,
under the provisions of this act, more than
three hundred and twenty acres.
