At Mount Meiga, in Montgomery county, on Fri-i 
day night last, says the Montgomer (Ala) Adver-tiser, of the 29th ult., dr. McDonaldj was mnurdcred

by his negro man. As we have heard the particulars,
dr. McDonald had chastised the negro for some inso-
lence or disobedience, and the negro started to run
away. The doctor, a few minutees afterwards, wcnt
to his stable to get his horse, and while there was set-upon by the negro, (who had concealed himself in
the stable,) and was beaten to death with a large
club-his skull being broken into fragments.

Dr. McDonald was a highly esteemed citizen, and
this foul murder, of course, produced the greatest ex-
citement. The negro was arrested, and a meeting of
the citizens of Mount Meigs was held, at which it
was determined, by a large majority, that the foulmurderer should be burnt. This sentence was duty
executed on Sunday afternoon last.

The Cleveland (Ohio,) Herald of the 24th ultimo.
says, a frightful fire is now raging in the woods at
Cuyahoga falls, Franklin, Randolph, Ravenna, Ro-
bertson, Northfield, and parts of Summit and Port-
age counties, Ohio. Even the soil is burning, to the
depth of one and a half feet. As the flames are
driven forward by the wind, trees, both dry and green
are ignited in an instant, and almost as quickly con-sumed. Several barns in the vicinity of the woods,
stowed with hay and grain, have been destroyed.-
Apprehensions are entertained for the safety of thetown of Hudson. There has been no rain in this sec-tion since the 29th July, and all vegetation has suf-
fered greatly from the drought. Every attempt has
been made to arrest the progress of the flanmes, butwithout success. Water cannot be brought to bear
upon the fire in sufficient quantities to do any good.
Last evening this city was enveloped in smoke from
the burning forest.

The woods near Painesville, for a mile in length,
are all on fire.

The editor of the Manchester (N.H.) Mirror, in de-
scribing his traveling experiences on a trip to the
White mountains, refers to the attempts which are
imaking for the erection of a monumient to Henry
Clay, and states that John Hayes Thonmpson, of Hol-

STrAM~MErao.-The Scientific American publishes
a long illustrated description of Bates' appBatus forthe relief of stammerers. The apparatus consists of
"a belt, iitended to be worn around the neck after
the manner of a stock, withl a view to pressure on the
glottis, as the seat of the difficulty with respect to
guiteral -ounds." By means of a screw and a pad, I
the glottis is acted on so as to allow a free passage
for the air. A thin tube of gold or silver, attached
to the roof of the mouth by a gum-elastic spring, is
worn-one end opening against the teeth and the
other extending backwards. The use of this tube is
to "carry off the breath, which would be converted
in its absence, into a spasmodic lingual sound."-
'There is yet another instrument-"a small metalic
disk, convex on both sides and hollow. In the cen-
tre of one side is an aperture, designed for the in-
gress of the expired breath to its cavity, while in is
periphery there is another aperture for the egress of
the breath from its cavity into a little straight t :be,
which conveys it from the cavity of the mouth.-i
