
The entire sea-coast of Texas was visited by a des-
tructive storm on the 18th ult., which continued un-
Sil the 21st. At Lavacca, Indianola, Saluria and
DIeckro point much damage was done, and several
buildings had the blocks washed from under them.
(;alveston was inundated with water, but, with the
exception of the roofs of some houses, very little da:m-
age was suffered. The buildings at Powderhorn es-
caped unharmed. The gale visited Matagorda with
great fury, destroying nearly all the buildings in the
town, those of col. Williams, Mrs. Sartwell, and one
or two small ones being all that escaped prostration
or un'orrfing. Four lives were lost: Mrs. Duffey, Mr.
Merriman, a negro woman and child. The steamer
Kate Ward, was totally wrecked, captain Ward, his
brother and nine of the crew perishing. Of all on
board the boat only three persons escaped, by cling-
ing to the wheels. The new steamer Colorado was
t randhd. The schooner Tom Paine was totally lost
Sand capt. HIulsemann and the crew drowned. Tres-
pallarious, and the houses on the peninsula opposite,
were all swept away, except col. Lewis' and two oth-
.rs . Severan lives were lost, among whom were two

children of capt. Jno. Rugely, killed by the house be-
i g lblown down. An eye-witness to the devastation
of Mata.orda, says that he never could have conceiv-ed of such a sight as he witnessed between 4 and 5O'clock on Monday morning; houses crashing and
breaking up, their materials flying through the air,
women aitd children screaming and running whitherthey knew not, seeking protection, and when found,
only to be driven forth again after a short time to
find a new one, and in many instances in nearly a
denuded state.

The friends of internal, improvements in North
Carolina are to hold a state convention at Salisbury
on the 21 November, for the purpose of recommend.
ing a general system of internal improvements by
railroads in that State.

18.--N. C. Nelson. postmaster
at Keeseville, was arrested to-day by a special agent
of the postoffice department, charged with robbing
the mail. lie was brought to Trov, and will be ex-
arnined to-morrow. He is the editor of a democratic
paper at Keeseville.

Robert G.Simlpson, late treasurer of the county of
Philadelphia, has absconded, leaving his accounts
minus the heavy sum of $165,710. Several of his
associates have been arrested.

The Washington Star says that a special bearer of
dispatches has arrived in Washington, direct from
London, with the British government's first commnu-
nication here onl the Greytown affair.

A few days ago we mentioned a current rumor in
New York that one of the largest book publishing
establishments in that city had failed. No name
imnhtioned. It appears that Putnam's is the house
alluded to. The New York Mirror, of the evening
of the-16ih ult. says: At a meeting of the creditors
of Messrs. P. P. Putnam & Co., yesterday, it was
agreed to give the house an extension, and allow
them to go on with treir publications. The liabili-
ties were represented at $t0,000.

The Democratic Press, of Chicago, the editor of
which is one of the old friends, social and political,
of Douglai, says: "Mr. Douglas made no effort in
this city, to conceal the fact, that he regarded the
administrat ion as a dead failure, and that it was ut-
terly beyond the power of human efforts to reinstate
it in the confidence of the democratic party."

ACCIDENTAL DETECTION OF AN ABOLIAIONItsT.-A short
time since a Mr. P. Smellee, who has been teaching
school on Dry creek, in Covington county, for some
two years past, was elected principal of the public
schools of this city. Night before last a letter was
deposited in our post office without any direction
whatever. Mr. Meek, the deputy postmaster, open-ed the letter to ascertain to whom it belonged. He
was not acquainted with the writer, and in the pre-
sence of others proceeded to read it to ascertain his
whereabouts. It was from this Smellee, who had
been employed to instruct our youth, addressed to a
friend in the north, and was found to contain most
infamous abolition sentiments! The writer called
early yesterday morning, as soon as apprised of his
omission, and directed it.
